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The priorities of the Bulgarian Presidency -
for a united, strong and digital Europe

Interview with Lilyana Pavlova,
Minister for the Bulgarian Presidency of
the Council of the EU 2018

Could you present briefly the priorities of the Bulgarian Presidency of the
Council of the European Union? Which of them have been formulated within
the framework of the joint Trio Programme between Estonia, Bulgaria and
Austria and which have been borrowed from the Bulgarian national agenda?

The Programme of the Bulgarian Presidency is based on the challenges that have
emerged before the EU today — the Post-2020 Multiannual Financial Framework, Brexit,
migration, digitalization, youth unemployment... The final programme was adopted by
the Bulgarian government on December 6, 2017, following public consultations at all
possible levels throughout the country that took almost 6 months. Nearly 300 different
level events are scheduled on the calendar. They are going to take place in this country
during the Presidency.

The four priorities of the Bulgarian Presidency aim at establishing the EU citizens
at the heart of the European project. We have named our first priority ,The future of
Europe and the young people®. This is an important priority because the young people
should not be the losers from the reallocation of the European budget funds to the new
challenges on the continent. Therefore, we need the proper instruments to tackle the
issues of youth unemployment, insignificant wage increases, investments in education,
and equal opportunities.

The second priority is ,Security and stability in a strong and united Europe®, where
the major challenge is the re-negotiation of the Dublin Regulation, or the negotiations on
the refugee and migrant relocation system. Here we address also security, the European
Defence Union and the effective external border control, without building walls between
us, as well as topics related to fair and efficient justice.

The third priority is ,The European perspective and connectivity of the Western
Balkans®. Our objective is to deliver a clear European perspective and connectivity to
the Western Balkans - in the transport, communication, energy, education and digital
sectors. The focus here are the young people again, as we want these people not to
be a risk group and potential emigrants because of the unemployment level and the
circumstances in the region but an asset that we develop and that stays here. Therefore,
some urgent measures and reforms are needed at European level to adapt education
and invest in our children and in the continuing education

Our fourth priority, ,Digital economy and skills needed for the future®, for the
transformation and the digital single market. Based on the set priorities, Bulgaria is going
to work for a unified, strong and digital Europe.

| would like to underscore that from the very beginning we have been working in
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close cooperation with Estonia and Austria who we partner with in the Trio. We take
our responsibility for the implementation of the priorities of the EU Strategic Agenda
very seriously and do our best for the progress and integration within the context of the
objectives, endorsed by the Declarations of Rome and Bratislava.

The Bulgarian Presidency is going to work hard for the progress on the adoption
of some key legislative acts. We will take over some files from Estonia, but there
are also others that will be opened and/or proposed in the first half of 2018. Let me
mention the most important ones: a package of legislative proposals for reforming the
Common Agricultural Policy and a proposal concerning the Cohesion Policy beyond
2020; a proposal for a directive on administrative cooperation in the VAT area and
for combating tax fraud. In the security and stability area, we are going to work on
the dossiers for interaction and exchange of information between the services of the
Member States; on the draft legislation concerning the institutionalization of the EU
Public Prosecutor’s Office; on a proposal for a regulation concerning the jurisdiction,
recognition and enforcement of decisions in matrimonial matters and on the matters
of parental responsibility and international abduction of children. In the area of digital
economy, important files are the ones concerning the single digital gateway, the cyber-
security package, the copyright draft directive, and the regulation of the free movement
of data. An important dossier is the new EU ,Erasmus+ framework programme for
education, training, youth and sports beyond 2020.

In addition, as pointed out by the Bulgarian Prime Minister, Mr. Borissoy, at the
meeting between the World Bank and the leaders of the Western Balkans in Sofia in
December, there have already been discussions with the Prime Minister of Austria to
commit to taking further the EU integration process of the Western Balkans.

In order to ensure consistency and continuity of the discussions, we already have
a very profound dialogue with Rumania on passing the baton. Romania is scheduled to
take on the Council Presidency in the first half of 2019 — the year in which the mandate
of the EU institutions is going to expire.

Bulgaria is going to preside over the Council of the EU in a very important period of
time — only 18 months prior to the elections for a new European Parliament. During that
time we have to gear up — all of us together - to work vigorously every day and deliver
tangible results for the benefit of 500 million EU citizens.

What initiatives and policies have been planned in the name of the European
perspective of the Western Balkan countries? Do you think that real progress
will be made in the forthcoming 6 months in their negotiations for EU mem-

bership?

No one knows the region better than we do. We want to present a clear plan for
each of the six countries, without creating false expectations. Even before having as-
sumed the Rotating Presidency, we have already attained the first success for to our
neighbours; this topic is already on the EU agenda. On May 17, 2018, we are going to
receive the leaders of the EU and of the Western Balkans at the Summit in Sofia. It is
expected that the European Commission is going to present its Western Balkan Strategy
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in February and its regular ,Enlargement” package in April, which will result in adoption
of Council Conclusions in June 2018.

It is a fact that for the first time since decades, the leaders of the Balkan countries
sat at the same table in Sofia on December 7, 2017, and expressed their common will to
cooperate with the EU, as well as with each other. This fact in itself is a historic moment
for the Balkans.

The investment in this particular priority is going to guarantee peace and stability
across the European continent. Furthermore, it will ensure that no forces will be estab-
lished on the continent that are contrary to what Europe and the free world represent. |
am also confident that the Western Balkans are still untapped for investment and that a
clear European perspective is needed for implementing reforms.

As regards the particular initiatives you asked about, they have to do with the Eu-
ropean value added resulting from the higher infrastructure connectivity of the Western
Balkans, as well as the opportunity for all citizens from the region to benefit from all the
advantages we have. For instance international calls with no roaming charges, broad-
band internet access, transport and communication connectivity, etc. This priority is
entirely targeted at the benefits for the citizens and the businesses.

The current Bulgarian EU Commissioner is in charge of the “Digital Economy
and Society” policy area and the Digital Agenda is becoming more and more
popular both in Bulgaria and in the EU. What goals does Bulgaria have in the
area of the future Digital Single Market? Will we be able to further develop
the ambitious policies of Estonia?

In addition to holding the Council Presidency, Bulgaria is going to be in the center of
the EU digital events in 2018. Over the past years, this country has been successfully
developing as a center of the IT and the outsourcing industry and is well known for its
very well qualified experts. The EU Digital and Innovation Week and the WEBIT Festival
will be held in Sofia between 25 and 29 June 2018. These events are expected to be
among the most significant ones in Europe in 2018. Over 6 000 people are expected to
attend. During that period, Sofia is going to be like Barcelona, London and Berlin — cities
that host the world digital and technological elite at events of that calibre. At the same
time, the Municipality of Sofia is going to organize a new Balkan Hackathon with the
participation of young people from various universities. The digital skills and the digital
future of Europe are going to be in the focus of attention of this assembly because the
lack of digital skills can become a risk of isolation. Bulgaria wants just the opposite — to
be the location generating the leaders of tomorrow. With the proposals coming from the
IT sector of the Balkans and the principles of Public Private Partnership, the Balkans
can become a new Silicon Valley. Hence, this country will encourage entrepreneurship
and creativity, based on digital technology and innovation, in order to promote social
change, to develop skills and competences for the 21% Century starting from a very early
childhood age.

Another central topic of the Presidency will be cyber-security and it is important to
say that together we can tackle this phenomenon, since it recognizes no borders. We
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have to bring forward the cyber-security dossier and a conference on this topic is already
on the agenda scheduled for 26 March 2018.

The highest management of Facebook, Google and others have already expressed
their interest in the topics of the Bulgarian Presidency.

The work in this area must be given a boost due to the fact, that out of 24 legislative
proposals in the digital area only 6 have been finalized since the beginning of this term
of office, according to information by EU Commissioner Maria Gabriel, whom we very
much rely on for the advancement of the Digital Agenda.

During the Bulgarian Presidency, there will be intensive negotiations for the
Multiannual Financial Framework beyond 2020. Will Bulgaria be in a position
to be a neutral “broker” in these negotiations and to continue to defend, at
the same time, its principled position on the continuation of the EU Cohesion
Policy?

In the course of six months, Bulgaria is going to be the driving force for the
implementation of the tasks and the agenda of the EU and combine the functions of an
honest mediator, a political leader, a representative and coordinator. We are prepared
for all of these.

As Presidency, we are going to facilitate an open debate on the main topics
related to the new Multiannual Financial Framework in support of a faster and a more
efficient negotiation process. Our expectations are to have the traditional EU citizens
focused policies as part of the main topics of discussion. The Cohesion Policy and the
implementation thereof in the next programming period is one of them, for instance. The
Cohesion Policy is inextricably linked with the future of the Union, with closing the gap
between the old and the new Member States, between rich and poor, East and West. It
is important for this policy to be preserved by striking the right balance between financial
instruments and grant funding. This is the only way we can succeed to cater for the
needs of the less developed regions in the EU in practice.

We are aware that there is no way we can preserve the same Cohesion Policy
facing the challenges of migration, terrorism and security threats and an almost 15 billion
reduction of the annual EU budget, but we will try to seek and find a consensus, as well
as well-founded argumentation in the lively discussions.

The Cohesion Policy provides genuine added value for the EU citizens; it is the
main EU political instrument of convergence; it is also a catalyst for the investment for
growth and jobs, depending on the available funding. For example, as a result of the EU
Cohesion Policy support, the Bulgarian GDP has gone up from 41% of the average EU
value /the EU with 27 Member States/ in 2007, to 48% to date. The Cohesion Policy is
not limited to levelling out the regional disparities or to the less developed regions alone,
it is an instrument fostering innovation, competitiveness and sustainable development.

There are going to be a couple of meetings on this topic during the Bulgarian
Presidency, including a General Affairs Council — Cohesion on April 12, 2018, as well as
a high-level conference scheduled for June 8, 2018.
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Bulgaria is to preside over the Council of the EU at a time in which topics such
as “a multi-speed Europe’, the future of the European project, European secu-
rity, and the EU return to the national states are in the focus of the political
rhetoric. What is Bulgaria going to do in order to strengthen the pan-European
security and stability? Do you believe that, in exchange to its efforts, Bulgaria
could get a “green light” to join the Schengen area and the Eurozone?

No EU Member State can expect unilateral benefits for having presided over the
Council of the EU. If Bulgaria succeeds in her efforts to make it possible for all of us
and for our children to live in the future in an equitable, unified, secure, and well-ordered
world, this will be the greatest benefit to all of us.

I would very much like it, of course, that people would talk more about it and
appreciate the fact that Bulgaria managed to safeguard the EU external border during
the migration crisis and provide conditions and working rules without being a Schengen
state. We did it more successfully than some Schengen countries. This is an injustice
that | hope is remedied as soon as possible and the statements of European leaders
at the highest level, as well as the recent debate in the European Parliament give some
hope for that.

| would not like this country to be only criticized and pointed at as the poorest
European state, but to be appreciated for the great amount of work we have done, for
the successful absorption of EU funds, and for the high speed we have transformed this
country with thanks to the common solidarity; these good examples could serve as the
basis for the right decisions regarding the future financing of newly acceded states.

A successful Presidency in the CFSP area requires good coordination with the
EEAS. Will Bulgaria be in a position to act as a mediator in seeking consensus
as regards the EU activity on the international arena and meet, at the same
time, the expectations of the general public for a leadership Presidency that
focuses on the national foreign policy priorities?

Bulgaria is going to provide active support to the EU High Representative for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy in the implementation of the EU Global Strategy, which
provides a coherent framework for the EU foreign relations.

| have already pointed out that the only national or regional priority — if | may put it
this way — has already become a pan-European priority and the Western Balkans, have
already been put on the EU agenda. This has been our national achievement — to have
managed to place the Balkan region, the need for its integration and investment in it, in
the focus of the European attention. One can say that Bulgaria is already performing its
first role of a broker and a mediator between different stances on this topic. Therefore,
we have already stated that the Bulgarian Presidency is going to be a Balkan Presidency.

In the ,Southern Neighborhood®, the main goal will be to further the efforts for
attaining long-term sustainable stability. We will continue working for negotiations with
our southern partners on the ,Partnership Priorities within the framework of the revised
European Neighbourhood Policy.
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The Bulgarian Presidency is determined to do everything possible to push forward
the legislative programme of the EU institutions in an effective, constructive and
transparent manner. We are prepared to be pro-active in order to be able to respond to
the expectations of the citizens of the Community, as well as to make real progress in
our internal policies, as well as in our international relations.

If we would like to fulfill the EU’s ambition to be a global actor in the events, we
should stand united, more than ever. As regards foreign affairs, the EU has to take on
a leading role in keeping the peace and stability; and in the multilateral systems: in the
Climate efforts, the World Trade Organization, and the United Nations Organization.
As regards the internal affairs EU needs to demonstrate to its citizens that it has the
solutions.

In addition to the purely political, economic and digital topics, we should not forget an
issue among the most important ones - preservation of our climate and the environment,
which has an impact on all economic sectors - transport, agriculture and industry, as well
as the future of Europe and of the world, if you will. It is our obligation to maintain the
balance in all legislative dossiers, not just the ones that directly related to the environment,
but also the ones on the dialogue on the progress under the Paris Agreement.

2018 was declared European Year of the Cultural Heritage. How could we use
the rich Bulgarian cultural and historical heritage in order to project a more
solid national image in the EU and make, at the same time, the role of the
Bulgarian Presidency more visible among the Bulgarian population?

As a country with rich cultural and historical heritage, Bulgaria is glad to take on
the EU Council Presidency at this particular moment. Now, we have the opportunity to
present our country in all its aspects, as well as to set the emphasis on the diversity
which we have contributed to the EU — our rich culture, history, customs and traditions,
along with our achievements in all areas of life. And, of course, the Cyrillic alphabet that
has become an official European alphabet since Bulgaria joined the EU and we will
hold our Presidency officially in Bulgarian language. This Presidency coincides with a
number of dates marking historical, scientific and cultural events and traditions, which
we are going to promote: the Festival of Roses in May, St. George’s Day on May 6, the
Day of the Bulgarian Alphabet and Culture — on May 24, Granny Marta’s Day on 1 March
when people give each other Martenitsas, and even the Bulgarian national holiday is on
March 3.

The Europeans now so little about us and our common history which starts from
here. Nowadays for example there are some little known facts about Bulgaria — it comes
second after Iceland in terms of the number of thermal springs, and third after Rome
and Greece in terms of historical artefacts. We are world famous for our rose oil, we
come first in the EU in terms of lavender production and exports. Now is the time for
all Europe and the world to see Bulgaria’s greatest asset — our countrymen and women
— successful, competent, creative, hospitable, and believing in the future of the EU; as
well as appreciate the potential of Bulgaria, and of the Balkan region too, for investment
and development.
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The Presidency is an opportunity for this country to demonstrate the country’s
potential to be an all-season tourist destination, as well as to promote Bulgarian products,
commodities and services with the idea that they be appreciated and offered in the big
European markets. In addition to the Bulgarian services and the spirit of Bulgaria, we
will also be able to present Bulgarian wines and waters, food, organic production and
traditions, along with everything else related to showcasing Bulgaria’s uniqueness and
potential in a detailed and multifaceted way.

Today, more than ever before, history and culture can play an important role in
the relations between the nations. Therefore, we are going to further expand some
EU programmes and initiatives, such as ,Creative Europe“ and ,Europe for Citizens",
supported by the EU as an instrument for further developing and promoting our diverse
European culture, our common identity, and the European project as a whole.

Which will be the most serious challenge to Bulgaria during the Presidency?
What kind of challenge is it going to be? Will it be related to some factors
external to the EU, to the internal consolidation of the EU, or to the stability of
Bulgaria?

We are determined to do our best to push forward the legislative programme of the
EU institutions.

Now is the time to be pro-active in order to be able to attain our objective to respond
to the citizens’ concerns about greater political and economic security and stability of
our communities with action and results.

To be the balancing factor between sometimes extreme stances of the Member
States on the key topics and policies.

The good thing is that after Brexit, the majority of the European citizens feel opti-
mistic about safeguarding the EU and their confidence in the EU institutions grows. We
have a positive impulse to make tangible progress in our internal policies, as well as in
our international relations.

The current government of Bulgaria restored the confidence in governance, state-
hood and predictability, which made it possible for the Bulgarian citizens to regain their
belief that they can have a better life in this country. Many Bulgarians who had studied
and worked overseas started returning home — the number of these young people was
9,300 during last year only. The growth in consumption, which is the main driving force
for growth, is almost 5%, and it is expected to continue to go up in the years to come.

It is important for me to mention that on December 12, 2017, | presented the Pro-
gramme of the Bulgarian Presidency at a plenary session of the EP Committee Chairs’
Conference in Strasbourg because this event set the beginning of the actual work.
This was a very important stage of the preparation because every Member State due
to preside the Council on rotational basis presents its Programme and its priorities in a
plenary session like this. All the EP Committee Chairs expressed their appreciation for
our priorities, as well as their gratitude to the forthcoming Bulgarian Presidency. They
did not and complex dossiers which have to be successfully closed in view of the ending
term of office of the EU institutions, while we have great challenges on the agenda. Here
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some facts: only the ITRE Parliamentary Committee (on Industry, Research, and Energy)
has currently 12 legislative acts - on the Digital Market and the Energy Union, pending
trilogue negotiations with the EP. That makes at least 36 trilogues, at least 3 per dossier.
The LIBE Parliamentary Committee (on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs) has
19 dossiers — at least 60 trilogues, and the majority of them are rather complex. | have
just given an example of two committees and there are 21 committees in the European
Parliament. You can imagine the vast amount of work that has to be done. The MEPs
voiced their full support and readiness to cooperate constructively with the Bulgarian
Presidency and commended us for the good preparation.

This shows yet again that our cooperation working with the Bulgarian and with the
European Parliament will be decisive for the successful Bulgarian Presidency in the first
half of 2018.

What do you think of the preparation of the team responsible for holding the
Bulgarian Presidency? Have the needed skills and competencies been acquired
in the process, and do you expect the human factor to benefit the Bulgarian
Presidency?

The organization of an event of such scale and duration, that requires precise co-
ordination between dozens of institutions, is a unique experience. | think that after 10
years of EU membership Bulgaria already has capable people and structures available
and ready to handle such a task. We are prepared to receive about 22,000 guests and
delegates and to hold almost 300 events in this country and 1,500 in Brussels. Our team
for the preparation is made up of well-educated, well trained, and enthusiastic people
who are prepared to do their best for the proper performance of this country as a reliable
partner and a successful Presidency of the Council of the EU. We have involved some
volunteers who are prepared to actively support the organization of the events scheduled
in the calendar of the Presidency.

We are pleased with the fact that our preparation for the Presidency was given a
very high evaluation by the General Secretariat of the EU Council and by EC President
Juncker and EP President Tajani in person.

What, do you think, is going to differentiate the Bulgarian Presidency from all
other Council presidencies thus far?

It will be the work that we will have to do on the unprecedented number of dossiers
to be processed. Not only with the number of events in this country and abroad but also
with the quality of the work done.

We are going to consider it a success, if we manage to convince as many young
people as possible to stay, work, and live in this country or in the Balkan region. And also
to convince the ones who are currently living abroad to come back home.

In terms of domestic politics, it is unique that all political forces reached a consensus
on the topics of our Presidency and on the support for our common efforts which is
yet another evidence of the fact that we can live up to the motto of our country, of our
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National Assembly and of our Presidency: ,United We Stand Strong®“. It was a unique
moment for us in recent years to stand together united, and this the message we send
to Europe.

We regard it success that 10 years after Bulgaria’s accession to the EU, the Bulgar-
ians see prospects and a future in Europe not only for themselves but for their neigh-
bours too.

If we manage to focus the interest of our European political partners, and of the
financial institutions, on the Balkans, this is going to be considered a historic success for
the Balkan region and a guarantor of our and the entire continent’s security and stability
for decades to come.

We would like the difference the Bulgarian Presidency will make to be felt by the
citizens — the benefits to be for them and to be tangible, fast and related to their ev-
eryday lives. We do hope that the difference is also felt by the citizens of the Western
Balkan countries as soon as our Presidency is over - in addition to having a Road Map
to Europe, to feel like real European citizens who are already part of the Community
programmes.

Dear Ladies and Gentlemen,

| would like to express my gratitude to the European Policy Centre for the kind
invitation and the opportunity to present the priorities of the first Bulgarian Presidency of
the Council of the European Union in 2018. | would also like to thank all of you for the
expressed interest and for being here.

During my presentation | would like to focus your attention on two main points:

- The preparation of the Bulgarian presidency and the key role of civil society in the
process;

- The priorities of the first Bulgarian presidency of the Council of the EU 2018,
revealing the key topics and objectives ahead of us.

1. The preparation of the Bulgarian presidency
and the key role of civil society in the process

Concerning the first point, | deeply believe that there is strong symbolism in the fact
that 10 years after joining the European Union, Bulgaria is now preparing to undertake
the responsible task of being the Rotating Presidency. During this important period
for the country and Europe as a whole, we will strive to be an honest broker and an
open mediator. Our aim and motivation is to contribute, in a positive spirit and with
a constructive approach, to the achievement of tangible results in the benefit of the
European citizens.

The accession to the European Union was a historical chance for Bulgaria to have
its successful national project, to return to the European family of democracy and
freedom. Being one of the most pro-European nations in the Union, we are deeply
convinced that the prosperity and stability of the Member States is dependent on the
stability, unity, economic competitiveness and social cohesiveness of the European
project.

In this regards we would like to send a strong message for unity and solidarity
in Europe. For this reason we chose, with a strong citizen support, the motto of our
Presidency ,,United We Stand Strong“, which is also a kind of reflection of our history
and statehood.

Our ambition is to conduct an open-to-citizens Presidency, led by the principles
of transparency and accountability. In this regard we will strongly rely on the open and
cooperative relations with:

- On the one hand - the EU institutions and particularly with the European Parlia-
ment which is not only a co-legislator, but also the legislative agora of the Union and

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- On the other hand — with the civil society and the non-governmental sector
as their expert contribution, creative and innovative approach have a very important
added value for us.

Earlier this year, over 50 Bulgarian NGOs united into a National Forum of NGOs
for the Bulgarian Presidency of the Council 2018. Among those are some of the most
renowned Bulgarian think tanks in the field of economics, policy analysis, foreign
affairs, education, health, youth and many others. They gave us very constructive
proposals and feedbacks for the National Programme of the Presidency.

The collaboration with the European parliament and the input of the civil society
sector and the expert community will be decisive during the Presidency as they are
the source of democratic legitimacy of EU legislation and policies. The sustainable
policies are possible only when we have the three key components of the formula
for sustainability of the decision making process — namely: political will, intellectual
imagination of civil society and citizens’ support.

In this regards we perceive the draft version of our national Programme as a living
document, which is regularly updated in view of the ongoing consultation with social
partners and civil society organisations and of the progress achieved (in terms of
legislation) by the Estonian Presidency. We take careful note as well of Mr. Tusk’s
proposals for the Leaders’ Agenda, of the views of Mr. Jean-Claude Juncker and the
Work Programme of the Commission for 2018. So, the National Programme will be
finalized in mid-December.

We acknowledge that no Presidency can succeed alone. So we work in a close
collaboration with our Estonian colleagues and we are certain that the smooth transition
will be ensured as continuity is the most important precondition for the successful
development of the legislative and policy process in the EU.

During the Bulgarian Presidency we will continue working on issues such as
»,Growth and Employment”, ,Energy Union and Climate Policies”, ,Migration, Security
and Internal Affairs“ and ,Strengthening the Presence of EU on the Global Stage”.

Let me now turn to the priorities of the first Bulgarian Presidency of the Council.
2. Priorities of the first Bulgarian presidency of the Council of the EU 2018".

Bulgaria has the rare chance to be a Presidency of the Council of the EU during
interesting and exciting times, when complex but inspiring decisions will be taken
regarding the future of the EU.

The globalization and new realities faced by Europe and the world today pose
various challenges related to the Industrial revolution 4.0, the complex security
challenges, climate change and demography as well as to the need for further
Consolidation, Competitiveness and Cohesion in the EU.

The faster we feel the pulse of the time we live in and the contemporary challenges
we are facing, the more adequate our answer to those challenges will be. Those

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challenges are interrelated and they bring strong potential to act and to transform our
economies and societies, making them more sustainable, secure and inclusive.

The EU is progressively moving toward a:

- Low-carbon;
- Circular and
- Digital economy.

These three changes for our economy mean a significant shift in the way that we
produce, the way that we use and re-use resources. This is a profound transformation
of our economy, of the way it functions. It is also a transformation that requires
significant lifestyle changes for us as citizens and consumers.

Taking into consideration the need of Europe and the European citizens today
of security, stability and solidarity, the Bulgarian Presidency is convinced that those
can be achieved with the instruments which create sustainable and effective policies
of development and prosperity, the so called 3 Cs — consensus, competitiveness
and cohesion. (I know that quite often we take those principles and values for granted
or they are perceived as abstractive notions, but we have to know that they are like
oxygen — we notice their absence when we lose them.)

We will be focusing our work in the first half of 2018 on 4 main priorities:

- The future of Europe and young people — with an accent on economic growth
and social cohesion;

- The European perspective and connectivity of the Western Balkans;

- Security and stability in a strong and united Europe;

- Digital economy and skills for the future.

The Bulgarian Presidency will work on youth and security issues as horizontal
priorities, in view of the complex nature of the challenges in front of young people and
the contemporary security environment.

Focusing briefly on each of these 4 priorities?, let me point out our main expectations
and objectives for the next semester.

2.1. The future of Europe and young people — economic growth and social
cohesion

The debate on the future of Europe is taking place during a time of increased global
challenges. The discussions are also closely related to the needed transformations of
EU key policies, taking into account Brexit and the necessity of strategic decisions
regarding the financing of the EU in line with the current priorities and new challenges.

The Bulgarian presidency will aim to contribute positively and constructively to this
debate, while focusing on several key areas:

The Bulgarian Presidency will start the political debate on the future priorities of
the Multiannual Financial Framework post-2020, including by holding a Ministerial
conference on 9 March, 2018 in Sofia. As one European poet® once remarked,

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becoming student is still nothing, but it can become everything. Please allow me to
paraphrase — the new MFF is still nothing but it can become something very significant
for the planning period after 2020.

The Bulgarian Presidency will make an effort for an open debate on the
decisive role of the Cohesion Policy not only for redressing regional disparities and
underdevelopment, but also for promoting innovation, competitiveness and sustainable
growth in EU.

The discussion on the future of the Common Agricultural Policy beyond 2020*
will be another important topic, considering that over 70% of the EU territory are rural
areas. The focus of the debate will be on the possibilities for modernization and
simplification of this very important policy for citizens and regions.

The Bulgarian Presidency will also promote the discussions on the deepening of
the European Monetary Union as we view the stability, openness and inclusiveness of
the euro-area as a key precondition for the future of the European project®.

Young people will have a key role in the structural dialogue on the future of Europe
as they are always a driving force of change and innovation and they will be those who
will live in the transformed European Union.

In the field of youth policy, we will focus our activities on two main directions — the
development of skills and competences, particularly digital skills needed for the labor
market, and the promotion of European values through instruments of formal and non-
formal education.

In terms of specific legislative initiatives, we will work on the mid-term evaluation
of the Erasmus+ Programme. Our efforts will be to facilitate the political discussions
on the future of the Programme post-2020. We will continue the work on the key
initiative European Solidarity Corps, which will enable young people to develop their
competences and contribute to their community®.

To sum up, our ambition is to bring forward the positive agenda by focusing on
initiatives that foster economic growth and social cohesion in the benefit of our
citizens.

2.2, The European perspective and connectivity of the Western Balkans

The specific priority of the Bulgarian Presidency will be the European perspective
and connectivity of the Western Balkans.

As a country which deeply understands the complexity, the challenges and the
opportunities stemming from the specific geographic position of our region at the
heart of the juncture between East and West, at historical crossroads of intercultural

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dialogue, we are strongly convinced that the prosperity, the development and the
stability of our continent is related to the prosperity and stability of the region of
Western Balkans.

As the Great lady of France and Europe, Simone Veil, writes in her book ,A Life",
after the Second World War, while Western Europe had the chance to live in a society
of liberty and democracy, the Iron Curtain was dividing the other half of Europe. So
when history provided the opportunity, it was unthinkable not to open the European
Union’ doors for the countries of Central and Eastern Europe.

Today the EU doors need to remain open for the countries of the Western
Balkans. During our presidency we wouldn' like to create unrealistic expectations, but
we would like to stimulate the motivation and to give hope to the countries and citizens
of the Western Balkans, as the European perspective continues to be a major driving
force for achieving stability and serious political and economic transformations.

We strongly share the view, expressed by the European Commission, that the EU
agenda is a reform agenda. Reform means:

- efficient administration that delivers for the people;

- education that increases competitiveness;

- economy that supports growth and jobs;

- rule of law that works to ensure justice and good governance.

We believe that reforms, good neighborly relations and regional cooperation are
of utmost importance and we will seek to support all three areas’.

In parallel, the Bulgarian presidency will focus on connectivity in the region, which
is multidimensional: we have energy, transport (with a special focus on Pan-European
corridors — VIIl and X), educational and digital connectivity (including telecommunica-
tions, roaming, Wi-Fi), and last but not least, collaboration with regard to good gover-
nance and administrative capacity.

One specific initiative in this regard, proposed by the Bulgarian non-governmental
sector and included in our National Programme, foresees the gradual adoption of EU
roaming rules in the countries of the Western Balkans through the staged reduction of
roaming taxes. As a follow up, we are pleased to see the commitment of Commissioner
Gabriel to work on the elaboration of a Road Map for the realization of this initiative
which will be presented during the Bulgarian Presidency.

On 17 May 20188 an EU-Western Balkans Summit will be conducted in Sofia. Our
expectation is that the Summit should confirm the European perspective of the coun-
tries from the region and underscore the need to maintain sustainable peace, security
and good-neighbourly relations fostering connectivity both within the region and be-
tween the region and the EU.

To sum up, the 3 key considerations which we share concerning the European
perspective are as follows:

- it is a stimulus for decisive transformations;
- it has to be credible and merit-based;

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- it has no alternative, as the EU is the biggest donor for the Western Balkans,
their main trading partner and accounts for more than two-thirds of foreign direct
investment in the region.

2.3. Security and stability in a strong and united Europe

If so far European defense has been a political possibility and an integration option,
today it is a necessity, considering on the one hand, the level of political ambition,
declared in the EU Global Strategy, and on the other hand, the complex nature of
security today, having economic, financial, energy, ecological, social and legal aspects.

In this regard, in the field of the Common Security and Defense Policy, the Bulgarian
Presidency foresees active support for the implementation of the EU Global Strategy,
with a particular accent on the development of an inclusive and ambitious PESCO.
Special attention will be given to the legislative framework of the European Defense
Industry Development Programme that will pave the way for financing concrete
projects®. This will bring the defense cooperation within the EU to a new level, while
also providing opportunities to SMEs and start-ups in the field.

Migration remains a key challenge. We will keep the focus on the root causes of
migration and on strengthening the measures for reducing irregular migration. A key
role in this regard is given to the Common European Asylum System, which should be
strengthened on the basis of the principles of responsibility and solidarity™.

The unforeseen migratory pressure and the rise of terrorism have also had a major
impact on the Schengen area. We will ensure continuation of the progress made to
return back to proper functioning of the Schengen area''.

Considering the fact that according to the latest Eurobarometer, the European
citizens outline the fights against poverty and social isolation and the fight against
terrorism as the most important issues the EU has to address, we will focus our efforts
on the implementation of the Renewed Internal Security Strategy, striving for tangible
results in the three main pillars: fight against organized crime, countering terrorism
and tackling cybercrime.

Justice is another important area, where the Bulgarian Presidency will work on the
organisational and logistical matters related to the functioning of the European Public
Prosecutor’s Office which will contribute to the effective protection of the financial
interests of the Union.

Energy policy™ is another fundamental aspect of stability and security of the

all actors and stakeholders — Member States, EU institutions, the expert community, civic organizations, local authorities
and international partners. The Bulgarian Presidency will apply a holistic approach towards the migration management.
Intensified work on external aspects should go hand in hand with strengthening the EU internal mechanisms.

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European Union in its two dimensions — security of energy supply and security of
energy infrastructure. Our attention will be focused on the Clean Energy Package
proposals as instruments for delivering a secure, safe, well-connected and affordable
EU energy system.

To sum up, the Bulgarian Presidency will do its best to forge effective decision-
making and find broadly supported solutions in setting the necessary changes that will
make the EU secure, stable and united in facing current challenges.

2.4. Digital economy and skills for the future

Turning to the fourth priority which the Bulgarian Presidency has outlined —
Digital economy and skills for the future, we are guided by the consideration that the
Information and Communications Technology is no longer a specific sector but the
foundation of all modern innovative economic systems. Furthermore, the discussion
on the skills and competences for the Future of Work is more active than ever,
because the future workplace will be more dynamic, flexible but also more insecure. At
the same time 65% of today’s school students will be working professions or positions
which still don't exist on the labor market.

Cybersecurity is the other side of the coin — it is critical to both our prosperity
and our security. Last year, 80% of European companies experienced at least one
cybersecurity incident.

Industrial revolution 4.0 is driven by new-generation technologies such as
the Internet of Things, Big Data, robotics and 3D printing. We need to fully take
advantage of the new horizons they open for industry to become more adventurous,
more efficient, to develop innovative products and services.

To address these challenges the Bulgarian Presidency will continue the active
work already undertaken in the framework of the Digital Single Market, which should
be finalized in 2018. We are convinced that Bulgaria has a lot to contribute with, as
one of the countries with the fastest Internet connections in the world™, whose capital
city Sofia has been ranked among the top 10 most attractive cities for start-ups and
entrepreneurship in Europe.

To sum up, the digital transformation is posing new challenges and new possibilities.
We cannot think conventionally. We cannot replicate old solutions. EU's ambition should
be to consider the present, but think for the future in the benefit of the development
of the European business and economic growth, while providing for the prosperity and
well-being of its citizens.

Condlusions

In conclusion, our vision for Europe in 2018 is one of a pragmatic and efficient
Union providing more security to its citizens; a Union that has taken firmly in hand
the management of the migration processes; a competitive, energy-independent and
innovative Union setting standards of employment and growth policies fit for the digital

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world; a Union of improved connectivity, territorial and social cohesion; and last, but not
least, a Union that continues to be a force for inspiration on the global scene and for its
neighbourhood, with a special focus on the European perspective and connectivity of
the Western Balkans.

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Spelling the “euro” in the Cyrillic alphabet or the
successful battle of the Bulgarian diplomacy in
the first year of Bulgaria’s EU membership

Immediately after its accession to the European Union, Bulgaria joined the discus-
sion about the reform of the EU Treaty.

After the ,Treaty establishing a Constitution for Europe® failed to be ratified following
the no-votes in the French and the Dutch referendums in 2005, as well as the prolonged
consultations between the EU Member States that followed, a consensus was reached
in the middle of June, 2007, that negotiations should be launched for the purpose of re-
forming the EU Treaties. The European Council meeting of June 21-22, 2007, decided to
schedule an Intergovernmental Conference and adopted a mandate for the negotiations
aimed at amending the EU Treaties.

Along with its institutional restructuring needed for participation in the EU deci-
sion-making process in its capacity of an EU Member State, Bulgaria had to urgently
prepare its position on the reforms of the Treaties. This position had to be formulated by
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs — in so far as this ministry had the experience and the ex-
pertise gained from its participation, as an observer, in the Convention that had to draw
up the ,Treaty establishing a Constitution for Europe®. This position had to be adopted
afterwards by the Bulgarian Council of Ministers.

The Intergovernmental Conference began on July 23, 2007. Portugal, the country
holding the rotating Council Presidency at the time, was making an effort to reach a
consensus on the open issues and, among these — the issue of spelling the single EU
currency in the official languages of the EU Member States. A couple of Member States,
namely Bulgaria, Slovenia, Lithuania, and Latvia could not agree with the proposal that
their language versions, which were absolutely equivalent to all other EU language ver-
sions, had to adopt a spelling of the single currency that was different from the spelling
in their own national languages.

As far as Bulgaria was concerned, the single EU currency had to be spelled in Cyril-
lic as ,Eypo“. Slovenia, which uses the Latin alphabet, also had a problem because the
single currency in its national use is spelled as ,evro®, including in the Slovenian Law on
National Bank, as Slovenia was making preparations to accede to the Eurozone. Lithua-
nia and Latvia had a similar problem because, in spite of using the Latin alphabet, they
did not spell in their national languages the single currency as ,euro®. With respect to the
four countries, this problem boiled down to their national identity for which reason they
did not agree with the proposal made by the Portuguese Council Presidency.

Against the background of all other unresolved issues, including the institutional ar-
rangements, the number of college commissioners, the introduction of double majority
in the Council voting procedure, and numerous other issues related to the Member
States’ participation in the decision-making process, this particular issue had been left
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aside from the discussions despite the fact that the four countries kept expressing their
positions very strongly.

The negotiations for reforming the EU Treaty were progressing, with the Portuguese
Council Presidency making an effort to reach a consensus so that the document could
be signed in December, 2007, in order to be harmonized with some of the new docu-
ments — in this case, the Lisbon Treaty. On October 15, 2007, a meeting was scheduled
for an Intergovernmental Conference on a foreign ministers’ level, which was supposed
to discuss the draft Treaty on Reforming the EU Treaties (this was the working title of
the document and remained as such until the end of the negotiations), as well as to
prepare an informal meeting of the heads of state and government that had to take
place on October 18-19. The Intergovernmental Conference had been scheduled within
the framework of the regular monthly Council meeting held in Luxembourg and entitled
,common issues and foreign relations".

In the meantime, there was intensive correspondence between Bulgaria, the EU, and
the Central European Bank on the sensitive issue of how the single EU currency had
to be spelt. The arguments of the Bulgarian party were as follows: the spelling of the
EU single currency in the Cyrillic alphabet has already been regulated in the Bulgarian
language version of the Bulgarian EU Accession Treaty where this currency is spelt in
Cyrillic as ,eBpo“ throughout the whole Treaty. This thesis launched by a team of the
Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute attached to the Minister of Foreign Affairs relied, quite
optimistically, on this country’s Accession Treaty as a guarantee that it was an argument
enough to honor the Bulgarian position.

Meanwhile, Nikolay Vassilev, Minister for Public Administration, was doing his best to
present visual argumentation in favor of the Cyrillic alphabet on the basis of some docu-
ments drawn up by the Institute of Bulgarian Studies attached to the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences. He was doing this in the relevant correspondence, as well as at varied
meetings organized with the European institutions. At a meeting with the Director General
of the Council Legal Service, Jean-Claude Piris, he and his team presented some alpha-
bet books but the Legal Service cleared itself with the European Central Bank. There
was an exchange of letters between them and Jean-Claude Trichet, the then president
of this bank. Another meeting was organized between the EU Commissioner in charge of
language diversity and Gergana Grancharova, the then Bulgarian Minister for European
Affairs, at which the Bulgarian team put the Bulgarian arguments on the table again but,
notwithstanding the sympathy expressed in relation to our cultural identity, the European
Commission kept insisting that all reserves had been expressed by the European Central
Bank as the institution having exclusive competence to ,deal with“ the single European
currency. The President of the European Central Bank kept arguing that the name of the
single currency is a term used in all official EU languages, that this name is not to be
translated, and also that it does not derive from the name of Europe (just repeating the
arguments put forward by Bulgaria and the other Member States that were affected by
the language versions of the draft Treaty).

In this environment and, against the background of preparations for the Bulgarian po-
sition needed for the foreign ministers’ meeting on October 15-16 in Luxembourg (where
an Intergovernmental Conference was scheduled on the draft Lisbon Treaty), in early
October, the vice prime-minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs, Ivaylo Kalfin, convened
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a working team of diplomats from the EU-related departments of the Ministry to discuss
the situation. The working group concentrated on the sensitivity of the issue in the public
space, as well as on the fact that the Accession Treaty, although being on the same
level of all other EU Treaties within the hierarchy of the European legal acts, was not a
sufficient guarantee for success of the national position because the amendments to the
main EU Treaties could lead, afterwards, to ,equalization” of the Bulgarian EU Accession
Treaty with the changes that had occurred in the main Treaties.

The correspondence with the President of the European Central Bank and the meet-
ings held with the Council Legal Service and with the European Commission did not stir
any optimism over the success of the national position. Despite the assertions of the
then Bulgarian EU Commissioner (and formerly Bulgarian Chief Negotiator) that this
issue had already been settled during the accession negotiations, the Central European
Bank insisted that this had been a technical error that could be rectified via the new
arrangements.

Time was getting on, which called for urgent consideration and structuring of the
relevant arguments, as well as for defining the relevant tactics. The option to block the
consensus on the future Lisbon Treaty was rejected as politically unacceptable from the
perspective of the European interest because Bulgaria was already part and parcel of
this interest. At the same time, the national interest had to be also honored. As regards
the arguments, the diplomatic team drew up a non-paper in which it based the Bulgarian
position on the theses listed below, in addition to the cultural identity-related arguments
which had been presented that far:

- Reference to the declaration attached to the Bulgarian Accession Treaty
concerning the status of the Cyrillic alphabet, which Treaty had been ratified by
all EU Member States and read: ,By recognizing the Bulgarian language as an au-
thentic language of the Treaties and an official and working language used by the
EU institutions, the Cyrillic alphabet is getting the status of one of the three official
alphabets of the European Union. This particular element of the European cultural
heritage constitutes the Bulgarian contribution to the languages and the cultural
diversity of the EU."

- Reference to the conclusions drawn by the European Council meeting of
December 15-16, 1995, held in Madrid, concerning the single EU currency named
»Euro®, namely: ,The European Council believes that the name of the single EU cur-
rency has to be the same in all official EU languages bearing in mind the existence
of varied alphabets.” (European Council, Madrid, December 15-16, 1999, Scenario
for the transition to a single European currency, paragraph 2)

It was the Cyrillic alphabet that was going to prevent the introduction of the spelling
of ,eypo“ into the Bulgarian language because the very EU decision concerning the
unity of the term in all languages allows for some differences provided that the relevant
alphabets are different. This also accounts for the fact as to why the Euro-notes have
the ,euro” spelt in Greek (where the alphabet is different from the Latin one), in addition
to the spelling in the Latin alphabet.

The national position had to be first justified and then defended before our European
partners. This was the first challenge facing the Bulgarian diplomacy in the first year
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following the country’s EU accession so we were well aware of the fact that the prestige
of the brand new EU Member State, which had to justify and withstand its own position,
was put to the test. The major key to success in this case was the Bulgarian institutional
unity because it was these institutions that had to defend the Bulgarian position in addi-
tion to the fact that, in relation to the tactics, there had been a proposal that Bulgaria had
to express reservations about signing the Agreement for Stabilization and Association
of Montenegro that was being prepared to be signed on the very same date, October,
15. The reason behind this was the language draft to be agreed upon of the Agreement
where there had already been a proposal that the single EU currency should be spelled
in Cyrillic as ,eypo“. To block the consensus on one issue in return for a decision that
should be satisfactory to another Member State on quite a different issue, is a tactical
Lrick that is sometimes used in the EU decision-making process. In this context, Bulgar-
ia had a bitter experience from 1993 when the entry into force of the commercial provi-
sions of the Bulgarian EU Association Agreement were blocked for 7 months because of
disputes between the Member States over a regulation concerning the trade protection
measures. Notwithstanding the fact that everybody was trying to assure us that this was
only an internal dispute and had nothing to do with the Association Agreement, a couple
of countries did not give their consent before an agreement had been reached on the
disputable regulation.

In this particular context, Bulgaria made good use of its former bitter experience by
transforming this experience into tactics while defending its national position during the
negotiations for the draft Lisbon Treaty. After having received the relevant instructions,
the Bulgarian permanent representative in Coreper expressed Bulgaria's reservations
over signing the Montenegrin Association Agreement. This act was followed by numerous
telephone calls from Podgorica to Sofia on all possible levels — presidential, foreign min-
ister’s, European minister’s, etc. The Bulgarian ambassador to Montenegro was invited
to the Montenegrin Ministry of Foreign Affairs to explain why Bulgaria should suspend
signing of the Agreement. The Bulgarian party kept explaining that the Bulgarian position
had nothing to do with Montenegro whose European integration this country welcomed
and supported but that it had to do with another issue that was essential to this country.
Particularly dramatic were the telephone conversations between the Bulgarian Europe-
an Affairs Minister, Ms. Grancharova and the Montenegrin Foreign Affairs Minister who
rang every hour to inquire whether there had been any new developments because, he
said, he was intending to leave any moment for Luxembourg. He kept underlining the
expectations and the eagerness of his country to have the Association Agreement with
the EU signed as soon as possible. On her part, Ms. Grancharova was trying to assure
him that Bulgaria was going to do everything within its powers to resolve the situation
in a way satisfactory to both countries. The Montenegrin diplomatic demarches from a
much higher political level — the level of the president and of the foreign minister, only
heightened the tension among the Bulgarian diplomatic team working on the national
position in all areas of the negotiations for the draft Lisbon Treaty.

During the week before the meeting scheduled to take place on October, 15-16 in
Luxembourg, we demanded consultations with the Portuguese rotating Council Presiden-
cy, so we left for Brussels. A little prior to the consultations, the Portuguese permanent
representative in Brussels had given an interview concerning the negotiations in which
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he had expressed his reservations about ,the position of a couple of EU Member States
which, having hardly joined the EU, were raising their national flags and hindering the
consensus®.

During the consultations, we presented our arguments which had already been dis-
seminated among the Member States in the form of a non-paper. In addition to the
national identity, we also referred to the information already incorporated into the EU doc-
uments, namely the 1995 conclusions concerning the single EU currency and Bulgaria’s
declaration concerning the Cyrillic alphabet attached to its EU Accession Treaty. As a
result, someone suggested that we would better draw up a declaration for the foreign
ministers’ meeting in which to specify the arguments of the Bulgarian party concerning
the spelling of the EU single currency in the future Lisbon Treaty as a precondition for
Lifting“ our reservations about the Montenegrin EU Accession agreement. The negotia-
tions concerning the text itself were rather difficult because we were seeking a solution
which had to satisfy both the Bulgarian party, as well as the European Central Bank,
without providing conditions for more than one spelling of the single EU currency (bear-
ing in mind the requests of the other three Member States).

The coordination of the draft declaration with the Bulgarian foreign minister was done
by phone. Firstly, the foreign minister edited the text for us in order that we could be sure
that lifting the reservations about the Montenegrin Association Agreement was going to
be paralleled by adopting the Bulgarian arguments concerning the spelling of the single
EU currency. Secondly, we coordinated the edited texts, on the spot, with the Portuguese
Council Presidency and the Legal Service of the Council General Secretariat.

During the October 15 Luxembourg meeting, which was held within the framework
of the Intergovernmental Conference on the draft of the Lisbon Treaty, the individual
ministers declared their countries’ positions on the draft Treaty’s pending issues. As
regards the spelling of the single EU currency, there were well-argumented contributions
made by the Bulgarian foreign minister, as well as by the foreign ministers of Slovenia,
Lithuania, and Latvia. At the end of the discussion, Luis Amado, the Portuguese foreign
minister, after his consultations with the Council General Secretariat’s Legal Service,
summed up the issues that had received the overwhelming majority of the votes of all
those present, and announced that they were going to be incorporated into the future
Lisbon Treaty. On the issue of how the single EU currency was going to be spelled, he
announced that only the Bulgarian arguments had been approved and adopted. After the
end of the meeting, one could feel the disappointment of the Lithuanian and the Latvian
representatives; but there was also a jocular exchange of remarks between Mr. Kalfin
and the Slovenian foreign minister, Dimitrij Rupel, who said he did not know how he was
going to get back to Ljubljana and what explanations he had to give to the President of
the Slovenian National Bank. In return, Mr. Kalfin suggested that they could well use the
Cyrillic alphabet to settle their problem with the spelling of the ,euro®.

All this was followed by a special ceremony where the Bulgarian foreign minister,
along with all other 26 foreign ministers of the EU Member States, signed the Agreement
for Stabilization and Association of Montenegro. This is how Bulgaria kept its promise
that it was going to find a solution to the situation and not injure, in any way, the Mon-
tenegrin interests. Today, Montenegro is already engaged in EU accession negotiations
and Bulgaria has been rendering to the Montenegrins expert assistance.
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A couple of days after the foreign ministers’ meeting of October 18-19, there was an
informal meeting of the heads of state and government which was expected to reach
a consensus on the draft Lisbon Treaty. At this meeting, Bulgaria was represented by
its President and Minister of Foreign Affairs where they received the support of all EU
Member States concerning the spelling of the single EU currency in Cyrillic. The end of
these negotiations was followed by a final formulation of the language versions of all EU
Member States’ official languages. On December 18, 2007, the Bulgarian prime-minis-
ter, along with all other heads of state and government of the EU Member States, signed,
at a festive ceremony held at an old abbey not far from Lisbon, the Lisbon Treaty. This
meeting was followed by intensive work on the preparations for the implementation of the
new arrangements, as well as by expectations that the ratification of the Lisbon Treaty
could be completed and the Treaty itself could enter into force by June, 2009, because
of the forthcoming elections for the new European Parliament.

In late 2012, five years after the negotiation of the Lisbon Treaty, the European
Central Bank issued the first banknotes with the single EU currency spelled in the three
European alphabets — the Latin, the Greek, and the Cyrillic alphabet.

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The Western Balkans have every right to
participate in the debate about the future
of the European Union

Setting the Western Balkans integration as a priority to the forthcoming Bulgarian
Presidency of the Council of the European Union calls for careful consideration of what
precisely has to be done in this area of particular sensitivity. The negotiation of the
agreement between Bulgaria and Macedonia has been a very positive development for
which reason the future Bulgarian Presidency has to put to good use its reverberations
both in the Western Balkan countries, as well as in the EU. It will be only logical, but hardly
sufficient, to convene an informal European Council meeting and invite the Western
Balkans leaders to this meeting in order to reconfirm there the European perspective of
their countries.

Unlike the previous enlargements, the negotiating countries today are not bound by
any accession schedule or particular deadlines. This arouses a feeling of procrastination,
as well as of a lack of impetus to the said countries to carry out the needed reforms.
In the meantime, the evolvement of particular social, economic or political processes
could jeopardize these reforms and can put off indefinitely or cancel altogether the
EU membership of these countries. The efforts made by the EU to ward off any such
processes and to protect the Western Balkan candidate countries against internal
instability are essential, and adequate communication with the citizens of these countries
in respect of the said issues is needed more than ever. All this calls for remodeling
of the diplomatic and geopolitical logic so that they could be brought in line with the
democratic logic of accession. The public attitudes in the EU Member States and the
candidate countries towards the next EU enlargement differ from one country to another
as they are affected by varied economic and geopolitical factors and largely depend on
the people’s awareness of the negotiation process, as well as of the way in which this
process is presented to the people by the national governments and the relevant political
parties. If there is no connection between the political, the social and the economic
prospects, on one hand, and the messages sent, on the other, the dialogue with the
relevant communities cannot be effective.

The EU accession process is chiefly presented in terms of ,opening and closing
negotiation chapters® and the progress made by the individual countries is measured,
first and foremost, by the European Commission regular reports; while, at the same time,
the major objective is to make the relevant countries respond to the observations and
recommendations that have been made in the said reports. The presentation of the EU
membership as a strategic objective and the attainment of this objective — as full-fledged
European integration, usually give rise to false expectations. In actual fact, the people
have to be aware that the EU membership is only an instrument for the attainment of
the genuine objective, i.e. to transform the relevant country into a free, democratic and
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prosperous state, with well-established rule of law. During the Bulgarian pre-accession
period, for example, there were almost no serious political discussions about important
European issues, including the future of Europe. And, all this is bound to create particular
attitudes towards the European Union. The public attitude towards ,Europe as a mentor*
is deeply seated in the minds and souls of the people in the Western Balkan candidate
countries due to the EU admonitory stance towards these countries. The EU instructions
as regards the steps these countries have to take, or the changes that they will have to
effect, have been transforming them into consumers of the goods of a well-developed
economic community rather than into active participants in this process. In addition, the
cultivation in these countries of an attitude of ,wait-and-receive” instructions from the
EU institutions does not encourage them to fully participate in the process of European
integration even after they have already become full-fledged members of the European
Union.

At the same time, we should remember that the pre-accession process in the Western
Balkan candidate countries has been evolving in a different environment. The period in
which the Central and Eastern European countries were acceding to the EU was the
time of hope, of expectations and enthusiasm. And, in this respect, the accession to
the EU per se was a sufficient argument for these countries to carry out the painful
reforms. For the citizens of the Central and Eastern European countries, this was the
time of sacrifice and great difficulties. At the same time, the public opinion in the Balkan
candidate countries in that period was markedly pro-European as the citizens of these
countries could not see any other alternative than the EU membership in order to be
able to strengthen democracy and establish stability and prosperity. In a nutshell, the
expectations were running high. However, after the accession, these expectations were
not met, which is the reason for the justified disappointment of these countries today.
This is equally true of the Western European expectations at the time because the
European Union did not have a clear strategy of how to explain to the people the reasons
for the ,big EU enlargement®. Perhaps it was Margaret Thatcher who in her book entitled
LStatecraft: Strategies for a Changing World“ offered the most precise description of the
period under discussion: the events were occurring with an incredible speed, some new
states arose, and the tempo was so incredulous that the politicians cannot recover their
breath yet.

Today, the Western Balkan countries are negotiating under conditions entirely
different from the ones during the period of the ,big enlargement®. The crisis in the EU
has made the Union less attractive. The difficulties experienced by Greece, the outcome
of the British referendum, and the failure of the EU Neighborhood Policy have changed
the very image of the European Union, along with the way in which it is being perceived
by today’s candidate countries as a space of democracy, shared values, prosperity and
solidarity. The EU differentiated integration in some key areas as a result of the crises
has made the criticism of the lack of transparency and accountability even more severe.
The decisions taken outside the framework of the European institutions have made the
institutional model of the Union even more complicated. The scope of the EU policies that
has gone more extensive and/or even deeper has brought to the fore divergent interests
and multidirectional political will which have affected the ability of the European Union to
maintain its own unity and integration. Currently, the attractiveness of the EU as a space
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of economic prosperity, as a political model, and a membership-promising institution is
already on the wane. There are some other alternatives, with models and values of their
own, but without any requirements or conditions which the candidate countries are not
always in a position to satisfy. The changing context has been generating new priorities.
The necessity to address and deal with a number of pressing and urgent problems
affects both the process of integration, as well as the attitudes of the people. The
accumulation of too much ,enlargement fatigue* in the EU has resulted in the stockpiling
of ,accession fatigue“ in the Western Balkan region.

And yet, one should not deny the fact that, lately, there has been some activation on
the part of the European Union with regard to the Western Balkan countries. However,
the attempts made by the Union to suggest that the EU is open to the Western Balkan
countries (when they are prepared to accede) do not have the expected effect. Even the
numerous EU plans and programs, along with the plans and programs of some individual
Member States (which are undoubtedly of some social and economic significance) will
not be sufficient for the European Union to secure for itself decisive influence in this
unstable European region in order to be able to curb the voracious appetite and the
aggressive interests of some other key players, such as Russia and Turkey. This could
only happen if the European leaders manage to learn their lessons from history and turn
the Western Balkan region into a geopolitical priority of their own. This is the essential
message that the Bulgarian Presidency has to convey to its European partners.

The Bulgarian Presidency is also going to host the most important deliberations about
the future of the European Union. These deliberations are expected to further clarify the
vision of the type of Union that the candidate countries are going to accede to provided
that their European perspective gets reaffirmed. If the Bulgarian Presidency manages
to include this issue in the above mentioned deliberations, this will be considered to be
a genuine contribution to the clarification of the vision of the European future. It is also
going to constitute a clear message that the European Union is going to reform taking into
consideration the opinion of the countries that are going to be its members in a particular
period of time. During the Bulgarian Presidency, there will also be civil conventions held
at the proposal of the French President, Emmanuel Macron. This proposal was openly
supported by the European Commission President, Jean Claude-Juncker, in his annual
speech on the state of the Union. The question is, why shouldn't we make an effort to
hold such conventions in the Western Balkan countries, as well? By reconfirming these
countries’ European perspective, the leaders of the EU Member States could initiate
a fruitful dialogue in which they could familiarize themselves with the opinion of the
Western Balkan leaders about the future of the European Union. In addition, they could
come up with a joint declaration on the issues on which a consensus has been reached.
A possible involvement of the above leaders in the forthcoming discussions of the five
scenarios set out in the White Paper on the future of Europe, of the reflection papers
of the European Commission, of the 6" scenario set out in Mr. Junker’s speech, and
of Emmanuel Macron's Common Road Map for Europe, is going to leave the Western
Balkan countries with the feeling that they have already been fully included in the
process of setting-up the new, reformed European ,home* in which they are going to live
in the future, too. A possible enhancement of the visits of some Bulgarian politicians,
diplomats, academia and NGO representatives, and of renowned members of the newly
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set-up Bulgarian Presidency Advisory Board to the Western Balkan countries, along
with the organization of discussions with the citizens of these countries the results
of which could be summarized and presented in Bulgaria at a possible Balkan Forum
could produce tangible practical results and help overcome the distrust, the scepticism
and the instability in the Balkans. Jean Claude-Juncker has come up with a proposal
that an EU summit should be held in March, 2019, in Sibiu with the mission to make
important decisions concerning the construction of a more unified, much stronger, and
more democratic European Union. The citizens of the Western Balkan countries should
also feel part and parcel of these decisions, as well as of the effort made to renovate
our common future home.

Could the small steps taken result in a “Balkan Miracle”?

The developments in Western Europe in the wake of World War Il were referred to
by some researchers as the ,European Miracle®. This ,miracle” was based on the co-
alescence of some countries that had, until recently, fought each other in a war and the
result of this coalescence had given birth to a couple of ideas, the main one involving
conciliation after the end of the two wars. We should not delude ourselves, however,
that all the contradictions and conflicts were done away with. The change was actually
in the instrument employed to resolve them: a dialogue rather than a war. The oth-
er fundamental ideas included democracy, market economy and solidarity among the
countries participating in the European project. Or, as Jacques Delors used to put it, the
establishment of the European Economic Community derived from the following three
vital needs: peace, economic development and survival. However, a lot of courage was
needed at the time in order to be able to overcome the feelings and the desires of the
people in the victor countries for revenge, to show understanding of the mentality of
the vanquished, and to fight the prejudices that had set in in the course of centuries of
European conflicts. Konrad Adenauer’s concise summary of the situation was as follows:
»1he European unity had been the dream of a handful of people. Then, it had turned into
a hope for a great number of people. And, today, it is a necessity for everybody*.

I am just recalling these well-known facts as they could make us reflect upon the
Western Balkan countries and their European integration. These countries are faced up
with the same necessity to get reconciled, to cooperate, and to build together mutual
trust and confidence. They need the same courage and the same common sense in
order to be able to cope with the contradictions, the prejudices, and the historical her-
itage in this intricate region of Europe. In this context, the closer relations between the
European Union and the Western Balkan countries will be decisive not only for the future
of these countries, but also for the future of Europe. The door to the European Union for
these countries should be kept wide open rather than left on the ajar so that they could
enjoy development and stability and keep on effecting their democratic and economic
reforms. When, however, are they going to avail themselves of this ,open door“ is going
to depend on the level of preparedness of each and every Western Balkan country for
conciliation, for carrying out the so needed reforms, and for ,enduring“ their EU mem-
bership. During this arduous process, the action of the Union should be based on three
main pillars: predictability, trust and confidence, and keeping its own word. This is going
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to involve the imposition of some ,strict but fair“ requirements, as well as the state of
mind that all the participants in this process will be considered to have done their job
completely when the Western Balkan countries have become part and parcel of the
European Union.

It is clear that the above cannot happen overnight or in the foreseeable future;
however, some steps should be made in the meantime, which might seem insignificant
at first glance when compared to the giant task involving the attainment of full-fledged
membership. Anyway, these steps could contribute to the fulfillment of this task. In this
context, the intensification of the educational and cultural relations with the Western
Balkan countries could play an important role in the conciliation process. On the other
hand, the very setting of the Western Balkan countries’ integration as a priority to the
Bulgarian Rotating Presidency of the Council of the EU is going to provide an adequate
answer. You can find below a proposal concerning a possible Bulgarian contribution to
the rapprochement of the Balkan people.

An important precondition for successful EU membership involves the so called
administrative capacity building. Or, to put it differently, the Western Balkan countries
should have, prior to their EU accession, a sufficient number of specialists in a posi-
tion to perform the tasks and bear the responsibilities deriving from this accession. A
piece of scientific research' on specialist training in the area of European integration
concludes that the Western Balkans high schools and the Bulgarian universities have
been maintaining active contacts with some universities in the West, but the cooperation
between themselves, however, has been rather lifeless or missing altogether. It is here
that we have to seek, as well as to make good use of, all available opportunities in order
to be able to further activate these contacts and to establish cooperation, which is going
to be in a position to not only help provide quality education but also to get to know one
another and to contribute to attaining mutual understanding, tolerance and respect in
this difficult region. 2

One such appropriate opportunity, which has not been put to good use yet, can be
found again in the experience of the European coalescence in the wake of World War Il
The College of Europe was set up prior to the establishment of the first European com-
munity, i.e. the European Coal and Steel Community. The idea had arisen at a European
Movement Congress held in The Hague in 1948. And the College of Europe was estab-
lished in 1949 by some renowned European leaders, such as Salvador de Madaragia,
Paul Henri Spaak, Alcide de Gasperi, and Winston Churchill. Some ambitious citizens
and local leaders of the town of Bruges had managed to win over the adherents of the
idea that the College should be situated in Bruges. Later on, in 1993, an affiliate college
was set up in Natolin, Poland, with the support of the European Commission and of the
Polish government. The College of Europe was based upon the idea to provide the young
people from different countries that had been, until recently, in a war against one another
with an opportunity to live and study together. The concept of this model has remained
unchanged until today — 68 years since its introduction, which is an irrefutable proof of
its success. The College of Europe is considered to be one of the most prestigious and

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respected educational institutions which provides training to experts in the area of Eu-
ropean integration not only because it offers modern, in-depth knowledge and practical
skills, high language culture and a wealth of social practice but also because it cultivates
a spirit of empathy and community.

One characteristic feature of this College is that it is a genuine international micro-
cosm. The life of the students in the College of Europe is an important component ele-
ment of the training process. The students live together in a campus and work together
in teams so that they have the opportunity to exchange ideas and experience — both
within the framework of the training process, as well as in their life as students, which
is characterized by cultural diversity. All this helps them to adapt easily in their work,
at a later date, to an international and multicultural environment. The informal students’
discussions of interesting topics, their joint trips, as well as the cultural and the sports
events, contribute largely to the common spirit that can be found in this college — a spirit
of tolerance, of mutual understanding, of accepting the differences, and of long-stand-
ing professional and personal friendships, which is usually referred to as ,the spirit of
Bruges®.

The idea to establish an affiliate college of the College of Europe in Bulgaria is not a
new one. This idea, however, was not put into effect due to the lack of sufficient interest
and involvement on the political level (unlike the situation in Poland). This idea makes
sense and it can become a component element of the ,Balkan Miracle®, meaning that it
will make it possible for the young people of the entire Balkan region to live and study to-
gether irrespective of their ethnicity or family stories. The affiliate college could serve as
a basis not only for the education of young experts who will be in a position to deal with
the challenges facing contemporary Europe; it could also help overcome the prejudices
and the enmity in order to be able to build trust and confidence, as well as to introduce
European values and attitudes. ,The spirit of Sofia“ (or of some other Bulgarian city
prepared to accommodate the affiliate college and the young people from the Balkan
countries) could become part and parcel of the ,Balkan Miracle®, should there be some
Bulgarian politicians or statesmen having the sagacity of the ones who set up, in 1949,
the College of Europe in Bruges. Now, are there any around?

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The digital revolution - a challenge
to the European Union

The serial tides of technological innovation have been radically changing the human
societies and economies and the ongoing digital revolution has the potential to do this
again. Notwithstanding the fact that we are still in the initial phase of transformation, the
next ten years are going to bring about changes that will exceed by far the changes that
have occurred over the past ten centuries. The latest European Commission report on
the progress made in the area of digitalization indicates that about 90% of all jobs require
a minimum level of digital skills.

There is no doubt that the vision of our own future and of the modernization of our
own economy includes the necessity of building a new type of culture — a culture that
recognized the global and irreversible nature of the ,technological revolution, as well as
the potential of this revolution to guarantee a better quality of life for the average Euro-
pean citizens. If we recall Charles Darwin’s theory, we will inevitably remember that it is
neither the strongest, nor the most intelligent species that usually survive but the ones
who can best adapt to the changes. In this historical stage of our development, Dar-
win's theory can be reformulated to read as follows: the societies that can adapt to the
technological changes the fastest are the ones that are going to develop in the future,
too. Today, Europe is at a crossroads and the economic destiny of Europe is going to be
determined by the speed with which it is going to ,embrace” the technological revolution
and to benefit from it.

The EU strategy for building a Digital Single Market (2015) has set as a key prior-
ity a transition towards a digital European economy and the establishment of a digital
single market, as well as towards encouraging investments in the technologies of the
future. The innovations, the investments, and the regulations are the key elements of this
transition. The technologically leading companies are 5 times as productive as all other
companies. Any investments in the development of the digital infrastructure are going to
make the ,fitting to the digital landscape® much easier. Regulation in the digital era dif-
fers from standardization in the industrial one; moreover, this regulation has to be smart,
to be in support of the entrepreneurial ones, to be flexible and as simple as possible.

In the 1980s, Europe made its first steps as a leader of the revolution in the informa-
tion and communication technologies by introducing the GSM devices very fast. On the
other hand, the EU was much slower in adopting the modern technological innovations
than the USA, Japan and China as these countries were very fast in appreciating the
potential of the internet and the digital technologies. Despite being a leader in scientific
research (over 3 billion euro were invested in the R&D digital area only in 2016-2017 un-
der Horizon 2020), Europe is not in a position to transform its own scientific discoveries
into global innovations and commercial products (,Reclaiming Europe’s digital leader-
ship“, EPSC Strategic Notes).

It is a challenge to us to try and recover the EU leading position during the next wave
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of the digital revolution in the area of robotics, the artificial intelligence, and the IoT (in-
ternet of things). With this aim in view, the European leaders have to declare clearly that
Europe is looking at the internet as a possibility for renewed economic growth, rather
than as a threat that has to be constantly kept under control. Europe’s economic capa-
bilities deriving from digitalization are equal to 4 billion euro a day (Accenture Research
.Lead or lose - A vision for Europe’s Digital Future). According to some estimates, if the
European industry gets fully digitalized, it will be able to grow at a rate of 15-20% by
2030. In addition, the search for technological solutions is going to grow exponentially
while the loT forecasts envisage an increase in the number of connected devices from
4.6 billion in 2015 to over 16 billion in 2021. Over the next few years, the loT is going
to turn into a global brain and a global nervous system of the entire planet being in a
position to connect everybody with everything. The Europeans would like to live in an
environment in which their lives will be more secure, more comfortable, more amusing,
and much longer. And Europe is the one that has to ensure this opportunity by providing
the necessary connectivity and by staying competitive and open to the technological
changes; and also by imposing world quality and security standards by means of pre-
paring the transformation of its own industry and providing this industry with quality labor
having skills for the future, rather than from the past.

As a first step towards the restoration of its leading position, Europe will have to fully
avall itself of the free movement of data so that it could complete the construction of the
Digital Single Market by the end of 2018. There is no doubt that the quick introduction of
a single regulatory framework will be critical for the success of the EU digital economy
as the very existence of 27 national markets and 27 regulatory regimes is an impediment
to the new businesses. A single digital space should be built in which the people, in
addition to travelling free, will be able to freely exchange data and (non-personal) infor-
mation; and also to use uniform e-identification and universal public services irrespective
of which country they are in at the particular moment.

At the same time, the EU Member States have to introduce in the digital era, as fast
as possible, e-management of the public sector that is going to improve the services
provided to the citizens and the businesses, to cut down the costs, and to encourage
innovation. The preliminary estimates indicate that the construction of the Digital Single
Market could bring about a 15-20% reduction in the administrative burden while another
piece of research also shows that the free movement of data could reduce the mainte-
nance cost of the public administration by some 1-7 billion euro by the year 2020.

The new technologies, along with the online platforms, empower the people in an un-
precedented manner; they democratize the public opinion and forcibly make the public
governance more transparent. At the same time, however, they are also in a position
to make the division of society more prominent and can easily turn into megaphone
disseminating false news and unverified facts. The largest social media, Facebook, has
officially admitted that, in the period prior to, and after the latest American presidential
elections, the Russian propaganda had managed to reach 146 million Facebook users
which accounted for 40% of the entire American population.

In order to ensure the trust and confidence of the people, as well as to guarantee
their security and free access to the internet, we will have to make Europe a leader in
cyber-security by 2025. This calls for a common approach to cyber-security, for a com-
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mon cyber-space, and for a common cyber-security market. The digital transformation
can really happen only if the people and the businesses feel safe and secure because
any cyber-risk is going to discourage investment in digitalization.

The most serious change, however, is going to involve transition to Industry 4.0 and
Society 5.0, which is going to have consequences for the world labor market as a result
of switching to robot installations — both in the traditional industries, as well as in the
services sphere. Even the most conservative estimates suggest that there will be a rad-
ical change in the labor markets over the next couple of years: 9% of the current jobs
are running the risk of disappearing as they will be substituted by robots, while another
25% are going to be changed completely because half of the labor activities will be
automated. All this calls for urgent investment that could help develop the digital skills
of the Europeans. The Grand Coalition for Digital Skills and Jobs is only an example of
what the institutions, the businesses and the NGOs can do; therefore, they should get
united in order to be able to respond to the digital skill challenges on the labor market.

In the context of the new technological tendencies, the EU Digital Summit, held on
September 29, 2017, in Tallinn, asserted that when discussing the future of the European
economy and the European communities, the EU should readily adopt the so called
Ldisruptive innovations and technologies®. Or, as Henry Ford used to say, ,If | had asked
the people what they want, they would have said they wanted only faster horses®. The
EU needs to set up skilled ecosystems for disruptive innovations and high technologies
which are going to be in support of the European strategic autonomy. So, we will have to
seek and find the solutions that are going to skillfully strike a balance between the risks
and the opportunities.

The message sent by the Tallinn summit implied the need to urgently take steps to
build a digital Europe both as regards the opportunities, as well as the challenges of the
digital transformation.

In its conclusions of October 19-20, 2017, the European Council specified the guide-
lines for success: a digitalized public sector (including e-governance and the use of new
technologies) for the transformation of societies and in support of the four freedoms on
the single market; a forward oriented regulatory framework (including: completing the
Digital Single Market by the end of 2018 — enacting geo-blocking and audio-visual media
services legislation and reaching a common approach to the free movement of data and
the electronic communication code); building a first-class infrastructure and communi-
cation network (including for the purpose of introducing a world-level optic connection
and a 5G network); a common approach to cyber-security; establishing educational and
training systems suitable for the digital era; investments in support of some new forms
of entrepreneurship for the purpose of assisting the digital transformation of industries;
openness to the new tendencies; artificial intelligence or block technological networks,
data protection, digital rights and ethical standards; modernization of the tax system to
suit the needs of the digital epoch.

The Trio presiding over the Council of the EU in the period 2017-2018 (Estonia-Bul-
garia-Austria) has the historical task to complete the Digital Single Market, or at least to
make it irreversible. Quite expectedly, Estonia has raised this topic ,to a very high level
within the framework of its Council Presidency. Bulgaria is going to take the relay from
this high place and will quite conscientiously prioritize the digital topic as the taste for
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new technological solutions has been deeply rooted in the Bulgarian consciousness
in the course of centuries. Very few people are aware of the fact that John Atanassov,
the inventor of the first computer in the 1930s, was born into a Bulgarian family that
immigrated into the United States in the late 19" century. This long-standing tradition
has taken different forms in the varied historical periods. Under communism and, in the
framework of the Warsaw Pact specialization, Bulgaria was granted the exclusive right
to produce computers that helped raise a whole school of Bulgarian engineers and
software specialists. Today, Sofia has every right to claim to be the digital capital of the
Balkans, with one of the fastest internet speeds in the urban districts, with a well-estab-
lished start-up community and entrepreneurial culture. Bulgaria is also the country com-
ing up with technical solutions that are among the most welcome ones by the European
users, including the introduction of a uniform GSM charger and the provision of WiFi
access at all public places in the European Union. It is no surprise that the current Bul-
garian EU commissioner was specially entrusted with the digital economy and the digital
society issues and she has already come up with clearly focused priorities in this sphere.

These priorities were discussed by the first Digital UnConference Sofia 1.0 that was
held at the Sofia Tech Park on October 26, 2017, and was attended by the Bulgarian
EU commissioner, Bulgarian government ministers and politicians, and representatives
of the entire technological spectrum, such as Cisco, Telelink, Google, Mastercard, Mi-
crosoft, Dell EMC, IBM. Two European associations, namely ETNO and GSMA, also
participated in the conference. The participants in the UnConference coalesced around
the assertion that a lot has been said in the EU about a two- or a more-speed Europe but
little has been said about the division, from a technological perspective, that runs the risk
of setting apart a peculiar ,digital Schengen®. The proceedings of the individual UnCon-
ference panel discussions are going to be submitted to the Bulgarian EU Commissioner
and the Bulgarian Presidency of the Council of the EU so that we could move forward
together without trying to find any excuses to be left behind in the analogue world.

All this has to be put to good use and to be transformed into a good basis for, and
an asset to, the European Union, the Council Presidency Trio — Estonia-Bulgaria-Austria,
and the EU citizens.

1. Introduction

In his annual address on the state of the Union delivered before the European
Parliament on September 13, 2017, the European Commission President, Jean-Claude
Juncker, called for a proper use of the momentum, meaning the growth in the European
economy and the reduction in the unemployment rate in order to be able to catch the
wind in Europe’s sails. The sailing in this case symbolises the reforms that the European
Union will have to carry out in order that it could be more prepared for the next storm
(meaning an economic, migratory or any other kind of crisis).

When the European Commission published its White Paper on the future of Europe
in early March, 2017, the majority of analysers presumed that the EU was hardly going
to follow any of the five scenarios that had been set out for discussion in this paper.
The White Paper itself indicates that these scenarios are open up and that it is possible
for the European Union to continue to develop on the basis of a combination of the
characteristic features of two or more scenarios. The question, however, is: Which is the
6™ scenario that might be used for the future development of the EU and of the Eurozone
(i.e. the zone of the single European currency). However, in his address on the state
of the Union, delivered in September, 2017, Mr. Juncker presented a 6™ scenario which
was much more detailed about the Eurozone, as well as much more ambitious than the
positions of a number of EU member-states.

The critics of the current European Commission President are numerous. Some of
these critics define him as being too much of a federalist while others criticise him for his
ideas, which ideas, they claim, are sometimes unrealistic and not always in conformity
with the interests of the EU member-states. Still others refer to Jean-Claude Juncker
as being a dreamer. However, it might be that, at this particular moment, the European
Union does need a dreamer who fears neither sailing nor challenges because the
changes that have to be tackled are essential, including changes in the Eurozone and in
the Economic and Monetary Union.

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This analysis is going to present some of the main ideas for reforming the Economic
and Monetary Union and the Eurozone but it will first focus on the highlights of Mr.
Juncker’s annual address on the state of the Union of September, 2017. Afterwards, we
are going to make a brief analysis of the ,Reflection Paper on Deepening the Economic
and Monetary Union“ that was published by the European Commission several months
earlier. We will also set out some specific ideas for completing the Banking Union and,
eventually, we are going to present the idea of the European Commission to publish, in
December, 2017, a package of legislative proposals for completing the EU Economic
and Monetary Union. All this is going to make it much easier for us to outline the actual
6™ Eurozone scenario which the European institutions and the EU member-states have
been trying to formulate.

2. The ideas for reforming the Eurozone set
out in the address of the European Commission President

In his annual address on the state of the Union, delivered before the European
Parliament on September 13, 2017, the European Commission President defended his
thesis about the way in which the EU Economic and Monetary Union and the Eurozone
(the zone of the single European currency) have to be reformed.?

Perhaps Mr. Juncker's most well-grounded argument in defending his thesis about
the Eurozone was his assertion that the Euro should be not only the currency of a couple
of EU member-states but it has to be the single currency of the entire European Union.
The European Commission President left no doubt about his assertions by declaring
clearly that the Euro has to unite rather than to divide the European continent for which
reason it has to be the currency of more than one particular group of countries. Mr.
Juncker also recalled the fact that the Euro had been designed as a single currency
for the entire European Union. He also underlined that all EU member-states, with the
exception of two, are required to adopt the single European currency. There are no
deadlines here, of course, but the non-Eurozone countries have to be prepared to satisfy
the relevant criteria.

If we add to the above the names of the two countries that are not explicitly required
to adopt the single currency (meaning that there is an ,opt-out® provision for these
countries according to which they are derogated from such obligation), the picture will
become much clearer. One of these countries is Denmark which, in actual fact, is among
the most integrated countries into the Eurozone — both from the viewpoint of the real
economy, as well as of the country’s financial markets. Moreover, Denmark is the only
state that has been, since 1999, member of the European Exchange Rate Mechanism
(ERM) (which is wrongly referred to as being ,the waiting room to the Eurozone®), with
fluctuations of its national currency versus the Euro of +/-2.25%, which is much lower
than the maximum range of +/-15% allowed by the said mechanism.

United Kingdom is the second country with an ,opt-out” provision and is currently
the second largest economy in the EU. The United Kingdom, however, has opted
for withdrawal from the European Union. Moreover, there is still another important

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circumstance here, meaning that after the British withdrawal from the EU the remaining
8 countries that are not currently Eurozone members (Denmark included) are going
to account for only 15% of the GDP of the EU27. And, if we really would like to have a
single European currency, the economies and the financial markets of these 8 countries
should accede to the Eurozone as soon as possible.

,AS soon as possible“, however, does not mean ,in the course of the next one or
two years®. Because this is not going to be legally, economically or technically feasible.
However, it will be quite realistic to expect that the rest of the non-Eurozone states could
prepare for membership prior to the beginning of the multiannual financial framework
that will most probably cover the period 2028-2034. This will be very important in the
event that the Eurozone budget plans become to be gradually implemented and also
that Mr. Juncker’s idea is embraced because, according to this idea, this budget should
not be a separate one; it has to constitute a significant budget line from the common
budget of the EU. The latter idea is among the rather revolutionary ideas of Mr. Juncker
as regards the Eurozone. It is true that there have been, in the public space, a lot of
ideas for the Eurozone budget for a number of years. Most politicians and analysers,
however, have been imagining a separate budget, with different rules and mechanisms
of its own, and designed only in respect of the Eurozone countries. These politicians
and analysers have even imagined a Eurozone with revenues of its own, different from
the ones of the EU budget which have existed for so many years. At the same time, a
Eurozone budget as an integral part of the common European budget has been on the
agenda very seldom — let alone, suggested by the leaders of EU institutions or by the
President of the European Commission.

Against the background of these principal ideas stipulated in Mr. Juncker’s address,
it is not surprising that Jean-Claude Juncker himself appealed to all EU member-states
to join the Banking Union as soon as possible. The Single Supervisory Mechanism
(SSM) is the main element of the Banking Union. This element introduces a leading
role to the European Central Bank as regards the supervision of the banks within the
framework of this Union. The Eurozone states are obligated to participate in the Banking
Union; for the non-Eurozone states, however, this is only an opportunity but no one of
the states that have not adopted the Euro yet has availed itself of this opportunity. There
are numerous reasons here but, at the same time, it is curious that the country with the
,opt-out® provision to accede to the Eurozone — Denmark, has carried out an in-depth
analysis of the opportunity to first join the Banking Union prior to possibly adopting the
Euro.

Jean-Claude Juncker’s appeal to all EU member-states to join the Banking Union is
only logical and Mr. Juncker himself gave one of the main reasons for that: the banks
in the EU have not only to operate in line with uniform and harmonised rules but they
have also to be supervised by a single EU supervising authority. In addition, we should
not forget the fact that the EU Banking Union was set up precisely for the purpose that
the banks operating within the entire EU single market should be subject to uniform
supervision. But, due to the UK resistance to become part and parcel of this union, it
was designed as mandatory only for the Eurozone states, with an option for the rest to
be able to join. Today, the arguments in favor of the division between the states, which
are subject or not to single supervision by the European Central bank, have been on
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the wane. This, in turn, has been making less acceptable the assertion that the division
between the countries that have adopted the single European currency or not should
continue.

One of the few financial topics that Jean-Claude Juncker left out, without suggesting
any new ideas, involves the need for a balance to be sought between the measures
aimed at reducing the risk in the banking sector, on one hand, and the ones introducing
some more cooperative sharing of the said risks within the Banking Union. This could
happen if we adopt the European Commission’s proposal for setting up a European
Deposit Guarantee Scheme. The introduction of a guarantee scheme of this kind across
the Banking Union is only logical; however, some EU member-states are not prepared
to participate yet unless the risks in the banking sector are reduced sufficiently as they
are still fairly high.

The real surprise in Jean-Claude Juncker’s 6™ Eurozone-related scenario, which has
not been discussed officially by any EU institution representative on such a high level,
involves Mr. Juncker’s proposal that a pre-accession instrument should be introduced in
the EU for the purpose of preparing the future Eurozone members. Thus far, the EU has
been using pre-accession instruments of this kind only in respect of the EU candidate
countries. Mr. Juncker has suggested that the Eurozone pre-accession instrument should
be used with respect to the EU member-states wishing to adopt the Euro, by providing to
these countries not only technical assistance, but financial assistance, as well.

The rest of Jean-Claude Juncker’s ideas set out in his address have already been
discussed to one degree or another in the public European space. These include:
the establishment of a European Monetary Fund for the purpose of taking over and
extending the functions of the current European Stability Mechanism; the introduction of
a Minister of Economy and Finance’s position, which should be assumed by a European
Commission Vice-President and should be held parallel to the position of a Eurogroup
president; the necessity that this minister should be accountable to the European
Parliament; as well as a couple of other ideas which have already been discussed in the
European public space. Mr. Juncker’s address, however, brought all these ideas to the
fore as possible future measures that need to be taken in this area.

In his address on the state of the Union, Jean-Claude Juncker not only opposed the
idea of an independent budget for the Eurozone but he was also stood against the idea
of an independent Eurozone parliament. He kept arguing that the European Parliament
is the one that has to deal with the Euro and also that there is no need to set up parallel
institutions.

In a nutshell and, in relation to the Eurozone, the European Commission President
defended his thesis that the entire European Union needs a uniform Euro which should
be based on the current EU budget and institutions, provided that this budget and these
institutions get reformed. The ideas for the further development of the Eurozone, set
out in Mr. Juncker’s address, surpassed by far the ones set out in the White Paper’s 5"
scenario: ,Together, we can do more®. It is in this way that Mr. Juncker distanced himself
largely from the idea of ,a two-speed Europe®. These are ,the two speeds” in respect of
which today’s dividing line in the EU seems to be quite naturally personified by the single
European currency. In addition, there is something about which Jean-Claude Juncker
is absolutely right: that the Euro should, first and foremost, unite, rather than divide us.
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3. The Reflection Paper on the Economic and Monetary Union

Yet, most of the ideas and theses set out in the annual address of the European
Commission President on the state of the Union of September, 2017, are not new ones.
And, irrespective of the fact that there had been no such determination over the past
years to unite all EU member-states in the framework of the Eurozone, expressed
so categorically by a leader of a EU institution, most of the particular steps aimed at
completing the EU Economic and Monetary Union had already been suggested and some
of these had already been put into effect to one extent or another. Before concentrating,
however, on the particular content of the European Commission’s ,Reflection Paper on
Deepening the Economic and Monetary Union“ of May, 2017°, we will make here a brief
presentation of some documents preceding this paper that had mapped out the strategic
measures for this union to reform.

The first documents related to the Economic and Monetary Union that have already
been published include the reports written in the mid and late 2012 under the authority
of the President of the European Council. The last of these three reports was published
in December, 2012, and has been referred to as ,the report of the four presidents®. This
report had been drawn up and published under the guidance of the former President
of the European Council - Herman Van Rompuy, in coordination with the European
Commission President, the President of the Eurogroup, and the President of the European
Central Bank.*

The four presidents’ report sets out the measures that had to be introduced within
the shortest possible term for the purpose of completing EU Economic and Monetary
Union. This report envisaged three stages of work, the third one including the measures
that had to be taken after 2014. According to this report, the measures taken during the
individual stages had to concentrate on the following four main areas:

- the attainment of an integrated financial framework in which the measures had
to be mainly concentrated on the banking sector;

- the introduction of an integrated budget framework including enforcement of
the fiscal discipline rules that had been adopted at a previous stage;

- formulation of an economic policy integrated framework for the purpose of
contributing to the more effective implementation of the European Central Bank
uniform monetary policy;

- guaranteeing democratic legitimacy and accountability of the decisions that
have been made and implemented in the framework of the Economic and Monetary
Union.

Another report was published in June, 2015, for the purpose of enhancing the debate
and of designing a road map for completing the Economic and Monetary Union. Unlike

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the four presidents’ report, this report had been drawn up under the authority of the
President of the European Commission. It is commonly known by the name of ,the five
presidents’ report” as, in the course of writing out this report, the European Commission
President was joined by the European Council President, the Eurogroup President, and
the President of the European Central Bank. And, it had been for the first time that the
group of the four presidents was joined by the President of the European Parliament —
the institution representing the European citizens and being most close to these citizens
and their interests.®

The five presidents’ report of June, 2015, had some new elements when compared
to the report of the four presidents of December, 2012. These new elements, however,
cannot be defined as novelties per se as most of them had been previously debated as
possible options for the future development of the Economic and Monetary Union of the
EU. There was a suggestion in the five presidents’ report that four additional, new unions
had to be attached to the Economic and Monetary Union so that its framework could be
made more precise and, eventually, completed. This suggestion could be rendered more
specific as follows:

- the establishment of a financial union; as the five presidents’ report had
focused its attention not only on the completion of the Banking Union but also on the
establishment of a stronger and much more integrated capital markets union;

- the establishment of an economic union for the purpose of ensuring cohesion,
prosperity and social inclusion;

- the establishment of a fiscal union for the purpose of providing a framework for
prudent and integrated fiscal policies;

- the introduction of new measures for the establishment of a political union;
accentuating, in the initial period, again, on the improvement of democratic
accountability and legitimacy, as well as on ensuring institutional strengthening within
the Economic and Monetary Union.

According to the five presidents’ report, the Economic and Monetary Union had to be
completed in three stages. The first one, also referred to as the ,deepening by action®
stage, was supposed to cover the period between July, 2015, and June, 2017, and
provided for the implementation of all measures not requiring any amendments to the
Treaties. The second stage, referred to as ,completing the Economic and Monetary
Union“ was envisaged for the period after June, 2017, and had to secure the negotiation
of particular comprehensive measures; and the third (the last) stage had to be completed
by 2025 at the latest.

As early as June, 2015, the five presidents’ report had stipulated that the transition
from the first to the second stage of completing the Economic and Monetary Union had
to be done on the basis of a White Paper, which was expected to be published by the
European Commission in the spring of 2017. This White Paper had to make an evaluation
of the progress made during the first stage and had also to outline the consecutive steps
needed for deepening and completing the Economic and Monetary Union.

The European Commission published its ,White Paper on the future of Europe”in late
March, 2017. This first document was followed by the ,Reflection Paper on Deepening

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the Economic and Monetary Union®, which had been expected to be published by the
Commission as it was supposed to set out the measures for reforming the Economic
and Monetary Union. These measures had to be carried out by the end of 2025. It is
not surprising in this context that the May, 2017, reflection paper did not contain any
innovative, let alone revolutionary, ideas for completing the EU Economic and Monetary
Union.

Nevertheless, there are still some novelties in the European Commission’ reflection
paper of May, 2017. Among these, worth mentioning are the following instances of the
debate about completing the Economic and Monetary Union:

- When compared to the previous strategic reports and road maps designed
for completing the Economic and Monetary Union, the ,reflection paper” turned out
to be a more understandable and accessible document for the wider audiences. It
explicated in a visible and accessible manner, including by means of graphs and
figures, how far the deepening of the Economic and Monetary Union had gone and
what was expected in the future. It also followed the European Commission’s more
understandable approach which the Commission usually uses when it introduces the
discussion topics about the EU future within the framework of the debate about the
White Paper of March, 2017.

- Putting together in a single chapter the measures that had to be taken for the
purpose of building a more integrated economic and fiscal union. These measures
had been specified in two chapters in the previous documents. However, bearing in
mind the consistency of action that is required in the process of establishing both an
economic, as well as a fiscal union, it is much more logical to put these measures
together in a single chapter. This is going to make the strategic action needed for
completing the Economic and Monetary Union in this particular area much clearer
and much more consistent.

- Reaffirming the idea for the establishment of a single European capital markets
supervisory authority. This idea had appeared first, in an unambiguous state, in the
five presidents’ report but it had been mentioned only once, in a single sentence,
in the June, 2015 document. However, the reflection paper of May, 2017, further
affirmed and justifies this idea.

- Developing and using, on the financial markets, sovereign bond-backed
securities, which are supposed to be issued by the individual member-states. The
idea is that this had to be a debt instrument issued by private financial institutions
rather than a common public (government) debt instrument in the Eurozone
(meaning Eurozone bonds). Such market instruments are expected to encourage
the private sector to share the risk, which, in turn, was going to further diversify the
balance sheets of the banks. They were also expected to additionally reduce the
commitment of the local banks to the relevant ,countries of origin“ (home countries,
i.e. the countries that had issued the licenses of the local banking institutions). Using
sovereign bond-backed securities is still being evaluated as an instrument in respect
of the potential efficiency of them.

- A clearer formulation of the proposal related to the issuance of the so called
,european safe asset”. Unlike the securities, which are backed up by government
bonds, the idea here is that this ,European safe asset” should serve as a new debt-
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issuing financial instrument of the Eurozone. This was not for the first time that the
European Commission has proposed, in discussion documents, the introduction of
Eurobonds in the Eurozone in one form or another. Regardless of the fact that the
Reflection Paper of May, 2017, refers directly to, and makes a comparison with, the
United States’ government securities, it is not very clear about the criteria and the
conditions needed for the issuance of the ,European safe asset‘. The Commission’s
idea, however, seems to be to put this topic on the agenda and arouse more heated
debates.

- A more detailed formulation of the ideas related to the ,macroeconomic
stabilisation function®. Just like the ,European safe asset® whose purpose is to
disguise some terms that are not popular with the Eurosceptics (e.g. the Eurobonds),
the ,macroeconomic stabilisation function in the framework of the Economic and
Monetary Union should be interpreted as being equivalent to the notion of ,a common
Eurozone budget®. The ,Reflection Paper on Deepening the Economic and Monetary
Union“ of May, 2017, admits that a possible debate about a ,common Eurozone
budget” is still to come. It also provides for reflection some other, much weaker
integration opportunities, for the purpose of securing the Eurozone fiscal capacity,
including by means of introducing: a European Investment Protection Scheme, a
European Unemployment Benefit Reinsurance Scheme, and an almost poetic ,Rainy
Day Fund®. The need for the introduction of a future common Eurozone budget has
been also stipulated in the European Commission’s Reflection Paper but the idea
itself has not been substantiated sufficiently.

- A more precise proposal for the establishment of a European Monetary Fund.
As indicated by the European Commission in its ,Reflection Paper on Deepening the
Economic and Monetary Union“ of May, 2017, such European Monetary Fund should
be based on the current European Stability Mechanism which was established for
the purpose of providing financial assistance to the Eurozone member-states, which
are in a crisis situation or are endangered by serious pending financial problems.

« A clearer formulation of the idea for the establishment of a Eurozone Financial
Office. The Reflection Paper explicates that a financial office of this kind (i.e. a
financial ministry) could be placed under the control of the EU Minister of Finance
who could be simultaneously Eurogroup President or President of the Economic
and Financial Affairs Council (ECOFIN). Such a Financial Office could be also set
up, as a special format, within the Council of the European Union, with particular
responsibility for the Eurozone (to date, the Eurogroup has been convening only
informally for which reasons its decisions have not been legally binding). There has
also been an idea to entirely change the decision-making process in the Eurozone.
A possible Eurozone Financial Office could have responsibilities both as regards the
current European Stability Mechanism, as well as in respect of the implementation
of the European Monetary Fund (provided that such a fund is really set up); of the
European safe asset that are expected to be issued; or of a possible introduction
and implementation of the macroeconomic stability function (budget) within the
Eurozone.

- The formulation of some other ideas, including tying down the allocation of funds
by the European structural and investment funds (or by some parts of these funds)
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with the progress made by the relevant reforms that are intended to foster cohesion;

the introduction of mandatory cohesion standards whose implementation should

be monitored within the European Semester; the provision of more comprehensive
technical assistance by the EU for the purpose of cohesion capacity building among
the member-states, etc.

Unlike the measures indicated above, the European Commission’s Reflection Paper
of May, 2017, contains very few ,novelties®, and even less revolutionary or innovative
ideas, in the area of completing the Banking Union and implementing the European
Semester, as well as for the attainment of better democratic accountability in the
Economic and Monetary Union.

However, if we take a more careful look at the details, we will see that the European
Commission’s Reflection Paper also offers a lot of new ideas. The Commission has
made an attempt to carry out the next stage of development of the EU Economic and
Monetary Union by rendering more specific the most delicate issues related to the future
development of this Union, such as the issuance of a common debt and the introduction
of a common Eurozone budget.

The ,Reflection Paper on Deepening the Economic and Monetary Union“ is, in fact,
a reflection on three brand new conceptual topics in the debate about completing this
Union, which were non-existent in the previous documents on the development of the
Eurozone. These essential novelties in the institutional, legal and strategic framework
of the discussion about completing the Economic and Monetary Union are bound to
change not only the orientation of this debate but also the architecture of the Eurozone,
together with its concurrent policies.

Firstly, the Reflection Paper was written in a period in which the economic and
financial crisis was believed to have been largely overcome, or at least we hoped that
it had been overcome. Over the past couple of years, there has been a rapid or not
so rapid economic growth in all EU member-states. The first measures to counteract
the crisis or to ward off crises of similar depth in the future have already been carried
out; these measures were primarily taken in the Eurozone and some of them were
implemented in the non-Eurozone states. Five years have passed since the publication
of the first documents concerning the development of the Economic and Monetary Union
and the initial effect of some actions taken is already visible. These actions involve: the
introduction of a Single Supervisory Mechanism in the Banking Union; the improvement
of coordination between the economic and fiscal policies within the European Semester;
the action taken to identify, at an early stage, the macroeconomic imbalances; the setting
up and the operation of the European Stability Mechanism, etc. It is, of course, a bit too
early to analyze these precisely in order to be able to say to what extent all these actions
have been up to expectations. What matters here, however, is that while arranging the
puzzle for completing the Economic and Monetary Union, we can already notice the first
details of the general picture.

Secondly, it was for the first time that the debate about completing the Economic and
Monetary Union was integrated on more than one level with all other strategic initiatives
and measures related to the comprehensive debate about the future of Europe and of
the European Union. The ,Reflection Paper on deepening the Economic and Monetary
Union“ is not only directly connected with the ,White Paper on the Future of Europe” of
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March, 2017, but also with the other four European Commission’s reflection papers that
have to do with this debate, namely: the social dimension of European development,
the globalisation challenges that Europe is faced up with, the development of the EU
defense policy, and, last but not least, the future of the EU finances and the EU budget.
The reflection paper related to the Economic and Monetary Union makes references
to most of these documents and binds the discussion about the development of the
Eurozone with the debates about the social dimension and the future of the EU finances,
t00.

Thirdly, this was the first strategic document related to the development of the
Economic and Monetary Union after the decision of the United Kingdom to withdraw
from the European Union. At first glance, this withdrawal should not be of such great
significance to the Eurozone because the UK is not a member of the single European
currency zone. Yet, this might turn out to be the most important one of the three
Lhovelties” related to the development of the Economic and Monetary Union. Because,
as we have already pointed out above, after the UK withdrawal from the EU, the eight EU
member-states outside the Eurozone are expected to account for only 15% of the EU27
GDP (i.e. of the size of the EU economy). The very fact that, after the British withdrawal,
85% of the GDP is going to be accounted for by the Eurozone states is going to make the
~common decision-making weight“ of these countries largely disproportionate, including
as regards the common policies and the common market of the EU27.

All this should make the countries that have not adopted the Euro yet, such as
Bulgaria, to not only give this fact a lot of thinking but also to take decisive action in
relation to their preparation for Eurozone membership. Moreover, the debate about
deepening the Economic and Monetary Union has been going in parallel with the
discussion about the possibility for the European Union to continue to develop at two
or more speeds. It is also fairly obvious that the EU member-states, which are also
Eurozone-members, are going to maintain a faster speed of development. This makes
the need for the non-Eurozone countries to adopt the single European currency even
more pressing and urgent.

4, Development of the ideas for completing the EU Banking Union

The European Commission’s ,Reflection Paper on deepening the Economic and
Monetary Union® of May, 2017, has not been the last strategic document in this area. In
the month of October, 2017, the European Commission published a new ,Communication
on completing the Banking Union® for the purpose of building upon the documents that
had been previously published and the steps that had already been made.’

Bearing in mind the fact that this communication of the Commission was published a
couple of weeks after President Jean-Claude Juncker’s ,State of the Union Address* given

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before the European Parliament, the Commission had focused in this communication on
the prospects for the EU member-states that have not joined the Banking Union yet, to
do so. The eight non-Euro member-states have equal prospects; however, without the
United Kingdom as the UK withdrawal process from the EU has already begun. The
said countries can join the Banking Union even before they have become Eurozone
members provided that they reach an agreement with the European Central Bank on the
mechanism of the so called ,close cooperation“ with this bank. This part of the report
also makes a mention of Bulgaria - it welcomes the discussions that are being held in
Denmark, Sweden and Bulgaria about the opportunities for these countries to join the
Banking Union.

The European Commission’s communication specifies the measures that have been
carried out, thus far, in the area of the Banking Union underlining, at the same time, the
next action that has to be taken so that this Union could be entirely completed. Some
of these additional actions have already begun while the rest are still being analyzed or
structured in a better manner.

The further reduction of the risks in all EU member-states’ banking sectors is
among the essential measures needed for completing the Banking Union. Therefore,
the European Commission published, in November, 2016, a package of five legislative
proposals in this area. This package of measures should be adopted by the Council of
the European Union and the European Parliament as soon as possible, in 2018.

Another measure involves building of the Banking Union last pillar, i.e. the European
Deposit Guarantee Scheme. The legislative proposal for the introduction of a uniform
scheme in the Banking Union of the EU was published by the European Commission
at the fall of 2015; however, no much progress was made in this respect by the fall of
2017. And, in order to break the impasse which the relevant negotiations had reached,
the European Commission has prepared some amendments to this proposal which
are expected to reflect better the interests and the views of the EU member-states.
Firstly, the Commission suggests that the European Deposit Guarantee Scheme should
provide to the banks in difficulty, during the first phase of its introduction, only liquidity
support (which constitutes, in effect, a loan that the banking sectors will have to repay)
and should refrain from covering the losses incurred by the relevant banks. During the
second phase of the introduction of this scheme, the losses incurred by the banks in
difficulty could be covered, step by step, only partially, and in conformity with particular
conditions that are going to be set in advance and after the reduction of the risks in the
banking system.

The introduction of a protective mechanism (a backstop) for the Banking Union’s
Single Resolution Fund is yet another measure specified in the latest European
Commission’s communication about completing the Banking Union. The idea is as
follows: if, in the future, the Single Resolution Fund, whose idea is to render support the
restructuring of the banking institutions in the Banking Union, falls short of money, there
should be a procedure, and a mechanism that should provide the necessary funds for
the purpose. Currently, the idea is that this backstop should constitute a credit line for
the Single Resolution Fund and this credit line should be granted, as necessary, by the
European Stability Mechanism or by the future European Monetary fund.

The introduction of a package of measures for the purpose of further reducing
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the number of non-performing loans in the EU banking system is, in fact, yet another
group of steps that was prescribed, on an EU level, in the latest EC ,Communication on
completing the Banking Union“. The majority of these measures, however, have to be
carried out on a national level as the problems in this area are specific in respect of the
banking systems of the individual EU member-states. However, some common measures
on an EU level are also needed in order to reduce the number of non-performing loans
which, in turn, constitutes a risk to the banking sector of the EU. The EC communication
also sets out the common supranational measures that have to be carried out on a
European level.

The EC ,Communication on completing the Banking Union® specifies some other
measures that have to be taken in the EU over the next couple of years. These measures
are going to both help complete the Banking Union and further strengthen the stability
of this Union.

5. A new European Commission’ package
in the area of the Economic and Monetary Union

In order to understand better the plans of the European Commission related to
the implementation of the 6" (the real one) scenario for deepening the Eurozone and
completing the EU Economic and Monetary Union, it is also necessary to analyse the
package of legislative proposals and additional documents which the Commission
published on 6 December 2017.

On 6th of December 2017 the Commission settled a Roadmap for deepening Europe’s
Economic and Monetary Union. The Roadmap includes concrete steps to be taken
over the next 18 months. As pointed out by the Commission a number of initiatives are
presented as part of this package and the overall aim is to enhance the unity, efficiency
and democratic accountability of Europe’s Economic and Monetary Union by 2025.

In addition to the Roadmap the package includes for initiatives:

- A proposal to establish a European Monetary Fund, anchored within the EU's
legal framework and built on the well-established structure of the European Stability
Mechanism.

- A proposal to integrate the substance of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination
and Governance into the Union legal framework, taking into account the appropriate
flexibility built into the Stability and Growth Pact.

« A Communication on new budgetary instruments for a stable euro area within
the Union framework setting out a vision of how certain budgetary functions essential
for the euro area and the EU as a whole can be developed within the framework of
the EU's public finances.

« A Communication spelling out the possible functions of a European Minister of
Economy and Finance who could serve as Vice-President of the Commission and
chair the Eurogroup.

In actual fact, it is possible that the 6" European Commission’s scenario could be very
similar to the 5™ one specified in the ,White Paper on the Future of Europe“ of March,
2017. According to this scenario entitled ,Together, we can do more®, an economic, a
financial, and a fiscal union have to be set up, as provided for in the paper of the five

presidents of the EU institutions of June, 2015.8 As we have already pointed out above,
this report stipulates the way in which these unions should be largely completed by
2025; they will have to supplement the current monetary union; and they will have to
contribute to the establishment of a more comprehensive political union between the EU
member-states and the Eurozone states.

However, in his address on the state of the Union of September, 2017, before the
European Parliament, Jean-Claude Juncker went further ahead of the 5" scenario. As
already pointed out at the beginning of this analysis, in his address, Mr. Juncker spoke
of some actions that had not been discussed that far, including the introduction of
a pre-accession instrument for the purpose of preparing the countries for Eurozone
membership. The essential element of Mr. Juncker's address, however, was the idea
that the Euro has to be introduced sequentially in all EU member-states. His thesis
has become even more relevant against the background of Great Britain’s expected
withdrawal from the EU.

6. Instead of conclusion: Bulgaria and the 6™ Eurozone scenario

Jean-Claude Juncker’s 6" scenario for the development of the Eurozone is fairly
close to the author of this article’s ideas about the development of the Eurozone and
Bulgaria’s participation in these developments. Moreover, the adoption of the single
currency is not only a financial and monetary issue as it constitutes a political choice.

There has been a great criticism as regards Bulgaria’s possible membership in the
Eurozone. One argument is that we are not prepared to accede yet because we have
not satisfied all the relevant criteria and the relevant requirements. At the same time,
however, we have been satisfying much better than the Eurozone member-states certain
criteria for the adoption of the Euro, including the government debt and the budget deficit
criterion.

The second criticism, which might be the most significant one, is that Bulgaria is not
economically prepared to join the Eurozone because of the lower standards of living and
the economic development of the country.

The third criticism that Bulgaria is not prepared to become a Eurozone state soon,
which was further discussed after Mr. Juncker’s address of September 13, 2017, involved
the assertion that the accession to the Eurozone does not depend on the European
Commission; it rather depends on the opinion of the Eurozone states, as well as on the
leading opinion of the European Central Bank. Some high-ranking government officials of
countries, such as Germany and Austria, opposed any fast enlargement of the Eurozone
on the very day on which the European Commission President delivered his address.

It is true that Bulgaria’s adoption of the Euro does not depend on the country alone
as it also depends on the position of the Eurozone member-states. It is true that this
could not happen without the consent of the European Central Bank. It is also true that
Bulgaria has a long way to go before it gets prepared enough for the single European

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currency.

But it is also true that the country has been maintaining, in the course of 20 years,
a stable currency board, with its exchange rate being fixed firmly to the Euro (initially to
the German mark). As it is true that the Bulgarian fiscal discipline and macroeconomic
stability have been maintained on a level that some current Eurozone states could only
strive to be able to catch up with.

It might, however, be most difficult for the country to achieve genuine and social
convergence with the Eurozone rather than to satisfy the nominal or the legal Eurozone
accession criteria. It is the desire to achieve such convergence, as well as the reforms
that have to be carried out for this purpose, that constitute the way that has to be
followed by Bulgaria, with or without a political assignment to adopt the single European
currency.

The European Commission President does not have a decisive role in the accession
of Bulgaria or of some other member-states to the Eurozone. However, Mr. Juncker did
something much more important in his address on the state of the Union of September,
2015 - he let the genie out of the bottle. As a result, the question as to when and how
Bulgaria, along with some other EU member-states, is going to adopt the Euro is no
longer only a national issue; it is an issue of the European Union.

Putting an issue on the political agenda does not involve any automatic settling of
this issue. Neither will this issue be resolved only on the basis of our dreams or our
wishes ,to catch the wind in our sails®. All this requires a great deal of pragmatism, as
well as taking particular reforms. Bulgaria has to accede to the Banking Union and to
adopt the Euro as soon as possible. Not only because the wind might subside one day.
But because the sailing itself is worth it — both from an economic, as well as from a
social and political perspective.
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Therise of nationalist parties and
Euroscepticism in Europe after the
example of the German parliamentary elections

Review of the current European political spectrum

When discussing the current European social and political landscape, we need to
note the revival of populism on a large scale. On the eve of the new decade, populism
has been spreading over a greater number of European countries more and more visibly.
For this reason, populism as a term has to be defined in terms of its nature and appli-
cability under the present conditions. The populist movements tend to shape up their
organizational form around charismatic leaders and to further develop around strongly
centralized structures. As political practice, populism is usually aggressive and some-
times even violent; it tends to neglect the democratic rules, it is plebescitarily oriented,
and is based on the dichotomy between friends and enemies. When trying to define the
notion of populism, along with the content of this notion, we distinguish between a num-
ber of more distinctive characteristics. These include: appealing to the people; a polar-
ized society; demagoguery; initiating frequent referenda; disrespect for the institutions;
charismatic or authoritarian leaders perceived as ,fathers® or unifiers of the nation and
personalizing the party messages; and a policy rejecting the corrupt elites, the foreign-
ers, the minorities, some other marginalized elements of society, etc.

It is the confrontation with the ethnic minorities, the immigrants, and the foreign ele-
ments in the country that stands out as one of the hottest topics on the European politi-
cal horizon - both currently, as well as over the past few years. The wave of populism in
Europe is not going to disappear in the foreseeable future because there are cogent and
objective reasons for this wave.' All too often, populism involves some extreme forms of
democracy and provides comfortable means for the legitimization of political positions
and of particular techniques and actions, ,which are justified by the people®. It is also
meant ,to personify” the ideal objective of establishing direct contacts with the popular
masses by means of varied forms of direct democracy. Fairly often, some populist lead-
ers speak of themselves as being the ,guarantors® of justice in times of transition when
particular fundamental values are being questioned and the people are left with the
impression that the events have gone out of their direct control.2

A peculiar populist characteristics involves rejection of the mediating role of the in-
stitutions while, at the same time, the party leaders seek direct contacts with the people
and appeal to them for non-confidence in the political institutions which are the real
decision-makers instead of the people. In addition to the fact that any disrespect for the

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institutions is equivalent to non-observance of the rules of the public contract, there is a
paradox here, as well. As a rule, the leaders and their like-minded partners always strive
for power; at the same time, they disregard the institutions which are, in essence, part
and parcel of this power. So, we have here some kind of anti-elitist logic on the basis of
which the elites, which are concentrated in the institutions, are accused of corruption, of
political inadequacy, of inability to make the right decisions, and of non-conformity with
the interests of the people.

The notion of populism today has a rather negative connotation. This fact was readily
embraced by the media whose materials often teeter on the verge between objectivism
and sensationalism. A quick look at the headlines of a number of prestigious Bulgarian
and foreign printed media over the past few months is bound to reveal a wide range of
suggestions, findings and warnings that demonstrate, quite unambiguously, how serious
the problem really is:

- ,The nationalist parties in Europe are on the upsurge®

- ,The nationalist parties in Europe have been proliferating: A specter is looming
over Europe”

- Will the populists be able to overturn the political status quo in Europe this
year?"

- ,Reverberations from the 1930s: A number of far-right leaders reaching for
power in 2017¢

- ,Geert Wilders having declared the beginning of a ,patriotic spring*

- ,Brexit, Trump, Le Pen and the rise of the right: the anger goes global

- ,If you thought 2016 was a good year for the right, wait until you see 2017¢

These are but a few examples of some journalists, political scientists and some other
specialists analyzing the political situation today. Since 2010, the nationalist parties in
Europe have been in a flourishing state and have been gaining in popularity all the time.
Having been ousted by the big institutions and the supranational entities, some strata of
society are not in a position to feel directly the fruits of democracy and of the integration
on the European continent. There have been serious doubts about the efficiency of the
state, and the fundamental concepts of freedom, of the administration, of the status quo,
of the past, the present and the future have been questioned. It is only natural that the
reasons for the populist parties’ successes differ from one country to another. One of
these reasons involves the return of Euroscepticism back on the agenda which, in turn,
is the reason for the heated discussions, the disputes and the debates. Euroscepticism
is a term standing for a negative attitude towards the European Union. This term was
first used in Great Britain in the 1970s. We cannot, however, speak of Euroscepticism
as of an ideology. The individual countries and political parties or movements can be
~skeptical“, to a different degree, in their non-acceptance of some aspects of the Euro-
pean Union. And the Eurosceptics’ objectives also differ from one another. Some authors
define Euroscepticism as a disapproving attitude towards the European Union per se,
or only towards some aspects of the EU activity. There are some parties, e.g. in Austria,
Hungary, Italy, Romania, and France, which have been mobilizing support on the basis
of their fascist or Nazi past while some other parties, e.g. in Denmark, the Netherlands,
Poland, Sweden, and Switzerland, have been relying on the protection against the Islamic
threat. Yet, there are still others, such as the populist parties in Hungary, Greece, and
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Great Britain, which have been spreading their views which involve a threat to the na-
tional identity posed by the ethnic minorities. The last type of parties tends to rely on the
fundamental Christian conservative philosophy; these parties involve the populist parties
in Poland, Romania, and Bulgaria.® However, in each and every of the above cases the
people’s fear of having their national culture endangered has been put to good use.

Right-wing populism on the continent —
from the Baltic to the Mediterranean Sea

Today, we define most of the nationalist parties in Western Europe as being ,right-
wing populists“.* In the early 20™ century, the attention and the hostile motives were
inspired by the anti-Semites; however, today, Islamophobia seems to be the main factor
and populism has already spread over the entire geographic territory of Europe. One
can discern mass nationalization of policy in the former Yugoslav republics, e.g. the
IMRO-DPMNE (Internal Macedonian Revolutionary Party) in Macedonia, Tomislav Ni-
kolich’s Serbian Progressive Party, etc.’ However, the essential differences between the
Eastern and the Western nationalist parties lie in their ideology, as well as in their action
because the very atmosphere in these two parts of Europe is entirely different: until re-
cently, migration was not considered to be a question of present interest in the East while
this understanding today has been changing at an accelerated rate.

Similar to the French and the German nationalist parties is the Dutch Party of Liberty
founded by Geert Wilders (PVV Partij voor de Vrijheid).> Some key postulates in the
views of this party include: a policy of administrative detention of persons, without any
judicial proceedings, a negative attitude towards the migration influx, and a prohibition
against the accession of any non-Christian states to the European Union. The Dutch
Party of Liberty also stands against the dual citizenship and has some other views that
are usually referred to as being xenophobic. Geert Wilders himself referred to Don-
ald Trump’s victory in the United States as being a forerunner of the ,patriotic spring"“.
He speaks openly and negatively of the Muslims and compares the Quran with ,Mein
Kampf*.

The Austrian Party of Freedom (FPC") - Freiheitliche Partei f)sterreichs), which was
founded more than 60 years ago, is yet another right-wing populist Eurosceptic party
representing the above mentioned political spectrum.” This party has been accusing the
migratory influx of having disturbed the social and economic indicators in the country
while its representative, Norbert Hofer, has even recommended to the people to arm
themselves as a logical response to the refugee-and-migration crisis. During the general
elections, which were held in the country on October 15, 2017, the Austrian people opted
to ,turn right“ and voted, in their majority, for the conservative party of the young politician

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with anti-immigrant positions, Sebastian Kurz. Mr. Kurz’s Austrian People’s Party won 31.6
per cent of the votes, which exceeded by 7 per cent the outcome of the 2013 elections.

If the 31-year old Austrian minister of foreign affairs manages to form a coalition
government, he will become the youngest government leader in Europe.? Sebastian Kurz
was a favorite in the May, 2017, public opinion polls because of his promises to reduce
the number of refugees, along with the number of workers coming from the poorer Eu-
ropean countries. In the autumn of 2015, he was among the first European leaders to
criticize the policy conducted by the German Chancellor, Angela Merkel, of receiving
immigrants in Europe. And, by imposing a rigid tone to migration, he demanded and man-
aged to secure the closing down of the so called ,Balkan route*.

The far-right opposition Party of Freedom led by Heinz-Christian Strache, which had
been openly in favor of a stringent immigration policy long before Sebastian Kurz had
adopted a hard-liner approach, was second in the elections, with 27.4 per cent of the
votes. Mr. Strache’s populist party had made an effort to somewhat mitigate its radical
rhetoric, as well as to take a little less negative position towards the EU, intending in this
way to be able to become part of the government after the elections. And finally, the
center-left Social Democratic Party, which had been in the government in coalition with
the People’s Party, managed to score 26.7 per cent.

According to the enquiries made after the elections, the voters that had opted to vote
for the right-wing parties said that immigration had remained the main problem. In the
period 2015-2016, some 130 000 persons had sought asylum in Austria.

»1he Czech Donald Trump“, as the people often call Andrej Babis, is a billionaire, a
media tycoon, a financial minister, and leader of the ,Akce nespokojenych obéani, cen-
trist party, which in Czech stands for ,Action of the discontented Czechs®. In Italy, predo-
minant among the populists is the ,Five Stars“ movement (Movimento 5 Stelle) of Beppe
Grillo; in our Southern neighbor, Greece, this is the ,Golden Dawn® (Xpvon Avyn) which
is third on the parliamentary ladder. This party was founded in the 1980s but managed
to regenerate its strength and power as a result of the refugee-and-migration crisis in
this region. This party has been opposing immigration, multiculturalism and globalization
and its views have been often referred to as being extreme, hostile and neo-Nazi. Jobbik,
or the so called ,Movement for Better Hungary“ (Jobbik Magyarorszagért Mozgalom),
refers to itself as ,a principled, conservative, and radically patriotic Christian party*, with
a ,main objective” to defend the ,Hungarian values and interests“. This party does not
divide the political forces into ,left* and ,right"; it rather assesses the political parties on
the basis of their views about globalization and openly contradicts any ideas for Europe-
an or global integration.

The Nordic countries are also part and parcel of this picture and, notably among the
others stand out the anti-immigrant ,Swedish Democrats* and the ,Danish People’s Party.”
These two parties won the key second and third place at the last general elections.’
There is, however, a common feature between almost all the leaders of these parties:
they are the ones in power who would like to make their country ,great again®. The list is
long, diverse, changing every single day and getting new supplements, such as Donald

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Trump’s victory in the USA (quite recently), Vladimir Putin in Russia before him, Victor
Orban in Hungary, Recep Erdogan in Turkey, etc.

The September 2017 general elections in Germany

The first election results in late September 24, 2017, brought a sensational, though
not very surprising piece of news. ,Alternative for Germany* (Alternative fiir Deustchland
or AfD) — a radical populist right-wing party, was not only entering the Bundestag but it
was doing this almost certainly as the third largest party in the country with the stunning
13.3 per cent which represented, in effect, an 8.8 per cent increase when compared to
the previous elections. Moreover, the Christian Democratic Union (CDU) and the Chris-
tian Social Union (CSU) center-right parties, along with the Social Democratic Party of
Germany (SPD), a center-left party, showed the poorest election results in the post-war
era, namely 32.5 and 20.0 per cent respectively. This indicated that ,Alternative for Ger-
many* had received two thirds of the SPD votes and 40 per cent of the CDU/CSU votes.™

An enquiry conducted by the German State TV revealed that the AfD ardent sup-
porters were to be found in the former communist East of the country. Regardless of the
fact that the support in the Western part of the country had averaged about 11 per cent,
in Eastern Germany it had been nearly twice as much, namely 21.5 per cent. This was
also in line with the results of the local elections in which ,Alternative for Germany“ had
enjoyed its strongest support in the East.

In this way, ,Alternative for Germany* had received many more votes from people who
had not voted at the previous elections (1.2 million people) than the CDU/CSU (1 million)
or SPD (500 000)." In a number of aspects, this had been a vote against Angela Merkel
reflecting the people’s indignation over her controversial ,Wilkommenspolitik* in respect
of the refugees. This policy had not only made some traditional main supporters of this
party to redirect their support but it had also mobilized some people who had never voted
in the past. In addition, the enquiry indicated that 89 per cent of the AfD voters believed
that Angela Merkel's migration policy had been ignoring ,the concerns of the people*
(i.e. of the German people); 85 per cent had insisted on more secure national borders;
and 82 per cent had said that they had had enough of Merkel’'s 12 years of governance.
To put it differently, ,Alternative for Germany“ had obviously availed itself of the fact that
immigration had been question No 1 during the said elections.

Does this shocking result mean that ,Alternative for Germany“ is going to be the
third power in German policy in the future? We have a number of reasons to doubt this
statement. In the first place, the enquiry has shown that a total of 60 per cent of the
AfD voters have, in fact, voted against ,all other parties* and only 34 per cent had voted,
by conviction, in favor of ,Alternative for Germany“. This is in sharp contrast to the way
in which the supporters of all other parties had voted. Over 70 per cent had said that it
would have been a good idea to vote in favor of the CSU outside Bavaria because it is a
much more conservative party than Angela Merkel’ party but it enjoys widespread sup-

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port only in this particular Southern German province; while 86 per cent of the respon-
dents had said they believed that the party had distanced itself from the ,far right-wing
positions®.”? And this is only the beginning of the critical analysis.

Game policy and political games

The ,Alternative for Germany* right-wing party is among the youngest political parties
on the political horizon in Germany and this party is going to enter parliament for the first
time after it had won 13.3 per cent of the votes at the last general elections.

JAlternative for Germany“ is only 5 years old and had been practically unknown
before the previous elections which were held in 2013. At that time, ,Alternative for
Germany“ managed to win 4.7 per cent of the votes nearly missing the 5 per cent re-
quirement for a party to enter the federal parliament. This, however, was an indication
of a new wave penetrating the German political space and this party had made good
use of the 4-year period until the next general elections in order to be able to transform.
Initially, the leaders of this party used to be university lecturers concerned about the
relative stability of the Euro as a currency while, today, the party constitutes a broad
alliance of right-wing skeptics rejecting the status quo. In actual fact, the very name of
this party — ,Alternative for Germany*, derives from Angela Merkel's popular statement
made in the midst of the financial crisis at the end of the last decade.”® Mrs. Merkel
had then declared that there was no genuine alternative to the policy conducted by her
government which was aimed at saving the Euro.

It has turned out, however, that there is an alternative in the face of ,Alternative for
Germany“ which party was founded for the purpose of illustrating to the people what kind
of alternative there is.

The transition of this party from a purely economic focus to a broad socio-political
insight was considered to be rather radical. In the period of gradual recession of the
financial crisis, however, the popularity of ,Alternative for Germany“ also began to wane
in influence and strength which made a lot of people begin to believe that this party was
also going to sink ingloriously into political oblivion. However, the refugee-and-migration
crisis of 2015 gave new meaning to this party, along with a great number of new potential
adherents. In actual fact, the ,Alternative for Germany“s position on Angela Merkel's
»open door policy“ may have nothing in common with the party, which was founded by a
handful of skeptics in 2013 but it was this policy that made the new formation relevant
again in the political life of Germany.

The rhetoric of the leading representatives of this party is varied but unmistakably
populist in nature. In January, 2016, Frauke Petry, who seems to be the most recog-
nizable ,Alternative for Germany* figure, argued (before she left the party in order to
become an independent MP) that there had been a sufficient number of situations in
which the German border police could have, quite rightfully, fired at the foreigners who
had been trying to cross the border. In turn, Bjorn Hyok had repeatedly appealed to

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Germany to stop feeling the victim of its Nazi past by asserting that it was about time for
the country to make a ,U-turn in the interpretations of World War 1. It can be easily
seen from the above that both the historical interpretations of the past, as well as some
painful issues of present interest, such as the migratory influx and the Islamist problem
in Germany today, have been elements of the political rhetoric of this party. In this con-
text, ,Alternative for Germany“ upholds openly the sentiments expressed by the French
,National Front“ or by some other far-right European political parties.

JAlternative for Germany“ is a much more complex formation than it looks at first
glance. Regardless of the fact that most Eurosceptic founders of this party have already
left, their influence has not entirely vanished. One of the two leading AfD candidates in
the 2017 elections was the 38-year old Alice Weidel, Doctor of Economics and former
employee of the Goldman Sachs Investment Bank. She had spent six years in China
writing her dissertation on the local pension system.'” Alice Weidel, however, is definitely
not a typical example of a far-right populist leader.

Now that the AfD is already an official member of parliament, this party will have to
learn how to address the challenges in real political life. It has many members having
to say a lot but it needs what the Germans usually refer to as Sachpolitikers, meaning
experienced MPs well-familiar with the subtleties of work in the individual parliamentary
committees.” The AfD has also to demonstrate that it can both do politics and talk about
it. For a formation with little genuine political experience, this could turn out to be a se-
rious challenge. And, although it is a little early to ask any questions, the main question
that goes to AfD is how this party is going to present itself at the 2021 elections. The rad-
ical parties often find parliamentary political life to be surprisingly sluggish. ,Alternative
for Germany“ has no real chance to actively intervene in the governance of the country
because the rest of the German political parties have already announced firmly that they
would not like to work with it; however, this party’s politicians will have to demonstrate
that they can formulate a common framework for a great number of issues that have
never been, thus far, on their agenda.

It is easy to fall into alarming extremes but any skilled political scientist is going to
say quickly that an electoral victory is something quite different from the consistently
good election results. It is difficult for most of the young parties in general, and for the
radical populist parties, in particular, to set up large, cohesive factions in the national
parliaments. This is the case of the German radical populist right-wing parties, as we
have already seen instances of this in the 1990s involving ,The Republicans® (Die Re-
publikanere) and the German People’s Union (Deutsche Volksunion). ,Alternative for
Germany“ has also had some difficulties in a couple of national parliaments where it
used to be torn apart by infighting between its own ,moderate” and ,extremist* members.
This process will be even more complicated within their 90-member faction in the Bund-
estag because this faction will have to accommodate several ideological and regional
sub-factions, which range from ,bourgeois conservatives® to a majority of radical populist

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right-wing representatives and extremists.

The results of the German elections are going to bring back the ,rise of populism*
rhetoric which used to be the dominant rhetoric in 2016 and in the early 2017. This
rhetoric, however, was partially refuted by the general elections in the Netherlands, and
the French elections, in particular. Like any other elections, the 2017 general elections
in Germany were national in nature. But the lessons they produced were global and,
therefore, these lessons should be learned.

Firstly, while the far-right radical populist parties managed to reach their peak in the
2016 elections, it was during the 2017 hysteria of the ,migration crisis” that their electoral
results came very close to, or even surpassed their best historical results. This is also
true of the Dutch ,Party for Freedom®, of the French ,National Front®, and now — of the
German ,Alternative for Germany*.

Secondly, a couple of right-wing populist parties have radicalized over the past few
years and have turned into far-right populist parties; these include ,Alternative for Ger-
many“, the Finns Party in Finland, and the UK Independence Party (UKIP) in Great Brit-
ain. This is inevitably going to lead to infighting, which will make the more moderate
members that often tend to find new political formations leave these parties while the
majority of their supporters will stay with the more radical parties, as this happened with
the ,National Front* in the 1990s and with the Austrian ,Party of Freedom® at the begin-
ning of the past decade.

Thirdly, the far-right radical populist parties have been winning electoral votes and
parliamentary seats in an increasing number of European countries, which has been
taking away these votes and seats from the centrist and, more particularly, from the left-
wing parties. This is an indication that the party systems are becoming more fragmented
and dominated by one or two averagely-sized, rather than by big political parties. In this
fragmented environment, the far-right radical populist parties have the chance to gain
considerable influence irrespective of the fact that they are more obstructive rather than
constructive partners.

Today, some analyzers have been asserting that the German policy has experienced
,a seismic shock®.” Although this is true, the current elections results are indicative of
some sort of realignment of the major political parties, rather than of a potential redirec-
tion of the votes to ,Alternative for Germany*. In order that this could happen, however,
LJAlternative for Germany“ will have to be in a position to set up a coherent and cohesive
parliamentary faction, with little infighting and little personal scandals. Bearing in mind,
however, the German history and the precedent(s) in Europe, this is more unlikely to
happen than not.

Conclusion

In a nutshell: based on the German ,Alternative for Germany*, as an example, we
could conclude that the link between the majority of the populist parties and their voters
is weak and also that the strength of this link is determined, first and foremost, on the
basis of these parties’ confrontation with their political opponents rather than by popular

support. In addition, ,Alternative for Germany*” still looks very controversial outside the
circle of its own supporters. Only 12 per cent of the Germans are ,satisfied with the po-
litical performance” of Alice Weidel, co-Chair of the AfD, as well as with the performance
of Alexander Galant. This is the lowest possible support for a party leader — much lower
than the 44 per cent support for the extremely controversial figure of Sarah Vagenkneht,
Deputy Chair of the radical left-wing party — ,Die Linke“."® At this stage, this situation has
been raising many more questions to the AfD as a party and has not been so indicative
of a real crisis or of an impending threat of radicalization of the German or the European
political landscape.

The constantly changing paradigms in present-day life are going to inevitably change
the course of the conflicting relationships both in Europe and in the world. The quick
changes that have been taking place in the socio-political environment are going to not
only make the people adapt to these changes but will also call for incessant innovations,
as well as for the overcoming of stereotypes.

Europe entered the 21° century with its achievements, problems and threats from the
last century but these were accompanied by great expectations for the nearest future.
Some 20 years later, however, the political landscape still bears the footprints of the
well-known problems, which are neither new, nor unique for today’s reality. The rise of
right-wing populists has been supported, first and foremost, by the traditional fears of
the people of depersonalization and disappearance, by the potential loss of cultural and
traditional values, by the country’s sometimes unclear position in the European Union
and on the European continent, by the single market fluctuating indicators, by the factors
of poverty and social divisions and by some other key economic indicators.

This set of factors has been additionally enhanced by the concurrent discrimination,
by the insufficient internal awareness, by the impending threat of ,dissolution” of the
democratic traditions, and by the significant percentage of people who have been disap-
pointed with their bitter experience on the political arena. The large-scale disproportions
in development, in the living standards, in security, in the future prospects and technol-
ogies, and in the communications on the European continent are bound to bring about
only asymmetric problems. In the context of the present article, we could clearly state
that we are not speaking of the ,spirits“ of the people alone; what we mean here, are
the large-scale, massive movements that have been gaining in popularity every single
day. The stereotypes, the prejudices, and the viewpoints — both of the people, as well
as of the political figures, are closely connected with the local traditions and culture, as
well as with the local mentality of the people. The economic crisis at the beginning of
this decade and the massive refugee influx from the East that followed have activated
the political roots of the continent and have pushed it in extreme directions leaving it to
wander in the dark in an attempt to get to know itself. The nationalist parties in some
European countries have been getting unprecedented support which is, most often than
not, accounted for by the human understanding that a strong national state, rather than a
supranational alliance (or a union), could be in a better position to deal with conflicts and
threats of this size. There has been a feeling that the very foundations of the European
institutions have been undermined and cannot be trusted any longer; that the large-scale

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refugee-and-migration influx has been increasing the chance for our assimilation, for vio-
lations of the status quo and of the order in the individual countries and so on. In order to
gain the confidence of the people, the right-wing populists have been using a language
that is very close to the language of these people; they have also been resorting to
seemingly simple action, expressions and promises in order to be able to get closer to
the fears of the people. The peoples’ thinking and stereotypes have been experiencing
a renaissance while those, ,on the opposite side®, could include representatives of the
minorities, of the economic or political refugees, as well as of some elements of varied
religions, races or even languages.

Hence the question which we have to ask after a sobering analysis of this kind: is
there really a Europe of the nations and of freedom and, if yes, how long are we going to
have this kind of Europe? That is why, the most significant task of the European commu-
nity today should involve an attempt to understand the nature of the current conflict of
public interests and to find a brand new approach to deal with the threats that go hand
in hand with the said conflicts.

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Ukraine’s European integration:
2017 breakthrough and further challenges

The year 2017 has become a real breakthrough for the European integration of
Ukraine. With a considerably liberalized visa regime being introduced since June, al-
most 300,000 Ukrainian citizens have already seized the opportunity of a short travel
to the EU on a visa-free basis, which makes cultural, educational, and business inter-
actions significantly easier. Even more importantly, the ambitious and encompassing
Association Agreement, including Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area has final-
ly entered into full force since September. This lengthy and comprehensive document
not only establishes the framework for a new partnership between the EU and Ukraine,
but also provides a roadmap for deep structural reform and harmonization of Ukrainian
laws, standards, and regulations with those of the EU. Finally, in 2017 the EU has be-
come the largest trade partner of Ukraine, counting roughly for the 40% of bilateral
trade and thus Ukraine started to reorient from its heavy economic dependency on
trade with the Russian Federation.

These historic accomplishments drew a line under a turbulent decade-long process
in Ukraine’s European integration policy: the negotiations on the Association Agreement
started in 2007 and those on visa liberalization in 2008. Although lengthy, painful and
to a certain extent hinging on internal dynamics of Ukraine, the negotiations resulted
in initializing the Association Agreement in 2012. The unfortunate decision of President
Yanukovych not to sign the Agreement at the Vilnius Eastern Partnership Summit in
November 2013 provoked mass popular protests commonly known as Euromaidan.
The protests led to Yanukovych’s ousting in February 2014, which was swiftly followed
by the Russian aggression and annexation of Crimea, as well as the incited hybrid
warfare in the Eastern-most parts of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts.

Since the outbreak of the conflict, European integration adopted an unprecedented-
ly significant role in Ukraine’s foreign policy identity and strategy. Although the commit-
ment to European integration was introduced to Ukraine’s law since 1990s, and bilateral
relations have developed ever since, the year 2014 was marked with an unwavering
commitment, consolidated in strategic documents and enjoying popular support. As of
2017, the Ukrainian law ,On fundamentals of domestic and foreign policy” declares two
of such fundamentals: ,ensuring the integration of Ukraine into the European political,
economic and legal area in order to obtain the EU membership“ and ,deepening co-
operation with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization in order to become a member of
this organization“. With the European and Euroatlantic integration as Ukraine foreign
policy’s guiding star in the recent 3-4 years, the once popular concept of multivectoral
foreign policy has been rejected.

Besides, the European Union and its individual countries grew to be important part-
ners providing technical and financial assistance, counseling and facilitating reform
process. For example, the Support Group to Ukraine, established in 2014, still promul-
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gates the reform process, while more specialized bodies, such as EU Advisory Mis-
sion, are active as well. The EU provided Ukraine with provisional application of some
parts of the AA and DCFTA (since January 2016), as well as granted one-side trade
preferences while the ratification was still ongoing. Last but not least, two European
countries (France and Germany) are the key participants of the Normandy format to
resolve the conflict with Russia.

The commitment and cooperation of both sides notwithstanding, the EU-Ukraine
rapprochement weathered some challenges. The AA was enacted in two instances:
while the political provisions were signed in March 2014, the economic part was in-
troduced only in June 2014. Moreover, there were some concerns with regards to the
Russian interests, although the trilateral talks with Russia to dissolve its objections to
implementing the DCFTA yielded no results.

The Dutch consultative referendum in April 2016 turned out to be the most chal-
lenging issue. Although the referendum began as an affair of a fringe populist and
Eurosceptic group, it had some far-reaching consequences, first effectively postponing
the final ratification of the document and later imposing restrictions on its textual in-
terpretations. Referendum organizers tried to play on the rise of euroscepticism, fears
of Russia, and the refugee crisis. They succeed to convince the majority of those who
voted to reject Ukraine’s association with the EU. After the lengthy negotiations with
the Netherlands government, the conundrum was resolved in December 2016, when
the Decision of the Heads of State or Government was adopted. The document inter
alia clarified that AA neither confers on Ukraine the status of a candidate country, nor
stipulates obligation to provide security guarantees or military aid, nor grants additional
financial support to Ukraine. Thus, the second ratification by two chambers of the
Netherlands parliament took place and the Agreement was finally ratified.

The delays of visa liberalization were due to two various sources. The first was
the slow tempo taken by Ukraine to fulfill all the 144 obligations in diverse spheres,
with some anticorruption measures stirring the most bitter controversy. Still, after all
requirements were met, the refugee crisis that made European politicians warier of the
visa liberalization came into play: attempts to avoid further border opening during key
election cycles played their role in postponing liberalized visa regime for few additional
months.

All successes and challenges notwithstanding the biggest question of Ukrainian
European integrations looms: what is awaiting beyond? How should Ukraine proceed in
its further relations with the EU?

To answer this question, one should bear in mind that during and after the mass
protests in 2013-2014 there were discussions on the nature of these protests. Were
they primarily ,Euromaidan®, i.e. driven by a strategic choice of a foreign policy direc-
tion, or rather a ,Revolution of Dignity“, driven by desire to build an effective, demo-
cratic and successful state, rid of corruption and cronyism? Interestingly, the same
double-edged strategy drives the discussion of what the European Integration policy
of Ukraine should be from now on? Should it be concentrated on finding a new aim
of deepening the relations with the EU? Or rather put all its effort into fulfilling its nu-
merous obligations under the Association Agreement? While for the countries with the
accession prospects, both these questions are intimately interlinked, and the obvious
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answer to the first serves promoting and sustaining reforms, for Ukraine, it is still a
puzzle to be resolved.

The ideal of Ukraine’s EU integration for the moment seems to become as tightly
related to the European Union as possible, both economically and politically, thus
turning the EU membership at some future point into a mere technicality. Indeed, in the
longer term, Ukraine has all the rights to apply for EU membership provided it meets
the necessary criteria. In the short and mid-term though, the EU has clearly lost the
zest for further enlargement and grew more cautious to the free-trade. Nowadays it
has a propensity to strengthen the external borders rather than to keep them open.
In other words, as it is stated by different EU politicians, the prospects of European
membership for Ukraine are not currently on the table. The Decision of December
2016 undermined the implicit tendency to explain AA as a step towards membership
and prompted to look for new and creative ways as to mid-term European integration
strategy. For his part, President Poroshenko in the yearly address to the Parliament
suggested a few possible ways forward: for example, aiming for full customs union,
concentrating on building the energy union, supporting digital union as the next steps
in deepening relations. These ideas are still for the discussion both inside Ukraine and
with our European partners.

The additional dimension of the future relations of the EU and Ukraine lies within
developing the new sense of the Eastern Partnership. The Brussels summit this No-
vember is poised to become a milestone and provide some answers as to the future
directions. Currently we see two trends of thought. Some EU members and Eastern
Partnership countries would like to see the Summit strengthening the Eastern Partner-
ship and providing further differentiation in approaches to countries that have conclud-
ed and ratified Association Agreements like Ukraine, Georgia and Moldova. That might
happen via giving way for new ambitious plans like a new European Investment Plan
for Ukraine, encouraging reform and supporting European agenda, or introducing new
institutional arrangements for closer cooperation. Another line of thought is towards
a less ambitious EU’s relationship within the ,shared neighborhood“ with Russia, fur-
ther shifting the emphasis from integration to resilience building. The 2016 EU Global
Strategy and Neighborhood Policy Review of 2015 show that ,more for more* principle
and logic of enlargement are presently challenged by the ,principled pragmatism“ and
logic of interest. The EU in this logic becomes more interested in reform for stabiliza-
tion and cooperation in the spheres of common interest, like fighting illegal migration
or terrorism.

The second dimension of the European integration policy, namely implementing AA
provisions into Ukrainian law and practice is a challenging task for the internal develop-
ment, because the changes envisaged by the AA are very comprehensive. This is also
the part of activity the EU itself would prefer to concentrate on: for the nearest period
Ukraine’s activities should be defined by the AA-related internal reform, marking the
spectacular interdependency between foreign and domestic policies in its relationship
with the EU, approaching to the European standards and directives. How successful
can reforms be without the membership perspective remains to be seen.

The most important thing though is to sync up with the internal processes in the
EU itself. The EU, having lost Britain, embarks on the process of deep reform of its
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own. Although the general frame of this reform will be defined only after the German
coalition government is formed, the ideas of EC President Juncker, French President
Macron and recently European Council President Donald Tusk will all have impact not
only on the future of the EU itself, but also on Ukraine’s prospects and strategy.

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International Conference “The Black Sea Regional
Dimension of the Belt and Road Initiative”

Summary

On the 18" of September 2017, at the Military Club in Sofia, the Diplomatic Institute
to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Bulgaria (the Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute, or BDI)
held an international conference on the topic of China’s grand Belt and Road Initiative
(B&RI) in the context of the Black Sea region. The conference was organised in close
cooperation with the Institute of European Studies at the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences (IES/CASS). IEA/CASS is a leading Chinese institution which coordinates
activities of the 16+1 China-CEEC Think Tanks Network. The network promotes scientific
and policy research cooperation between think tanks of China and Central and Eastern
European countries (CEEC).

The B&RI Black Sea Regional Dimension Conference was held under the patronage
of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Bulgaria, Mr. Boyko Borisov. The event was
supported by the Council on Economic and Diplomatic Relations (an NGO set up by a
successful Chinese entrepreneur and respected representative of the Chinese Diaspora
in Bulgaria, Mr. Zheng Zhong) and Specialized Business Systems AD (a Bulgarian ICT
company).

The conference was aimed at popularizing the topic of B&RI and 16+1 China-CEEC
Cooperation Platform (main tools of the current Chinese foreign policy in a larger European
context) among the Bulgarian general public, state institutions, media, business circles
and expert community. The conference was structured in three panels to maximise the
exchange, synthesis and evaluation of ideas and perspectives. The first panel explored
the political and strategic potential of the Black Sea region in terms of the Chinese
initiatives for global connectivity and shared development. The second panel focused
on the potential of the region for doing business (such as trade and investments) in
the context of B&RI and 16+1. The third panel accentuated on opportunities that B&RI
provides for people-to-people exchange between China and countries of the Wider
Black Sea region (encompassing education, science and research, sports, tourism,
culture and arts etc.)

The event was featured by leading national and international media outlets and
attended by representatives of diplomatic corps.

The B&RI Black Sea Regional Dimension conference started with a welcome
speech of BDI Director Ms. Tanya Mihaylova. She underlined the strategic impact of
the Chinese New Silk Road initiative (especially after the completion of the first of its
kind multilateral global forum in Beijing in May, 2018 dedicated to B&RI, which gathered
130 state delegations and heads of leading international organisations). Ms Mihaylova
stressed Bulgaria’s attractive geographical position in South East Europe (as a bridge
between the East and the West) as an important prerequisite for the country’s inclusion
in Beijing’'s B&RI. The focus of the conference was on the Black Sea region because
it has been estimated that the region possessed substantial potential to be part of the
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Chinese strategy for global connectivity and shared development. In addition, the Black
Sea region is becoming a crossing point of both leading Chinese initiatives — B&RI and
16+1 China-CEEC Cooperation Platform.

In the plenary session key-note addresses were delivered by the Bulgarian Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs, Mr. Georg Georgiev, the Director of the 16+1 Think Tanks
Network Secretariat Office in CASS, Prof. Dr Liu Zuokui, the Ambassador of the People’s
Republic of China to Bulgaria H.E. Mr. Zhang Haizhou, the Bulgarian Minister of Foreign
Affairs during 2001-2005 Dr Solomon Passi.

Deputy Foreign Minister Mr. Georg Georgiev highlighted the importance Sofia places
to the development of relations with Beijing in the context of B&RI. In his view, the
forum demonstrated common understanding and political will for more dynamic and
comprehensive cooperation of the countries of the Wider Black Sea region with China.
The Bulgarian government has been supportive of B&RI for its fruitful mechanism of
cooperation between China and Silk Road route countries. Bulgaria views B&RI as
a platform for inter-civilizational and inter-cultural interaction. China’s New Silk Road
initiative has prepared the ground for initiation of significant projects contributing to
the global economic development and prosperity. B&RI will contribute to strengthening
EU-China strategic partnership. Both the EU and China are in agreement that their
relationship should be built on the principles of transparency, reciprocity, and inclusivity.
The Bulgarian government believes that the success of B&RI in the region is much
dependent on its synergy with 16+1 China-CEEC Cooperation Platform and EU-China
Connectivity Platform. Bulgaria has been among the countries to sign a Memorandum
of Understanding with China on Jointly Promoting the Silk Road Economic Belt and 21¢
Century Maritime Silk Road Initiative during the 5™ 16+1 Suzhou summit. During the
next 16+1 Riga summit in 2016 the scope of cooperation was expanded by signing a
bilateral Bulgaria-China Memorandum of Understanding on Port and Harbour Industrial
Park Cooperation under the Three Seas Initiative (covering the Baltic Sea, Black Sea
and Adriatic Sea). The Bulgarian government’s priority for modernisation of national
road and rail infrastructure (e.g. the rehabilitation of Varna-Rousse railway line incl.
the construction of multimodal terminals in Rousse and Varna — an investment pilot
project that has been included in the agenda of the EU-China Connectivity Platform) will
contribute to the Black Sea regional transport connectivity.

Prof. Liu Zuokui’s speech focused on the Chinese policy in the Black Sea region.
China seeks synergy of the Black Sea region with B&RI. It is in this context that Beijing
regards B&RI as a good promoter of regional cooperation. Prof. Liu Zuokui stressed the
strategic relationship his country had been developing with Russia and Turkey in the
framework of B&RI, and with Bulgaria and Romania and other Balkan countries in the
context of 16+1 China-CEEC Cooperation mechanism. He expressed hopes that the
conference discussions would offer pragmatic proposals on how to promote China’s
cooperation with the countries of the Black Sea region.

H.E. Mr. Zhang Haizhou thanked the scientists and sinologists of the BDI and IES/
CASS for convening this high level conference. He reiterated his country’s commitment
to economic globalisation. B&RI should be regarded as a Chinese vision of global
governance (as a concept of shared future of mankind) as opposed to backward
populist and protectionist tendencies (portrayed as a vision of deglobalisation). This
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was, in the Chinese Ambassador’s understanding, the Chinese wisdom for reform of the
global governance system (on the principles of win-win cooperation). In the past four
years China has been encouraged by the willingness of more than 100 countries and
international organisations to participate in the progressive construction of B&RI on a
global scale (from concept to action, from vision into reality). The Chinese Ambassador
emphasized the importance his country attaches to strengthening relations with
Bulgaria and other countries of the Black Sea region. The cooperation in the field of
finance, unimpeded trade, people-to-people contacts should be pragmatically driven.
Ambassador Zhang Haizhou defined policy coordination as a first step forward. In his
view, policy coordination should be regarded as the ability of each participating in B&RI
country to coordinate with the others its national strategy for economic development with
an aim of setting up shared vision for regional cooperation (followed up by initiation and
implementation of concrete economically viable and mutually beneficial projects).

Besides the IES/CASS participation represented by two scholars — Prof. Liu Zuokui
and Prof. Tian Dewen, Director of the Department of European Social and Cultural
Studies in the Institute of European Studies, the Chinese expertise and scientific
perspective on the topics discussed was reinforced by the participation of Dr. Long Jing,
Deputy Director of the Centre for European Studies, Shanghai Institutes for International
Studies. Through its partner network the BDI managed to engage in the conference
an expert from Azerbaijan (the Center of Strategic Studies under the President of
the Republic of Azerbaijan), Romania (the European Institute for Risk, Security and
Communication Management) and Iran (the Institute for Political and International
Studies of Iran). The Bulgarian point of view was put forward by experts from the
Ministry of Culture, InvestBulgaria Agency, the Bulgarian Industrial Capital Association,
the Bulgarian-Chinese Business Development Association, ACN Worldwide Bulgaria Ltd,
and the Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute. In their statements a critical review of the current
Bulgarian-Chinese relations was made. Ways on how to bring new impetus to Bulgarian-
Chinese relations in the context of B&RI and 16+1 were also proposed.

Conclusions

- The conference debates emphasized the urgency of the Bulgarian state
institutions to articulate an overall national approach toward the Chinese strategy
for global connectivity and shared development (outlined in the two major Chinese
foreign policy initiatives — B&RI and 16+1). That includes identifying priority areas
and forms of participation of Bulgaria in both Chinese initiatives. The conference
offered room for substantive and straightforward exchange of views and ideas on
these issues. It was concluded that Beijing’s bilateral relations with countries of the
Wider Black Sea region (incl. South East Europe) will be further placed within the
cooperation framework.

- Currently, Beijing’s strategic interest is focused on the development of the
Western Balkan ‘One Belt, One Road’ route. Chinese investment and business plans
are mainly focused on utilizing the Greek Port of Piraeus as one of the key gateways
to Europe and on the construction/modernisation of the rail route Athens-Skopje-
Belgrade-Budapest.
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- The conference was used to articulate the Bulgarian interest for inclusion of
the Black Sea region in B&RI (in particular, promotion of its transport, investment,
trade, energy, inter-civilizational, and overall geostrategic potential). It is in this
context that the Chinese scholars agreed on the emerging significance of the Black
Sea region in the Chinese ‘One Belt, One Road’ (OBOR) connectivity strategy. It was
indicated that Bulgaria can utilize OBOR prospects through the New Eurasia Land
Bridge Economic Corridor (NELBEC). It is therefore not of a surprise that prospective
Chinese investment interest may be focused on the development of logistics and
industrial capacity in the town of Plovdiv Municipality (on the way of NELBEC).

- The Black Sea region fits into the Three Seas Initiative launched during the
16+1 China-CEEC Cooperation Platform Riga summit in 2016. In this respect, it is
important to consolidate and synergize the EU’s set of policy instruments relevant for
the Black Sea region (such as the European Neighbourhood Policy, EU Strategy for
the Danube Region, and why not the yet unfulfilled Black Sea Synergy) with Beijing’s
emerging connectivity strategy for the region.

- IES/CASS and the Centre for European Studies at the Shanghai Institutes
for International Studies have become the BDI's main Chinese academic and think
tank partners. The BDI has developed with both of them a sustainable and trusted
relationship at expert and operational levels (through co-initiation and mutual
participation in policy research driven projects and other expert related events).
The areas of academic cooperation are stipulated in signed Memorandums of
Understanding.

The Black Sea Dimension of B&RI Conference reaffirmed |ES/CASS
understanding of BDI as a leading Bulgarian think tank in the 16+1 China-CEEC
Think Tanks Network and B&R research activities. It is in this context that the IES/
CASS representatives came up with a proposal for the BDI to take the role of
coordinator of a possible future China- Black Sea Region Think Tanks Network. [ES/
CASS would internationally support the establishment of such a network. This would
involve setting a liaison office on the premises of the Bulgarian Diplomatic Institute
with the main task of bringing together Chinese and Black Sea countries’ think tanks
in a common informational, analytical and policy research pool (incl. initiation of joint
B&R and 16+1 related scientific exchange and policy driven research).

« The high level forum contributed to brining BDI's research work to qualitatively
new level. The Diplomatic Institute to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Bulgaria
continues to build and systematize solid expertise on China’s 16+1 and B&RI. In
so doing it helps the work of the ,Asia, Australia and Oceania“ Directorate of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Bulgaria’s National Coordinator in the 16+1 China-
CEEC Cooperation Platform.

Some presentations delivered at the Conference have been included in the present
issue of Diplomacy Journal in the form of papers as provided by their authors.
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“16+1"” promotes the improvement of quality and
efficiency of bilateral cooperation between China
and 16 Central and Eastern European countries

In the ,,16+1 Cooperation framework, bilateral cooperation is always the foundation.
Without relatively good 16 bilateral relations, the ,16+1 Cooperation framework cannot
work well. Meanwhile, the ,16+1 Cooperation“ framework also offers a platform for
developing relations between China and the 16 countries, which helps the two sides
exchange cooperation conceptions, projects or issues the two sides both pay attention
to at a fixed period to realize win-win cooperation. Without this platform, it is hard for
China and some Central and Eastern European countries to meet once every year to
discuss issues on cooperation. In conclusion, to some extent, the ,16+1 Cooperation”
provides a hard-won opportunity cost for promoting the development of 16 bilateral
relations and plays a role in promoting the improvements and efficiency of bilateral
cooperation. Practices have proved that the implementation of ,16+1 Cooperation“ has
acquired a series of achievements in promoting the 16 bilateral relations for the last
five years. The ,16+1 Cooperation“ has become the important bond, the demonstration
plot and the growth pole of the ,Belt and Road® Initiative to integrate in the European
market, which has acquired many achievements at an early stage in the field of politics,
economics and trade, investment, finance, infrastructure, production capacity, people-
to-people exchanges and so on.

I. The “16+1 Cooperation” has acquired outstanding
achievements on bilateral level in five years

(I) The amount of China’s strategic partnership in Central and Eastern Europe has

increased a lot and the cooperation has been upgraded.

The 16 countries in Central and Eastern Europe and China used to be involved in
the same socialist camp (the Baltic States were part of the Soviet Union, the Czech
Republic and Slovakia were once a country), and we know a lot about each other. Since
the disintegration of the Soviet Union in 1990s, the close cooperation between the two
sides was interrupted. The Central and Eastern Europe countries (CEECs) started the
state transformation process and sought for joining the European Union. China also
accelerated the process of reform and expanded the opening-up, and our relations with
major countries, neighborhood and African countries increasingly interconnected, while
the connections and cooperation with Central and Eastern European countries became
relatively distant. However, in the early 21% century, a new opportunity appeared. Before
the establishment of the ,16+1 Cooperation® framework, China had only established

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strategic partnership with Serbia and Poland. Under the promotion of the ,16+1
Cooperation* framework, the network of China’s strategic partnership is more and
more serried in Central and Eastern Europe, even the whole Europe. China established
strategic partnership with the Czech Republic (2016) and Hungary (2017) from scratch,
upgraded strategic cooperation level with Poland and Serbia from strategic partnership to
comprehensive strategic partnership (both 2016) and upgraded the friendly cooperative
partnership with Hungary to comprehensive strategic partnership (2017). In sum, China
has now established four different levels of partnership with 16 countries in Central and
Eastern Europe and tamped the work on friendship scale.

At the same time, bilateral relations with countries in Central and Eastern Europe are
obviously boosted.

Firstly, the cooperation with countries in the Balkan region has been boosted.
With Chinese investments and big projects continuing to land in this region, bilateral
cooperation has been deepened. China invested 800 million dollars of concessional
loan into Montenegro North-South Highway construction project. It is not only the
biggest project introduced by Montenegro which improves the local popularity of
China’'s equipment manufacturing, but it also leaves good image of Chinese people
in Montenegro which promotes the stable and good development of bilateral relations.
Power generating projects, highway projects and other projects invested by China in
Bosnia and Herzegovina and Montenegro offer enormous convenience for the daily life
of local people, and also win good public praise in these two countries.

Secondly, our cooperation with the Baltic Sea countries has been advanced. In
the perspective of geographic position and historical development, the Baltic States
are closely connected with Northern Europe, Western Europe and Russia. Since the
establishment of the ,16+1 Cooperation“ framework, our cooperation with the Baltic
States has been deepened which promotes these countries to seek for more development
opportunities from China; especially, they actively seek to play an important pivot role in
the ,Belt and Road" Initiative. Estonia has strong requirements in cooperating with China
in the field of logistics and infrastructure construction, while Lithuania has strong desires
in cooperating with China in the field of ports and production capacity; they both look
forward to playing a hinge role in connectivity between Europe and Asia.

Thirdly, our cooperation with V4 countries has been on a big scale and high level. In
our economic, trade and investment cooperation with CEECs, the V4 countries account
for 70%, and they are absolutely the main strength of economic and trade cooperation
under the ,16+1 Cooperation“ framework. At present, our cooperation with V4 countries
still maintains a big scale and high level. Poland got the greatest amount of economy
and trade with China, and the Czech Republic and Hungary got the second and third
rank. Hungary got the biggest investment from China, followed by Poland and the Czech
Republic.

(1) Bilateral investment cooperation has obviously increased.

Our investments (including aiding loan) in Central and Eastern European countries
has obviously increased and impacts of these investments are far greater than shown
by actual investment data.

According to the data, China’s investments in most countries in Central and Eastern
European have obviously increased, especially in V4 countries, Romania, Bulgaria and
Serbia. In view of the total investment amount, there exists a relative large increase in
2015 comparing with data in 2009, about 1.566 billion dollars; the increase rate is up
to 79%. The growing core markets mainly concentrate in the V4 countries which have
well-developed markets deeply in synergy with EU’s industrial chain, in Romania with
a geography position advantage, and the Balkan States such as Bulgaria and Serbia.

Firstly, some investments have come into reality which enrich the level and content
of cooperation between China and Central and Eastern Europe, and promote the
understanding of both sides. At present, our investments in Central and Eastern Europe
concentrate in the field of infrastructure construction, production capacity, mechanical
engineering, energy-saving and environment-friendly industries, travel, real estate and so
on. Comparing with data of 2012, the deepness and breadth of our investments have
achieved great progress; our investments in the field of merger and acquisition and
green-land investments have increased a lot which helps increase the level of labor
employment and promote the development of local economy.

Secondly, investments with aid characteristic in projects including the South-North
Highway in Montenegro, Hungary-Serbia Railway, Kostolac Power Station in Serbia
and Stanari Thermal Power Plant in Bosnia and Herzegovina improve the quality and
efficiency of bilateral cooperation. In order to promote the improvement of quality and
efficiency of cooperation between China and CEECs, China contributed 10 billion dollars
as special-purpose loan, inside which the concessional loan has been exhausted and
they are invested into the construction of infrastructure, water conservancy, highway and
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so on in some countries in Central and Eastern Europe. All of these have obvious effects
and most of these investments are in the Balkan region which promotes the friendly
cooperation with the Balkan States.

Thirdly, the increase of concessional loan projects advances the impact of China in
Central and Eastern Europe. Now, investment data whether from China or countries in
Central and Eastern Europe cannot exactly reflect the actual impacts of China in this
region. For instance, investment data from China does not list the projects invested
by aid investments and concessional loan. Meanwhile, investments from small and
medium companies of China are also excluded. It makes the official data incomplete,
much less than the actual amount, and China’s impact in Central and Eastern Europe
is underestimated to some extent. In 2015, China invested 7 million in Montenegro
according to the statistical data, but actually, the concessional loan offered by China
to South-North Highway in Montenegro is up to 800 million dollars, and it is the largest
concessional loan since the establishment of Montenegro.

() Local cooperation between China and countries in Central and Eastern Europe

is vigorously carried out.

Local cooperation is one of the features of cooperation between China and Central
and Eastern Europe countries and it makes up the asymmetry of market size. Actually,
the market size of some provinces and cities in China is close to those in some countries
in Central and Eastern Europe. Their governments are willing to cooperate with China who
has much potential, and they seek new market opportunity. In recent years, provinces or
cities such as Hebei, Chongging, Chengdu, Suzhou, Ningbo focus on their own features
and on the opening requirements from opposite sides, so they promote cooperation with
Central and Eastern Europe and acquire a series of positive achievements which are
specifically reflected as follows:

Firstly, the number of our friendship cities is bigger and bigger. Our local governments
have established more and more friendship cities with countries in Central and Eastern
Europe, and our cooperation friendship is firmly enhanced. By the end of 2016, we
have established 59 pairs of friendship city relations with Central and Eastern European
countries at the provincial level, and as for the urban level, there are 92 pairs.

Secondly, promoted by the bilateral cooperation, more and more direct flights are
opened between China and countries in Central and Eastern Europe such as Beijing
to Warsaw, Beijing to Budapest, Beijing to the Czech Republic, Shanghai to the Czech
Republic, Chengdu to the Czech Republic, Beijing to Belgrade, and so on. The increase
of direct flights facilitates the economic and trade communication and personnel
exchanges between the two sides.

Thirdly, many China-Europe Expresses went into service between cities in China and
Central and Eastern Europe such as Suzhou to Warsaw, Yiwu to Riga, Chengdu to Lodz,
Changsha to Budapest and so on, and now more and more China Expresses are going
through countries in Central and Eastern Europe. Though there exist various problems
in the operation of China-Europe Express, the opening of the expresses promotes the
economic and trade cooperation between the two sides and enhances the connection
between various parts of China and Central and Eastern European countries.

Finally, local cooperation has gradually become the main force to promote the
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economic and trade communication and people-to-people exchanges. For instance,
China-CEEC Investment and Trade Expo held by Ningbo for three consecutive years
have made great contribution to China-CEEC economic and trade cooperation. Suzhou
held the fifth Summit of China and Central and Eastern European Countries, Chongging
and Hebei held the Local Leaders’ Meeting of China and Central and Eastern European
Countries, Beijing actively promotes the 16+1 Capital Mayor Summit. All of these
contribute to local cooperation.

(IV) The importance of major countries in Central and Eastern Europe is becoming

more and more obvious.

The 16 countries in Central and Eastern Europe are our equal cooperation partners
and they have the same importance to China. While there exist differences in geographical
position, natural and human resources, historical traditions, cooperation willingness and
so on, naturally some leading and exemplary countries appear. Now, Serbia and Hungary
have become the typical and leading countries in promoting the cooperation under the
»16+1 Cooperation” framework.

Serbia is the country who has acquired the most cooperation achievements among
the 16 countries in Central and Eastern Europe under the ,16+1 Cooperation“. Many
achievements gained by China in Europe are landing in Serbia. For instance, the first
bridge constructed by China in Europe is Zemun-Borca Bridge in Serbia; Serbia is
the first country in Europe to offer visa-free to China; the first thermal power station
which meets European Union’s standards is Kostolac Thermal Power Plant of Serbia
constructed by a Chinese enterprise; the first production capacity cooperation project
is Smederevo Steel Plant invested by HBIS Group which achieved profitability the same
year they started working; and the first high-speed train that is going to be constructed
in Europe is Hungary-Serbia Railway.

Our relation with Hungary develops smoothly in the framework of relations with
CEECs. When it comes to the core interests of China, Hungary actively supports us both
on bilateral level and European level, especially on issues related to Taiwan, Tibet and
South China Sea. China-Hungary relation has created a lot of ,first place®: Hungary is
the first country in Europe to officially sign the intergovernmental cooperation document
on the joint promotion of the ,Belt and Road* Initiative; Hungary is the first country to set
up the ,Belt and Road" working group with China; Hungary is the first country in Central
and Eastern Europe to establish a renminbi clearing bank; Hungary is the first country in
Central and Eastern Europe to issue yuan bond; Hungary is the first country in Central
and Eastern Europe to set up the official agency of Tourism Authority of China; Hungary
is also the first country in Europe to implement bilingual education on mother tongue
and Chinese.

Serbia and Hungary have acquired a series of achievements in promoting bilateral
relations and have become the important actor in promoting ,,16+1 Cooperation®.

(V) The cooperation framework led by each country has been gradually
constructed which enriches cooperation in professional fields.
Various cooperation platforms put forward by Central and Eastern European countries
and China related to various industries and fields have enriched the content of China-
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CEEC cooperation. They actively promote ,16+1 Cooperation® to expand it deeply in
Central and Eastern Europe and achieve all-dimensional, multi-layered and wide-ranging

policy communication.

At present, we have at least confirmed and prepared to construct about 20 coordination
mechanisms and platforms in fields including economy and trade, investment, tourism,
local cooperation, transportation, logistics, technology cooperation, think tanks, hygiene
and so on. This kind of coordination mechanisms or platforms is an innovation in the
field of policy communication with the characteristics of pragmatic, flexible and niche
targeting. We should let each Central and Eastern European country take responsibility of
its coordination role which can help them actively participate in the ,16+1 Cooperation®.

(Vi) Bilateral people-to-people exchanges are more colorful

which promotes people-to-people connectivity.

People-to-people exchanges between China and countries in Central and Eastern
Europe are colorful and become a light spot under the ,16+1 Cooperation* framework.
Activities such as Forum on Cultural Cooperation between China and Central and Eastern
European Countries, China-CEEC Culture Season, China and Central and Eastern
European Countries Cultural and Creative Industry Forum, China-CEEC Summer Dance
Camp, ,Bridge of Future® — China-Central and Eastern Europe Youth Campus, ,Happy
Spring Festival“ activities held by China in Central and Eastern Europe, and so on, are
all important platforms to promote bilateral cooperation between China and CEECs.
Delegation of Journalists from Central and Eastern European Countries, Delegation
of High-Level Officials from Central and Eastern European Countries, The High-Level
Symposium of Think Thanks of China and Central and Eastern European Countries,
China-CEE Countries Political Parties Dialogue and Young Political Leaders Forum of
China and Central and Eastern European Countries have been gradually held, which are
also important measures to promote bilateral people-to-people connectivity.

During the last five years, we have opened five direct flights between China and
countries in Central and Eastern Europe, constructed five TCM centers and three
cultural centers there. We have signed agreements on the mutual recognition of higher
education degrees with eight countries in Central and Eastern Europe, and the amount
of two-way overseas students is near 10 thousand.

Il. The development trend of bilateral relations under the
“16+1 Cooperation” framework in the future

It has been five years for the ,16+1 cooperation until the China-CEEC Budapest
Summit in 2017, and today a series of practical cooperation achievements have been
acquired. Looking forward to the next five years, we will gain more. We should strengthen
policy coordination with countries in Central and Eastern Europe, promote cooperation
on connectivity and production capacity, enhance innovation, facilitate people-to-people
connectivity, effectively integrate ,16+1 Cooperation“ with China-Europe cooperation,
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advancing the development of four major partnerships for peace, growth, reform and
civilization, and finally promote the development of the ,Belt and Road® Initiative in
Central and Eastern Europe.

With regards to the development trend of bilateral relations, the current report lists
some significant points to be noticed as follows:

(I) The inclusiveness will be continuously strengthened.

The bilateral relations between China and CEECs have developed a lot but on differ-
ent levels. Some countries have relatively more landing projects and participate in less
,16+1 Cooperation projects, while some countries have less landing projects or are
responsible for less of the content of the ,16+1 Cooperation®. The motivation of CEECs
in the ,16+1 Cooperation is different, their political willingness in cooperation differs
from each other. In order to promote integrated cooperation in this region, we should
strengthen the inclusiveness; China should not only make use of motivation showed by
leading countries, but also encourage other countries to actively participate in cooper-
ation projects.

(Il) Promote precise cooperation with 16 countries.

The 16 countries have huge differences in national conditions so we should not adopt
the policy of cutting at one stroke in dealing with them. The territory, population, country
scale, development level of economy, cultural belonging, religion and the degree of par-
ticipation in European integration of countries in Central and Eastern Europe are distinct.
So, we should not implement the same policy towards all 16 Central and Eastern Euro-
pean countries, but we should also not lose the cooperation direction due to the huge
differences of these countries. We should realize the universality of the 16 countries
in attracting foreign capital, opening markets, geographical position and other aspects,
which can help us find out the specific and clear direction to promote economic and
trade cooperation under the ,16+1 Cooperation“ framework. We should also make spe-
cific policies, projects and industries landing in each country to improve accuracy and
pertinence of our cooperation.

(Ill) Promote bilateral economy and trade to develop

evenly and maintain stability.

Though economic and trade cooperation between China and the Central and Eastern
European countries does not develop so rapidly, the increases of trade development in
different countries differ from each other. In sum, the trade between China and CEECs
bucks the trend to increase, while trade between China and Europe is continuing to
slide. Now, the problem of our trade is that our deficit with countries in Central and
Eastern Europe is still obvious, and arouses different reactions in Central and Eastern
European countries. In the next five years, in order to promote mutual benefit and win-
win cooperation between China and CEECs, China will actively take actions to seek
balance between each bilateral trade relation and advance trade development. This
point has great potential and prospect to some extent. Firstly, the requirement for general
merchandise has turned to the requirement for Chinese infrastructure construction
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equipment (technology); there exists huge potential in infrastructure construction
cooperation between China and the 16 countries. Secondly, products of Central and
Eastern European countries such as agricultural and sideline products, processed foods
and so on began being exported to China in quantity. CEECs projects in the field of food
need to meet the European standards which guarantee the quality of these projects.
Also, the prices of products of Central and Eastern European countries are much lower
than those in Western Europe, so ,Made in Central and Eastern Europe” will have a nice
prospect on the Chinese market. Thirdly, the continuous increase of our green-land
investments in Central and Eastern Europe will to some extent ease the imbalance of
bilateral trade.

(V) China is now working hard to expand the fields of

cooperation and growth points.

In the past five years, China and CEECs have achieved positive progress in the field
of politics, economy and trade, people-to-people exchanges and so on. In the next five
years, China and the 16 countries will work step by step based on the fields above and
actively enhance our cooperation basis. We hope to explore more cooperation space
in the fields of science and technology, environmental protection, sports, e-commerce
and so on.

(V) We will expand more third-party cooperation.

Accepting the expansion of cooperation with third parties including Greece, Swit-
zerland, Austria, Belarus and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
China hopes to establish cooperation relations with more third parties, to tamp the basis
and enlarge the market scope.

(V1) We should continue increasing the number of our strategic partners.

Promoted by a lot of positive factors such as the ,16+1 Cooperation“ framework, Chi-
na has established strategic partnership with Poland, the Czech Republic, Hungary and
Serbia which tamps our friendship with countries in Central and Eastern Europe. In the
next five years, China will continue to promote the strategic cooperation with countries in
Central and Eastern Europe, explore and expand more strategic partners and establish
strategic partnership with more countries in Central and Eastern Europe. Besides, we
will continue to find out our potential cooperation partners and forge to establish closer
strategic partnership with them.

(VI) We need to strengthen the cooperation basis with CEECs.

In the next five years, China will take more actions to strengthen the cooperation
basis with the 16 countries in Central and Eastern Europe. In addition to opening more
direct flights, constructing more cooperation parks, arranging the leadership of huge
projects, releasing concessional policies towards Central and Eastern Europe and com-
pleting well the existing economic and trade works, we should make clear that the real
basis of cooperation is people-to-people connectivity. So, we need to intensify peo-
ple-to-people exchanges and think tanks contacts.
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Potential of the Black Sea region in
the synergies of Chinese and European strategies

The strategic weight of Central and Eastern Europe has been increasing in recent
years. From China’s perspective, this region is an important part in its overall diplomatic
layout in the ,New Era“.? As a region with increasing economic potential, Central and
Eastern Europe has become a new growth point and highlight in the frame of China-
Europe relationship. It is also the meeting point of the land route and the maritime route
of the new Silk Road as well as the destination and the passageway of these routes.
From the EU perspective, Central and Eastern Europe has concentrated a large number
of new Member States, who entered into the EU after 2004, and some other countries
who have clear and strong will to become the EU Member States in the future. This
region is not only a demonstration area for the success of the western democracy, but
also the target area of a series of EU policy instruments for the peaceful and balanced
development, such as the cohesion policy, regional policy, European Structural and
Investment Funds (ESIFs), enlargement policy, etc. In recent years, due to the Crimea
and Ukraine crisis and the deterioration of the Russia-Europe relationship, countries in
this region have re-heightened their alertness on security issues and the EU has also
increased its focus on this region.

Putting more focus on the Black Sea region, the importance of this region to China
lies on its geographic location as the converging area of the ,16+1 Cooperation“ and
the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI): on the western coast, Romania and Bulgaria are two
major and active countries participating in both the ,16+1 Cooperation“ and the BRI. On
the eastern coast of the Black Sea, countries of South Caucasus are also on the list of
the countries along the Belt and Road and have showed their strong interest in getting
engaged in this initiative.

The Black Sea is also a region with great strategic significance to the EU. The
EU’s energy security and peripheral security largely rely on this region’s peace and
development. Many EU policy instruments, such as the macro-regional strategies, the
neighborhood policy and the Trans-European Transport Network (TEN-T) cover this
region. Thus, it can be seen that development strategies from the EU and China are
converging in the Central and Eastern Europe as well as in the Black Sea region. In
recent years, as China and the EU have agreed to put forward China-EU cooperation by
strengthening synergies between their respective development strategies, Central and
Eastern Europe and the Black Sea region are facing great potential in the synergy
process.

1. The achievements of “16+1 Cooperation”
and the Belt and Road Initiative in Central and Eastern Europe

The Cooperation between China and Central and Eastern European Countries
(hereinafter referred to as the ,16+1 Cooperation®) and the Initiative of Jointly Building
the Silk Road Economic Belt and the 21st-Century Maritime Silk Road (hereinafter
referred to as the Belt and Road Initiative) are two major Chinese policy instruments
to strengthen the overall relationships with the countries in Central and Eastern Europe
(CEE).

Recently, the 6" heads meeting between China and Central Eastern European
countries was held in Budapest, Hungary. This mechanism has entered its sixth year of
development. Some outcomes and new trends can be found from the past experience.

Firstly, the outcomes of the last five years show that the cooperation has almost
covered all geographical parts of this region and all domains. The change of the
venues of the heads meetings can reflect the geographical coverage of the cooperation.
The heads meetings have been held in Warsaw, Bucharest, Belgrade, Riga and Suzhou
in the last five years, representing China’s cooperation with countries in different sub-
regions in Central and Eastern Europe, from Central Europe, to the Eastern Balkans,
from the Western Balkans to the Baltic Sea Region. This year, the 6™ heads meeting
was held in Budapest, Hungary, where the first Economic and Trade Forum between
China and Central and Eastern European Countries, the embryonic form of the ,16+1
Cooperation* was created six years ago. The heads meeting’s return to the birth place
of this mechanism can be regarded as a symbol of the full geographic coverage of the
cooperation between China and Central and Eastern Europe.

The outcomes listed in the end of the guidelines released after the heads meetings
also show that the cooperation between China and the CEE Countries has covered
various areas, including infrastructure construction, manufactory, agriculture and forestry,
logistics, science and technology, tourism, finance, energy, medicine and health industry,
education, and people-to-people exchange, etc. More importantly, CEE countries have
found respective areas as their priorities for the cooperation with China in the framework
of the ,16+1 Cooperation“. The following table shows the priority areas of each CEE
country and relevant events being held in the recent two years. It can be seen that all
the CEE countries are now mobilized and none is left behind in the ,16+1 Cooperation”
mechanism.

Secondly, structural changes are taking place in the ,16+1 Cooperation®.

From the economic perspective, though the two-way trade volume in the last five
years did not increase as quickly as in the first decade of this century® and did not meet
the too ambitious targets set up at the beginning years of the cooperation mechanism,*
the effectiveness of the ,16+1 Cooperation® still can be seen through the modest growth
of the relevant data against the weak global economy and sluggish world trade. More
importantly, if we take a closer look at those economic data, we will find that the export
from the CEE countries to China has kept increasing while the proportion of Chinese
export to CEE countries in the total volume are decreasing. Though these changes
have not yet been significant enough to reverse the CEE countries’ trade deficits with
China, this trend shows that the trading structure between China and CEE countries is
undergoing gradual adjustment and improvement.

Another structural change of the cooperation is that the cooperation in non-economic
areas has largely increased and become one pillar of the cooperation mechanism as
important as the economic cooperation. In the last six years, though a lot of economic
cooperation projects have been initiated or implemented in different countries, time is still
needed for their completion and the reveal of the economic and social effect afterwards.
Comparing with the economic cooperation projects, non-economic cooperation
conducted in various forms, such as people-to-people exchange, has the following
characteristics as well as advantages: first, it is much easier to turn proposals of non-

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economic cooperation into implementation; secondly, more social communities can get
involved through different forms of the non-economic cooperation; third, most of the non-
economic cooperation projects tend to be of short cycle. All of the above characteristics
mean that non-economic cooperation can be faster and easier, to achieve better social
benefits and influence in the public. That is why the non-economic cooperation has
helped consolidate the basis of the cooperation mechanism by making up the vacancy
of the economic cooperation. It is even worth noting that the people-to-people exchange
in the ,16+1 Cooperation“ mechanism has been characterized by two-way prosperity in
the recent years.

In the first few years of the development of the ,16+1 Cooperation®, most of the
people-to-people exchange was a kind of ,export* of traditional culture from China
to the CEE countries, such as the establishment of the Confucius Institutes in CEE
countries,® exhibitions or performances of Chinese traditional arts held in major cities of
CEE countries. In recent years, more and more ,import* of cultural products from CEE
countries can be found in China. For example, many teaching centres of Central and
Eastern European languages have been set up in a number of Chinese universities. A
number of literary works have been translated into Chinese and introduced to Chinese
readers. Besides, many CEE countries have set up tourism information centers in China
to attract Chinese tourists. Tourism, as a most efficient way to improve the understanding
of Chinese people on Central and Eastern Europe, has developed significantly. According
to the statistics from a very famous b-to-c based e-tourism website, Chinese tourists
to Central and Eastern Europe rose by 229% from 2015 to 2016. Poland, the Czech
Republic, Hungary, Serbia and Slovakia are the five fastest-growing destinations for
Chinese tourists in Central and Eastern Europe.

All these show that the people-to-people exchange between China and CEE countries
has been greatly improved from one-way conveying to a two-way exchange, and mutual
understanding between China and CEE countries have been largely strengthened with
this progress.

Besides, the structural improvement can also be seen from the degree of participation
of CEE countries in the ,,16+1 Cooperation®. Encouraged by the principles of ,jointly build
through consultation to meet the interests of all“ raised by China, more and more CEE
countries have made their proposals for closer cooperation with China based on their
own national or sub-regional development strategies. This trend is gradually transferring
the cooperation mechanism from a China-initiated, China-proposed model to one based
on joint planning and consultation.

Thirdly, the ,16+1 Cooperation“ has emerged development trends from bilateral
level to multilateral level. The ,16+1 Cooperation is originally a multilateral platform
aiming to promote the bilateral political and economic ties between China and CEE
countries. With the deepening of the cooperation, suggestions and proposals for cross-
border cooperation have been raised based on the consideration of larger scale effect
and demand for regional development. The Serbia-Hungary railway and the ,China-
Europe Land-Sea Express* are two flagship projects in this regard. In order to promote
these cross-border projects, China has hosted several rounds of small-scale multilateral

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negotiations in facilitating customs clearance with Macedonia, Serbia and Hungary. A
lot of experience has been accumulated. Besides, the proposal on ,Three Sea Seaport
Cooperation” (Adriatic-Baltic-Black Sea) was raised during the 5" heads meeting of the
»16+1 Cooperation®. This proposal may not be able to translate into concrete cooperation
projects and achieve concrete effect in the short term, but it implies that the cooperation
between China and Central and Eastern Europe is developing towards a more strategic
direction with a more holistic planning and medium-and-long term outlook.

Similarly, the ,Belt and Road“ Initiative has also received positive responses in
Central and Eastern Europe. In May 2017, the President of the Czech Republic, the
Prime Ministers of Hungary and Poland, and the President-elect of Serbia attended
the Leaders Roundtable of the Belt and Road Forum for International Cooperation. The
other CEE countries also sent delegations of high level officials to attend this important
forum. After the forum, Croatia, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Albania signed
the Memorandum of Understanding on Belt and Road cooperation with the Chinese
government. Thus, the total number of countries in Central and Eastern Europe who
have signed this important document has reached 13 as of the eve of the Budapest
heads meeting. It is much likely that more CEE countries will join in the group and
that Central and Eastern Europe will realize an overall coverage of countries supporting
the Belt and Road Initiative by signing this document. In addition, Poland, Hungary and
Romania have also joined the Asian Infrastructure and Investment Bank (AlIB).

As of the end of September 2017, more than 5000 freight trains have travelled dozens
of route between China and Europe since 2011. Most of these routes either take cities
in Central and Eastern Europe as their destinations, such as Lodz of Poland, Prague
of the Czech Republic and Riga of Latvia, or take Central and Eastern Europe as the
necessary passageway to the Western European countries. It can be said that Central
and Eastern Europe has become the demonstration area and fast lane of China’s foreign
strategy. Great benefits from the cooperation with China have been revealed in Central
and Eastern Europe, having demonstration effect to the rest of Europe, and even to the
world.

2. EU’s major policy instruments in Central and
Eastern Europe and the Black Sea region

Central and Eastern Europe is an important demonstration area of the success of
the Western democracy and the achievement of the European integration from the EU’s
perspective. Because most of the countries in this region are still in the transition process
with lower economic and social development level comparing to the more advanced
Western European countries, the EU has implemented a series of policy instruments
to promote the economic and social development in this region. For those EU Member
States in this region, the most influential policy instrument is the European Structural and
Investment Funds (ESIFs). These funds have achieved remarkable results in Central
and Eastern European countries and are still the main impetus for the development of
these new EU Member States. In the EU budget cycle 2014-2020, CEE countries are
the major beneficiaries of the ESIFs, which are widely used in research and education,
public transportation, infrastructure building, industrial development, employment and
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social welfare, etc. (Table 2). These funds are the first choice for the infrastructure
development in CEE countries. However, CEE countries are facing the problems such as
difficulty to successfully apply for the EU funds, harsh auditing standards from the EU to
comply with, and slow payment process, etc. And we can also see in Table 2 that there
is a large imbalance between CEE countries in terms of the distribution of the EU funds.

To those non-EU countries, the EU mainly uses the enlargement policy to provide
assistance for the development of these countries. In Central and Eastern Europe,
Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Albania and Macedonia are still in the
status of candidate or potential candidate countries for the EU membership. A series of
political, social and economic standards and norms set by the EU are playing a guiding
role in the process of these countries’ transition and entry into the EU. China has a
very clear and definite understanding on the strategic choice and diplomatic priority
of these countries: these countries will continue to adhere to the EU as their primary
task of the national development strategies. China’s relationship with this countries is
a part of the wider China-Europe relationship. Instead of obstructing or interfering with
the established diplomatic orientation of these countries, China’s cooperation with these
non-EU European countries will contribute to their economic and social development,
and ultimately help speed up their drive to enter into the EU.

In recent years, the EU has also introduced some new strategic plans to promote the
development of this region. One of them is the ,Macro-regional Strategies® implemented
by the EU since 2009. The EU’s Macro-regional Strategies include the Danube Region
Strategy, Baltic Sea Region Strategy, Alpine Region Strategy and Adriatic & lonian Region
Strategy. These regions, or so-called macro-regions are facing common challenges or
sharing similar development needs based on the shared natural endowments. More
importantly, except for the Alpine region, the other three regions are mainly covered
by CEE countries, who are also the key promoters of these EU strategies. Therefore,
this new EU policy instrument can also be seen as a positive response from the EU
side to the urgent development needs raised by CEE countries. Being project-oriented
and emphasizing pragmatic cooperation, this innovative EU strategy tries to avoid the
Jalk shop“ tradition of cooperation in this region or the EU’s top-down approach in
implementing the other policy instruments, but to motivate these regions by combining

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the EU’s capability in cohesion, coordination and implementation with the urgent
development needs of these regions. At the same time, this new development strategy
is also more open and inclusive, looking for more participation of various stakeholders,
including private sectors and social groups, etc. Another noteworthy aspect of the
macro-regional strategy is that this strategy breaks the boundary of the EU and includes
EU Member States and non-EU countries, who share the common geographical facts,
within one common EU policy instrument.

In the current four macro-regional strategies, the Danube Region Strategy is closely
linked with the Black Sea region. In the Danube Region Strategy, Moldova, Ukraine,
Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Montenegro are included as non-EU countries.
Among Member States of the EU’s Danube Region Strategy, Romania and Bulgaria are
also important countries in the Black Sea region. If we take a wider picture, we will find
that the Danube River flows into the Black Sea and makes the Danube region connected
with the Black Sea region. The issues concerned by the Danube Region Strategy, such
as the multimodal transport, water quality, environmental protection and water ecology,
etc. are closely related to those topics of the Black Sea region.

In addition, the EU’s energy strategy also cover the Black Sea region. The rich oil
and gas resources discovered in countries in the South Caucasus can effectively help
diversify the EU’s energy supply. This route of energy supply puts forward the urgent
requirement for a more rapid development of the infrastructure in the energy field in the
Black Sea region.

3. Potential of the Black Sea region in the synergies
of Chinese and European strategies

In recent years, China has proposed to build synergies of development strategies
among countries as an effective approach to promote the implementation of the ,16+1
Cooperation®and the Belt and Road Initiative. The EU has also given a positive echo to this
proposal. For example, according to the list of the outcomes of the 19" China-EU Summit
(2017), both sides agreed to fully implement the China-EU 2020 Strategic Agenda for
Cooperation, strengthen synergies between their respective development strategies, and
push forward China-EU cooperation. Both sides agreed to promote synergies between
the Belt and Road Initiative and the Investment Plan for Europe, welcomed the signing
of the Memorandum of Understanding Aiming at Facilitating a Co-investment Framework
by China’s Silk Road Fund and the European Investment Fund and the establishment of
the China-EU Joint Investment Fund. The two sides committed to push forward relevant
cooperation in the framework of multilateral development institutions such as the Asian
Infrastructure Investment Bank (AlIB), the European Investment Bank and European
Bank for Reconstruction and Development, etc.”

Among all these measures, China-EU Connectivity Platform can be regarded as
the most concrete and pragmatic one in order to realize the will of synergy and the
commitment of the cooperation. This platform was established during the 17" China-
EU Summit (2015) by signing a memorandum of understanding with the purpose to

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dock the facility connectivity, which is the priority area for cooperation in the Belt and
Road Initiative, with the Trans-European Transport Networks (TEN-T). One year later, the
EU also included it into the latest policy document on China — ,Elements for a New EU
Strategy on China-Joint Communication to the European Parliament and the Council®.
The document also pointed out that the EU should ,drive forward infrastructure, trading,
digital and people-to-people connectivity between Europe and China based on an open
rules-based platform with benefits for all the countries along the proposed routes*.

According to the European TEN-T Plan adopted by the European Commission, the
Council and the Parliament, the core transport corridors connecting to the Black Sea
region include the Orient/East-Med Corridor and the Rhine-Danube Corridor. These two
core transport corridors take Burgas of Bulgaria and Constanta and Sulina of Romania as
their destinations. It is worth noting that the capital needed to build this Trans-European
Transport Network will be mainly borne by the EU Member States and will also partly
come from the funds from the EU’s policy instruments in transportation and regional
development. Therefore, to exert the leverage of the structural funds and introduce more
private capital to participate is an important way to speed up the development of this
strategy. Although the EU funds will remain the first choice for Central and Eastern
European countries to develop their infrastructure, the need for more capital still provides
a lot of opportunities for foreign investment, including those from China. Of course, while
accepting foreign investment, the EU always emphasizes on the abidance by the law
and regulations set by the EU and the principles of sustainable development, low-carbon
transportation and green economy, etc.

A closer look at the latest progress achieved under the China-EU Connectivity
Platform shows that the current two rounds of the chairs meetings and several rounds
of the working groups meetings mainly focus on the following aspects: firstly, enhancing
harmonization of technical rules and standards in transport; secondly, confirming the list
of projects for cooperation and promoting substantial progress on viable demonstration
projects; thirdly, docking and formulating rules in co-investment, financing cooperation,
and custom clearance, etc. Generally speaking, the progress of the China-EU
Connectivity Platform is still limited in regulatory coordination, standard converging and
roadmap approaching. To find more specific cooperation projects and launch them,
and to solve difference during the implementation of the projects should be a more
constructive way to realize the synergies between China and the EU in the next stage.

The ,Adriatic-Baltic-Black Seas Seaport Cooperation® (referred to the ,Three Seas
Seaport Cooperation“) proposed by China under the Belt and Road Initiative and the
»,16+1 Cooperation® mechanism is a more comprehensive and long-term strategic plan
specifically related to the Black Sea region. Its success will depend on the development
in three major areas: first, to develop and upgrade the infrastructure in these ports,
including supporting cooperation in ports investments and expanding handling capacity
of ports; second, to support development of industrial clusters in and close to the
ports and to strengthen the joint development between manufacturing industry in these
clusters and the logistics and transportation industry of the seaports; third, to promote
the infrastructure and the logistics management level between the three seas and inland
waterways and ports. A network of the three seas and inland waterways and ports is
expected to be built up.
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It can be found that this initiative has introduced the development of various
industries as the driving force of the regional development instead of only relying on
the infrastructure construction. It is a long-term plan with a combination of the regional
development needs, China’s high-quality industrial capacity and Chinese experience in
economic development. Thus, the Black Sea region can enhance its competitiveness
and development level by carrying out industrial layout in various fields such as chemical
industry, electricity, materials, etc. based on its abundant resources, and cooperating
with its upgraded infrastructure network. Currently, Romania, one of the most proactive
CEE countries in the framework of ,16+1 Cooperation” has proposed to take the leading
role in energy cooperation by establishing a China-CEEC Center for Dialogue and
Cooperation on Energy Projects and the first edition of the 16+1 Energy Expo and
Forum was held in Bucharest in November 2017. In the next stage, countries in the Black
Sea region should play a more proactive role in targeting a concrete project, facilitating
the deals between China and the EU, and helping overcome all the obstacles during the
implementation of the projects.

Of course, the Black Sea region also has its characteristics different from the other
regions, to which China need to attach great attention during the cooperation in the future.
First of all, the investment environment varies largely between countries in the region.
Countries surrounding the Black Sea have different international and regional identities
and political and legal systems. The development needs are also diverse between
countries due to the various economic and social development level they are in. These
huge diversities greatly increase the difficulty for coordination during the cooperation.
Secondly, in addition to economic development issues, regional security and energy
security are also major concerns in the region. Therefore, initiatives for purely economic
cooperation, such as China’s Belt and Road, may possibly be marginalized or alienated
in the process of the cooperation while cooperation in security may be required, which
China has not been ready for. Moreover, there are still uncertainties in development
direction, social and political stability and continuity of the foreign strategy in some
countries of this region, which bring great risks to China’s participation in cooperation
and investment. Finally, we should not neglect that this region has been in the influence,
and sometimes even the games, of some regional and global great powers for long time.
Strengthening China’s presence may arouse the suspicion or even dissatisfaction of
these traditional powers in this region and therefore trigger the delicate changes of the
relationships between China and these traditional powers.
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Critical infrastructure protection - challenge and
opportunity for the Belt and Road Initiative

Introduction

The present article advances the view that the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) is, at
its core, a project for creating critical infrastructure to support closer economic ties
between participating countries. This critical infrastructure is varied and interconnected
and the management of its risks, vulnerabilities and threats is made more difficult by
the regional and global focus of the development. Eastern Europe is an important area
for the Belt and Road Initiative, and features its own mechanism for cooperation with
China titled the 16+1. The Black Sea is not only a general crossroads for East and West
and a potentially importance space for the BRI, but also a natural extension of Eastern
European interests in developing ties with China and advancing their interests for greater
investment and trade, among others.

Critical infrastructure protection

The basis of the capabilities of modern societies are the complex socio-technical
systems called infrastructures which provide the framework for economic, social and
political activities. These infrastructures are not limited to power plants, water treatment
facilities and roadways, but also public administration, stock markets and the health
system. Some of these infrastructures are more important than others, in the sense that
their dysfunction or disruption would have a greater effect on society. Such assets are
labelled ,critical“ and their identification and designation are a topic of great interest
to many nations, as the resources that can be allocated for security are limited and
must be targeted effectively. Moteff et al (2001) described these as ,infrastructures so
vital that their incapacitation or destruction would have a debilitating impact on defence
or economic security“. National and, in some cases, intergovernmental programs have
been established to ensure the protection of these systems and that ,any disruptions
or manipulations of these critical functions must be brief, infrequent, manageable,
geographically isolated and minimally detrimental to the welfare of ...“ (PDD-63, 1998).

The inventory of critical infrastructure and their complexity rise with the level of
development of a society and they are a precondition for prosperity and advancement.
Future development can also be described in terms of critical infrastructure maintenance,
upgrading and accumulation and the BRI, as a partnership between many nations, will
exhibit the same pattern. In the end, countries are only as safe and as prosperous as
their infrastructures will allow. The same goes for the BRI, whose infrastructure pose
the added challenge of being continental or global in overall breadth, introducing new

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complexities and challenges because of the innately fragmentary nature of national
critical infrastructure protection efforts. These are limited by jurisdiction and the vagaries
of the international community, as well as their own limited field of view. In the cracks
between individual nations’ efforts to protect critical infrastructure, new threats, both
deliberate and accidental, may appear and go unnoticed until the materialization of a
negative event not only affects the said infrastructure, but also reverberates throughout
the ,system-of-systems” in a cascading pattern, potentially affecting stakeholder in
wholly different regions or sectors.

This pattern emerges because of interdependencies between critical infrastructures,
which are difficult to adequately trace and lead to surprising and dire results. Gheorghe
and Schlapfer (2004) defined them as ,bi-directional relationships between two
infrastructures, through which the state of each infrastructure influences or is correlated
to the state of the other” and they classified interdependencies as being geographic,
physical, logical and cyber/informational.

The materialization of negative events leads to economic losses, human casualties,
as well as loss of trust on the part of citizens, consumers or investors. By protecting
critical infrastructures, governments ensure the quality of life for citizens and business
continuity for public services, foreign companies and the daily rhythms of society. Not
all threats are avoidable, not all risks may be managed, not all vulnerabilities eliminated.
Among the threats that are most relevant to our view of the BRI, we may list:

« Terrorism

- Organized crime

- Sabotage

+ Insurgencies

« Cyber variants

+ Natural disasters

- Environmental change

- Technological attrition

- Technological mismatch

- Spontaneous malfunction

+ Human error

- Political and legislative risks

- Governance failures

The risk of materialization may be minimized, but not eliminated, so it is the duty of
stakeholder to ensure that the impact is minimal and that a quick return to normality
or an acceptable fraction of it is performed. This quality of a society or a ,system-
of-systems” is termed ,resilience®, which is defined by Hokstad et al (2012) as ,the
ability of a system to react and recover from unanticipated disturbances and events®.
Resilience is even more important in the context of interdependencies, which may lead
to cascading disruptions that magnify the effects of an initial disturbance in ways that
may not have been foreseen at first glance. Some events are an inherent property of
interlinked systems after a certain threshold of complexity (Perrow, 2010) and are termed
,hormal accidents”. Others may not only be deliberate, but also calculated to inflict the
most damage, sometimes for strategic purposes such as in the case of ,hybrid warfare®.
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In addition, Rinaldi et al (2001) also defined escalating disruptions, where a failure
in one infrastructure worsens the state of an independent infrastructure, and common
cause failures, where two or more infrastructures fail from the same trigger.

We may give a general example by taking a city, perhaps even a national capital,
since they are agglomerations of infrastructure that are both highly productive and very
vulnerable. Since the energy infrastructure is a basis for almost all others, its disruption
would lead to cascading failures throughout the city. Certain forms of public transport
would stop running, schools, hospitals and financial districts would run out of electricity,
food preservation and water treatment would become impossible and, last, but not least,
such events are often accompanied by civil disturbances affecting public order, while
the authorities themselves are hobbled in their capacity to respond by lack of electricity.

The chart below (Rinaldi et al, 2001) exemplifies many of the considerations relevant
to critical infrastructure protection.

A great deal of development has taken place in this field in the last two decades
since the Clinton Administration first introduced the concept into public policy. In addition
to national critical infrastructure programs, there is a European Program for Critical
Infrastructure Protection (EPCIP) that seeks to protect European Critical Infrastructures,
systems which are located in multiple countries and possess a clear path to cascading
disruptions, because of the underlying logic of the infrastructure systems. It is this program
especially, with its emphasis on subsidiarity, proper management and designation of
relevant assets for collective security which can offer vital experience to the BRI. This
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is important not just for the security of the countries within the partnership and to avoid
the losses, including of prestige, that result from a significant disruption, but also as an
avenue of development for the BRI itself. The need to cooperate and coordinate will drive
the growth of the institutional substrate of the BRI and lead automatically to closer ties
between members, as well as a chance to alleviate the suspicion with which the EU sees
the 16+1 and the United States sees the BRI.

Belt and Road infrastructures

The development of BRI infrastructure is not just an economic priority for China’s
structural reorientation of excess capacity and internal economic reform, but also a
precondition to achieve each and every one of the goals China has set for itself:

- To become a moderately prosperous society by 2025;

- To reduce the disparities between its coastal areas and its interior and, thereby;,
maintain national harmony and cohesion;

- To reorient its economy to a new model for sustained future growth, since
both international circumstances and China’s current level of development render the
export-based and low value-added model untenable;

- To promote a new pattern of international relations based on win-win
cooperation, while securing its influence and prestige on the basis of its comparative
economic advantage as a superpower.

China specifically targets shifting to higher value-added sectors, as well as to internal
consumption, while becoming a producer of innovation and also a source for capital,
reversing the pattern of previous decades.

The BRI encompasses both a journey and a destination, and this is true from the
infrastructure perspective. Figure 2 presents the main components of an infrastructure-

centric BRI perspective.

BRI Components

Perceptions of Risk
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The initial phases of the BRI focus on integrating existing infrastructure, plugging
critical gaps and increasing efficiencies. Already, we are entering a phase where China
and its partners build new infrastructure to handle expected increases in demand. This
not only increases the aggregate size of the critical infrastructure inventory, but also its
complexity, especially as layers of infrastructure from different generations (especially in
areas of command and control for industry) go through sedimentation, triggering unique
interactions and emergent behaviour on the part of the system which is different than
that of individual components.

The possible success of the BRI also breeds dependency over time, which increases
the risks from the materialization of threats, but also the rewards for timely adoption of
measures aimed at enhancing resilience at a collective level. Given the fact that not all
systems are physical, technological or even concentrated, we may definitely include the
new financial institutions created under the BRI as prospective critical infrastructures
(AlIB, Silk Road Fund, New Development Bank etc.).

The Black Sea case study

The Black Sea has many features that recommend it as a cornerstone of regional
development policies:

- It is strategically located at the nexus between the NATO/EU bloc and the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization;

- It is a key feature in the wider region including the energy rich Caspian Sea
and Middle East;

- It is connected to the Mediterranean;

- Itis currently underutilized, despite being the lynchpin of a natural trading route
for the BRI,

- Through Romania, the Black Sea interfaces with the most international river in
the world, the Danube, an underutilized highway to the heart of Europe, leading both
to China’s largest European trading partner and to countries which have not reached
their potential for economic relations with China (Lavigne, 2014).

To emphasize the growing interest in the area, it suffices to say that the French
shipping company CMA CGM ordered a new series of 29 Super-Panamax container
ships designed specifically to maximize container capacity while travelling through the
Bosphorus, the world’s narrowest strait used for international navigation. The first of
these was christened the Danube (now belonging to Cosco) and had its maiden voyage
in 2014.

However, there are multiple issues that make the Black Sea the most problematic to
develop within the current Three Seas Initiative and which have, in fact, led to its chronic
underperformance.

Firstly, the Black Sea lacks a minimal regional security architecture that has grown
organically in other regions. This makes conflict resolution, environmental stewardship
and other activiies much more difficult to coordinate or achieve. Other threats
proliferate, like smuggling and organized crime which eventually subvert or undermine
the authorities. Delanoe (2015) remarks on the Black Sea’s role in the proliferation of
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nuclear technology and materials due to ineffective policing and the impunity on the part
of smugglers enabled by weak states. He describes this black market as an asymmetric
threat. At one point in 2013, 5 of the most recent 7 nuclear trafficking incidents detected
globally had taken place in the Black Sea.

Secondly, this affects risk perceptions, driving away investors, especially with the
prospect of flare-ups in frozen conflicts and the risk of new ones. This drives uncertainty
and persistent conflict of varying intensities, which is not conducive to investment and
normal life.

The existing infrastructure is aged and suffering from attrition as a result of insufficient
investment and maintenance, but is insufficient in its own right to handle increased
demand qualitatively, if not also quantitatively. Prior regional infrastructure proposals,
such as the Black Sea Ring Road, have foundered on account of the mistrust and
underlying conflict in the region, as well as instances of governmental dysfunction. This
represents an opportunity for China if the security environment ameliorates and it can
manage such coordination, especially since there is a lack of infrastructure connectors
in the Black Sea region, for energy, transport and so on. At the same time, there are
numerous projects of lower scope but with high potential, such as the repair of the
Danube-Black Sea Channel and the potential to turn it into a logistics and production
hub in permanent connection with the Danube and wider Europe.

There are also advantages accruing to the Black Sea, as can be seen in the figure 3.

If we consider the Black Sea from the perspective of the 16+1 framework which
overlaps significantly with the Danube Strategy, and then compare to other official
initiatives, we may notice significant overlap or complementarity. The comparisons are
made between the European Programme for Critical Infrastructure Protection, the BRI
and the Danube Strategy extended to include the Black Sea perspective.

Critical infrastructure protection

Protecting the BRI-designated critical infrastructures involves significant political,
organizational and procedural challenges because of the size and heterogeneity of the
countries involved, comprising 67 nations and over 60% of the global population.

The weakest link in a critical infrastructure chain ends up affecting the entire system-
of-systems.

Countries have their own resources, practices, philosophies of governance and local
specificities with regards to critical infrastructure protection. Neither is the BRI in any
position to impose minimum standards, like the EU did, because of its consensual form.
The BRI is also currently unable, from a political standpoint, to deepen intergovernmental
cooperation and institutionalize these relations in certain regions, such as Eastern
Europe, where it risks Western opprobrium.

Critical infrastructure protection within the BRI requires (Muresan and Georgescu,
2018):

- The planning, design, financing, building, operation and protection of new
critical infrastructure, possibly in very challenging security environments;

- The physical and cyber security of existing infrastructure designated as BRI-
critical, some of which stretch across several nations and continents;

- Maintaining confidence in the legitimate authorities of each nation and their
capacity to coordinate, on the part of citizens, consumers and investors;

- As a subset of infrastructures, it is vitally important to build and administer the
regional inter-connectors that enable the global nature of the BRI;

- To ensure business continuity and quality of life in the face of disruptive threats
which inevitably materialize;

- To achieve sustainable production and consumption patterns in order to maintain
the economic integrity of the system, but also perform function like protecting the
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environment.

The BRI's zone of action includes that of numerous pre-existing blocs (EU, ASEAN,
SCO, African Union, Eurasian Economic Community and others), making concerted
action more difficult. This is apparent in the anxiety with which European institutions in
Brussels have greeted the 16+1 partnership between China and Central and Eastern
European countries.

The BRI Member Countries must adapt CIP efforts to be as effective as possible
within the best possible framework which is also politically acceptable.

Fundamentally, there are a few key elements necessary for governance which are
feasible and effective even in the absence of institution building at BRI level. Such
instances include: private-public and private-private cooperation, academic cooperation,
civil society, bilateral ties between China and any one individual nation. The Think
Tank Exchange and Coordination network at the level of 16+1, coordinated by the
China Academy of Social Sciences, is also a possible vector for critical infrastructure
coordination and exchanges. These include:

- Common studies and risk assessment;

- Harmonizing CIP elements and practices;

- Exchanges and dissemination of knowledge and best practices;

- Advocacy for integrated CIP processes;

- Advising national leaders on the best way to manage Belt and Road Infrastructure
risk exposure;

- Advising national leaders on aspects of building a resilient system-of-systems;

- Bridge between private and public actors with security interests;

- Disseminating best practices through transnational companies.

This lines up well with the main elements of CIP efforts, especially as regards the
international level.

Piecemeal construction of such an effort, to the extent possible, will likely be a long-
term and complicated process, but necessary to achieve an all-hazards approach to
security governance in a challenging and rapidly changing environment. Moreover, CIP
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can also become a stabilizing factor for countries in Africa, Central Asia and elsewhere,
by supporting not just protection efforts, but also the decision-making processes regarding
future infrastructures, whose resilience can be improved from the design phase.

Conclusion

The Belt and Road Initiative is a complex undertaking which can be described as a
new framework for organizing existing infrastructures and building new ones of all types
with the goal of achieving new efficiencies in trade and investment. From the perspective
of critical infrastructures, the Black Sea occupies a strategic position within the BRI's
geography, being attractive, yet underutilized, and a challenge, as well as an opportunity.
The protection of these new critical infrastructures will be of vital importance and
require collective action at a level previously thought unimaginable, while also rewarding
practitioners with resilience.
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Potential of the Black Sea Region
in B&R Eurasian Economic Connectivity.
Role of Azerbaijan within the context of Silk roads

Introduction

Azerbaijan is geographically located on East-West and North-South corridors and
its territories were used historically by Silk Road caravans. Therefore, revival of the Silk
Road related initiatives in the contemporary period would not leave Azerbaijan outside
the plans and, on the contrary, would attempt to use the country’s transit potential and
natural resources as driver on its way of development from Asia to Europe and back.
It is obvious that Azerbaijan would also be keen to transform these opportunities into
benefits.

Baku-Thilisi-Kars railroad — a strategic project for Azerbaijan

The idea of establishing the Baku-Thilisi-Kars railway line to provide for an
uninterrupted railway connection between Asia and Europe was proposed in Ankara
during the (July 26-29, 1993) meeting of Joint Transportation Commission, after Turkey
closed down the railway segment extending from Kars (Turkey) to Gumru (Armenia),
because of the Armenian occupation of the Nagorno Karabagh region and the
surrounding territories of Azerbaijan. This effectively stopped the traffic from Baku to
Kars from both the Baku-Alyat-Culfa-Masis-Gumru-Kars railway line and Kars-Gumru-
Thilisi-Baku railway line (both start from Turkey and cross over Armenia). On July 20-
21, 2002, in Istanbul during the meeting of the Ministers of Transport of Turkey and
Georgia, the two sides signed a protocol for implementing the BTK (Baku-Thbilisi-Kars)
project and started the preparatory work. On June 14, 2004, President of the Republic
of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev in an official meeting in Georgia expressed his desire for
joining this project. On August 2, 2004, in Ankara, three partners of the project started
the exploratory works. At the Conference of Ministers of Transport held on November
14, 2004 in Baku, the three sides signed a joint statement on the project’s importance
and on incurring a regional character into the BTK railway project. On December 28
of the same year the three countries agreed to establish a joint working group on the
BTK. Since then, the negotiations for the functioning of this project were activated.
The Presidents of Turkey, Azerbaijan and Georgia, on May 25, 2005 — on the opening

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ceremony of the Azerbaijan’s part of the main export pipeline Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan and
laying the foundation of the Baku-Thbilisi-Kars railway line, issued a joint declaration
regarding the BTK railway connection. On September 19 of the same year in Ankara,
during tripartite meetings of working groups of railways and transport ministers a draft
agreement on the new railway link route was duly agreed by the coordinating council. On
December 25, 2006, Prime Minister of Georgia Zurab Nogaideli held one-to-one meeting
with the Prime Ministers of two other partner countries and decided to complete the
work on the documentation of the project by January 2007 and begin the construction
and restoration work. Finally, on February 7, 2007, in Thilisi the trilateral meeting was
held between the Presidents of Azerbaijan and Georgia and Prime Minister of Turkey
and the signing ceremony was held for starting the construction of the BTK railway link
making the summit as a memorable one between the three countries. On February 21,
2007, President of Azerbaijan signed the Decree on the measures for implementing
the regional BTK project. The construction of the Georgian section of the project was
initiated at Marabda with the participation of all three Presidents on November 21, 2007.
Later, there has been held a number of high level meetings to support the project.

The biggest challenge was obviously in funding. Georgia would never be able to
afford the construction of its section of the line by itself, whereas Turkey and Azerbaijan
were in a much stronger financial position. Therefore, the countries and mainly Georgia
started negotiations on international level. However, the USA, the World Bank, the Asia
Development Bank, the European Union, the European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development did not initially support the BTK project. The EU refused to finance the
BTK project, as it supported the re-opening of the Kars-Gumru-Thbilisi line. The US
congress prohibited the financing of the project by the American Export-Import Bank
under pressure by the project within Georgia. Azerbaijan, in this case, decided to support
its partnering country, Georgia, and took financing burden of the project’s Georgian part
on itself. With this decision of the Azerbaijani government, an international project has,
for the first time since the end of the Cold War, been financed in the Southern Caucasus
without the financial intervention of an international organization.

Since the inception of the BTK project many obstacles came-up to carry out this idea;
however, with strong determination and will, the BTK project work continued its progress
for creating a strong regional economic zone and a Caspian trade hub.? Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Turkey took active initiation in implementation of the BTK project and
launched the route Baku-Thilisi-Akhalkalaki-Kars. The BTK project, which is going to be
finalized this year, is going to be the largest regional railway project running from Baku to
Kars. This tripartite transport corridor would connect with the easternmost city of Turkey
on the borders with Armenia, then internally reaching Istanbul. It would connect with the
Marmaray railway tunnel constructed across the Bosporus strait, before reaching Edirne,
a city near the border of EU member countries Bulgaria and Greece. Though all three
states have witnessed multiple changes in their political system over the past few years,
at no point this has caused major disruption in the BTK regional cooperation project.
Although the Baku-Supsa oil pipeline provided the initial step for the regional cooperation
and for the transport of Caspian resources to Europe, the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan (BTC) il

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pipeline and the Baku-Thilisi-Erzurum (BTE) gas pipeline introduced significant changes
in the tripartite cooperation in the Caspian region and now the BTK is going to further
consolidate this tripartite partnership promoting regional cooperation.

At present, the BTK line has the capacity to serve 5 million tons of cargo per annum.
Should demand increase to 15 million tons per annum, a new track is planned to be
constructed. Meanwhile two lines of tracks are under construction in Turkey. It should
be noted that two lines cannot be constructed in some parts of Georgia because of
the mountainous terrain. But if capacity does increase to more than 15 million tons per
annum, the construction of a second track, or even a separate line, will be unavoidable.
Once the railroad is operational, Turkey, Georgia and Azerbaijan will benefit from a more
efficient transit route and other users will profit from a shorter and safer transit route. Via
the BTK, goods will able to reach Europe heading from South Korea and China within
15 days at most.

It is obvious that the shortening of a route does not always guarantee a reduction
in cost of cargo delivery times. The BTK’s shortening of the railway route certainly
increases its competitiveness but does not necessarily mean the creation of an
attractive transportation route in itself. This is why it is vitally important to attract more
private capital from the transit and logistics sector; private companies are perfectly
equipped to identify the project’s current shortcomings and help rectify them. For this
to happen, however, favourable regulatory and legal conditions have to be in place.
This is something Azerbaijani government is currently closely considering. Besides,
diversification is always good and one should not rely only on Chinese exports, as in that
case you can rise when China rises and decline when China does. Besides, the way
Azerbaijani government assessed the opportunities of the country is not only limited with
transit potential but contains also services and production potential also. Which means
that there is a systemized approach to the BTK railroad and its connection to land, air,
port facilities as well as logistical and industrial estates being built across the county.

It is obvious that Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) should play a significant role in the
development of these areas. Government alone cannot take on such huge financial
burden alongside other expenditures, especially during the fluctuating oil price. It is true
that OPEC members could agree to the end of last year on production cut but still
there is doubt that the oil price will get to high levels like it was just before the sharp
decline. To attract FDI into the country’s non-oil sector there should be created a proper
legal and regulatory framework as it was created for oil sector. As Production Sharing
Agreements (PSAs) are applied to oil sector, Public-Private Partnerships (PPPs) and
similar financing opportunities can be applied to non-oil sector. However, security and
the national quality of business climate or doing business should be considered first. In
fact, one can witness already signs of this as especially a presidential decree given on
November 30, 2016, on BOT (Build-Operate-Transfer) law, which meant exemption of
investors dealing with this type of scheme to pay state duties, as well as several other
decrees on privatization plans prove that Azerbaijan is on the right track. But the speed
of the reforms should be increased to be able to catch up with everything useful for the
country. However, one can understand the county’s caution, as it has been seen what
reforms of rail sector in Britain have caused to privatization of this sector, or in general
transportation and logistics, and one would say that it did not make it better in most
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cases.

The BTK railway is expected to carry 3 million tons of cargo per annum in the
medium term, increasing to 16.5 million tons of cargo and 1.5 million passengers per
annum by 2034. The railway will initially transport mainly ferrous and nonferrous metals,
coal, cotton, grain, sulphur, petroleum and petroleum products, machinery, food products
etc.

Local development and regional collaboration

Although the Baku-Supsa oil pipeline provided the initial step for the regional
cooperation and for the transport of Caspian resources to Europe, the Baku-Thilisi-
Ceyhan oil pipeline and the Baku-Thbilisi-Erzurum introduced significant changes in the
tripartite cooperation in the Caspian region and now the Baku-Thbilisi-Kars is going to
further consolidate this tripartite partnership promoting regional cooperation project.

A well-known expert on Caucasus has a good citation on bilateral cooperation
between Georgia and Azerbaijan, even though initially these words were used by John
Kennedy to cover something else: ,Geography has made us neighbours. History has
made us friends. Economics has made us partners, and necessity has made us allies.®
Turkey joining this neighbourhood, friendship, partnership and alliance made it even
stronger.

These three countries have collaboration nearly in all areas like energy, transportation,
military, education etc. It is worth saying that there is no other trilateral cooperation in
the world in terms of geographically neighbouring countries that could be so broad and
tight. The BTK will make the three nations get even closer in terms of values, traditions,
cultures and so on, which may result in the transformation of a giant, from the Black
Sea to the Caspian Sea, platform to be shown as an example to other neighbouring
countries.

In general, the BTK will strengthen the integration of the three countries involved,
connect Azerbaijan and Georgia to Europe, as well as Turkey to Russia and finally,
provide them with the opportunity to become important transportation hubs. Forecasts
indicate that the freight transport between Turkey and Georgia would increase by 4.75
million tons by 2036. Furthermore, one must not forget the contributions that the project
would make to the development of the cities on the railway line. Although Georgia is
a transit country in this project, with the help of the BTK project it aims to boost the
economies of problematic regions like Akhalkalaki and eliminate at least some of its
other internal problems that may arise in Javakhetia region also.

During a speech entitled ,Post-2015 Sustainable Development Goals®, given at ADA
University on October 3, 2014, Helen Clark* asseverated that leaders from around the
world, including the leaders of Azerbaijan, should not forget that one of the key issues
facing every developing country is that of sustainable growth based on sustainable
development. This includes the assurance of equality, creation of civil society and
protection of foreign investment. Clark paid special attention to economic diversification

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and issues of social stability while touching on the situation in Azerbaijan. Going back
just a few years, all the official data shows that the Azerbaijani economy was highly
dependent on oil revenues, although this was quite understandable in context. However,
the country has shrewdly weaned itself off its oil-dependency in recent years. As the
president of Azerbaijan stated in his speech at the 2" Global Shared Societies Forum
on ,Post-2015 Sustainable Development Agenda®, held in Baku on April 27-29, 2014:
.in Azerbaijan, we see sustainable development as planning for our future. We have
a development concept called ,Azerbaijan 2020: vision into the future®, where we set
out our main targets for sustainable development in our country for the near future. It
is necessary to diversify the economy for development, because oil and gas, which are
considered natural resources, were the main criteria of our success, of course. At the
present time, diversification is our top priority because you cannot create a large number
of jobs in the oil and gas sector.”

The diversification of its economy is of the utmost importance to Azerbaijan. The
money generated from the oil industry is paving the way for the favourable financial
conditions that will enable Azerbaijan to increasingly focus on economic diversification.
Interestingly, the first target of the push for diversification has beenin the oil and gas industry
itself. As Joseph M. Owen® pointed out in an interview with Impact Azerbaijan magazine
in 2012,” the fact remains that oil and gas are not going to be the drivers of new growth,
which means that economic diversification is clearly going to be critical to the country’s
future success. To that end, the World Bank Group has been working with Azerbaijan
towards restructuring the economy and trying to understand some of the obstacles and
constraints of non-oil diversification.® To be competitive in a non-oil dominated economy,
a country needs innovative technologies, new management practices, and better links
with global markets. That all adds up to the need for increased direct foreign investment
and the much-needed experience and knowledge it invariably brings with it.°> Matthias
Lucke™ notes the institutional challenges involved in diversification and the need for
clarifying the appropriate roles of the government and the private sector. There is no
doubt that the current level of government spending and investment in Azerbaijan is
relatively high in relation to projected revenues, which, according to Lucke, makes it
even more imperative to increase efficiency in these areas." It is worth mentioning that
an appropriate legal and regulatory framework has to be established to ensure better
and more efficient cooperation between the public and private sector in Azerbaijan and
the BTK project can partly contribute to the diversification of the Azerbaijani economy
and attract FDI.” However, some local experts still believe that the creation of better

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conditions for attracting foreign investment is not all that important. They state that FDI
is useful but it should not be considered the country’s main goal. Azerbaijan already has
the financial clout to strengthen local manufacturers and increase their competitiveness
in the global market.” Nevertheless, it should be mentioned that the creation of better
conditions for FDI simultaneously create a better environment for local investors as well.
Besides, FDI, along with closer collaboration between the public and private sector,
could lead to a reduction in public spending. There are numerous state-run services
and enterprises that could benefit from private investment whether it is foreign or local.
Officials from several ministries believe that Azerbaijan does not need more international
partners because it is sufficiently wealthy by itself; however Azerbaijan is nonetheless
ready for future cooperation and the government welcomes new initiatives™.

Government policy is always open to criticism and Azerbaijan is no exception. Some
local economists believe there is no alternative which could fully replace the oil sector.
Indeed, the country’s leading non-oil industries are actually indirectly funded by the oil
sector, including construction, tourism, and finance.” They argue for general reforms but
do not provide any specific measures and instead repeat commonly known suggestions.
They claim that the future development of the Azerbaijani economy, given the slowing
growth of the oil sector, will depend on the speed of any such reforms. The proposed
reforms include World Trade Organization (WTO) membership, faster diversification of
the economy, the development of small and medium enterprises, and the elimination
of existing barriers to foreign trade. They also claim that the lack of oversight over
government spending, lack of transparency in the implementation of state-run projects
and problems related to state procurement all create a significant risk of corruption.’®
Some of these issues have been touched on in recent statements by the Azerbaijani
president, who monitors these areas and regularly criticises and punishes government
institutions that do not fulfil their obligations. Private capital and the use of PPPs is
arguably one means of solving these problems as private investors necessarily require
efficiency and transparency. Again, the BTK could serve as a timely and attractive model
in this regard.

There is no doubt that the oil sector has created the basis for the further
modernisation of the Azerbaijani economy, the main priorities of which are laid out
in Azerbaijan 2020: Vision into the Future, which was approved by the Azerbaijani
president at the end of December 2012.” Among other things, the plan calls for ,new
industrialization®, the development of a culture of innovation, and an ,open door” policy
for foreign investment etc.” One such goal that the BTK could be helpful in realizing is

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the ending of Azerbaijan’s dependence on the export of hydrocarbon resources. Indeed,
as various commentators have observed, both the geographic location and availability
of the necessary infrastructure are essential factors for the formation of a transport hub
in the South Caucasus region. This is therefore an opportune time — while the BTK is
almost in its final stage of completion — to analyse the development of the additional
infrastructure needed to create not only a regional hub, but the relevant logistics
capabilities and industrial zones needed to support the BTK throughout the whole of
Azerbaijan. Azerbaijan can still use its sizable oil and gas revenues to stimulate the
development of its non-oil economy and revive non-oil trade in the region. That in turn
will help it restore its historical position as a commercial hub along the ancient Silk Road.
By 2030, the country could become a prosperous regional hub in Central Eurasia, but
for this to occur Azerbaijan needs to set out a comprehensive strategy for sustainable
development over a longer period. It would be overly optimistic to believe that the BTK
project alone can fulfil the target of diversifying the Azerbaijani economy. Nevertheless,
the successful implementation of the BTK in its current form and the establishment
of the necessary conditions to further expand the line and its attendant infrastructure
could help significantly accelerate a new legal framework to attract private sector
investment. This, together with other relevant measures, would ensure that the goals
set out in ,Azerbaijan 2020: Vision into the Future® are reached. In 2014, the conference
wAzerbaijan—Georgia—Turkey: Trilateral Alliance and the Future of Regional Politics*
was held under the initiative of the Center of Strategic Studies under the President of
Azerbaijan. One of the main recommendations to emerge from the post-conference
evaluation report was the importance of increasing economic freedom in the region.
The report also recommended that the rule of law be strengthened and property rights
guaranteed. In addition, the regulations for starting a business should be simplified in
order to attract foreign investment.™

Azerbaijan fully intends to improve the conditions for doing business by enacting
business-friendly legislation and pursuing pro-business policies. Furthermore, it intends
to ensure that investors’ rights are better protected. The fair enforcement of the law and
formation of effective mechanisms to ensure the supremacy of the law are to be central
to government policymaking.?® Azerbaijan should make more effort to promote economic
growth away from the oil and gas sector. In order to do this, it needs to attract more
foreign investment and make its markets more accessible. One way of achieving these
goals would be the creation of special economic zones (especially close to its borders
and in its provinces, which would stimulate local growth) and the introduction of better,
less ambiguous legislation.?’ The current parlous state of the oil market only highlights
the urgent need to secure alternative funding for economic growth and development,
the most obvious source of which is, of course, private capital. If Azerbaijan wants to
become a regional transit hub it simply must undertake certain courses of action. The
state is fostering an intensive strategic plan that includes, inter alia, the simplification
of procedures in order to eliminate important obstacles, such as cost and time, as well

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as the construction and restoration of infrastructure in line with international standards.?
Currently, Azerbaijan has three major infrastructure projects under development: the
Baku-Thilisi-Kars railway; the Baku International Sea Trade Port (in Alyat) currently under
construction; and the recently completed upgrade of Heydar Aliyev International Airport.?

The principles of sustainable development should not be forgotten when considering
the creation of additional infrastructure. Complaints of bureaucratic obstacles, a
dysfunctional public sector and corruption are to be found all over the world. It is
perhaps worth noting that in this regard Azerbaijan has made considerable headway
by: a) the automatization of the majority of services thereby eliminating corruption
through decreasing personal contact between citizens and public servants and b)
the introduction of ,one-stop shops®, which have proven so successful in numerous
other countries.?* To this end, the government established the State Agency for Public
Services and Social Innovations and its ASAN services, which in Azerbaijani means
,easy”. This new state agency aims at ensuring optimal quality of public services for the
people of Azerbaijan and generally making state services more readily accessible.?® The
introduction of the ,one-stop shop“ model in relation to obtaining construction permits,
customs-related issues, and several banking-related activities could help dramatically
improve the situation.

Certain improvements to Azerbaijan’s railroad system are also needed in the drive
for economic development and diversification. There have been some encouraging
actions in this regard and several improvements have been made or are being planned.
Under the Government’s Rail Investment Programme, there are plans to rehabilitate
tracks, replace signalling, upgrade the power grid, and acquire new locomotives for the
East-West corridor.?® The successful exploitation of the BTK will partly depend on how
Azerbaijan Railways CJCS (ADY) deals with the opportunities that arise from the BTK.
As the World Bank noted, ADY (Azerbaijan Railways Closed Joint-Stock Company)
management expects a surge in demand from the new rail link and maritime port in
Alyat, which would generate more traffic and in doing so help stimulate the economy.
These developments are important but comprehensive market analysis is required to
determine the possible areas for sustainable development. It is obvious that ADY can
no longer rely on government subsidies and needs to be commercialized. The World
Bank (WB) carefully analysed the model for transforming Lithuanian Railways and tried
to apply the same model to Azerbaijan. The WB also played a part in the renovation of
the railroad itself. This has led to an increase in the average speed of trains from a mere
25 km/h to a brisker 47 km/h.?” The WB has been encouraging ADY’s administration to
draw up a business plan with a view to accommodating, adapting to and profiting from all
the upcoming changes. The majority of ADY’s profits are from the transit of oil products.
That said, oil will largely be transported by pipeline since it is only currently operating at
up to 60% of capacity. The railway is only to be used as an emergency back-up measure.

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This is why the WB is encouraging ADY to consider alternative ways of generating future
income. Certainly, the containers shipped via the BTK can help offset the losses from oil
transportation. The bulk of cargo from Central Asian countries will be shipped to Alyat
via the Azerbaijan Caspian Shipping Company and will then be transported via the BTK.

Regional and Global Benefits of the BTK

Certainly, Baku-Thbilisi-Kars railways will provide individual benefits to the three main
hosting countries. For Azerbaijan, the BTK will provide an alternative for transporting
locally produced goods to Europe in addition to the present connections through Iran
and Russia. The road will provide the country the opportunity to develop as a regional
transportation hub. Besides, by automatically excluding Armenia from its coverage, the
BTK will pressure that country to end its occupation of Azerbaijani territories. For Georgia,
the BTK will provide the country with an important railway link to Europe. Presently, the
only railway connection that Georgia has to Europe is via Abkhazia through Russia. The
problems that Georgia has with these two regions increase the importance of the BTK
for Georgia. The BTK will also enable Georgia to take full control of its Javakhetia region
that is densely populated with ethnic Armenians. Besides, as in the case of Azerbaijan,
the BTK will also provide Georgia with the chance to become a regional transportation
hub as well as earning income for the country from transit fares. For Turkey, the BTK will
strengthen the country’s position within the Asia-Europe transportation corridors. It will
connect Turkey to Russia through Tbilisi. The BTK will increase Turkey’s connections
and access to the Central Asian countries, basically those of which are Turkic speaking
countries.

In general, the BTK will strengthen the integration of the three countries involved,
connect Azerbaijan and Georgia to Europe, as well as Turkey to Russia, and finally,
provide them with the opportunity to become important transportation hubs. On the other
hand, the railway line will compete with Georgia’s Black Sea ports. This is a point for
serious consideration by that country. However, new traffic might also be generated for
Georgian ports as a result of the BTK. The ultimate net effect is yet to be calculated.
Forecasts indicate that the freight transport between Turkey and Georgia would increase
by 4.75 million tons by 2036. Furthermore, one must not forget the contributions that the
project would make to the development of the cities on the railway line. Although Georgia
is a transit country in this project, with the help of the BTK project its aim is to boost
the economies of problematic regions like Akhalkalaki and eliminate at least some of its
other internal problems that may arise in Javakhetia region also.

Baku-Thilisi-Kars project is going to solidify the relationship between the regional
countries and open up several other avenues in the silk ways and will play central role
in the transformation of the region. BTK project will considerably strengthen the position
of Azerbaijan, and Baku will become the gateway for connecting Asia with Europe as
it was during the ancient Silk Road days. It has got the potential to become a trade
hub on the Caspian Sea region but definitely this needs to be articulated in a clear
vision which might be possible within the application of ‘Azerbaijan 2020: Vision into the
future’ Development Concept. In fact, emerging international importance of railways in
transportation of passengers and as well as cargo has been observed by Azerbaijani
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officials since the country’s independence. Therefore, as continuation and part of the
great oil strategy they decided to invest into the BTK since the beginnings of 1990s.
Therefore, the BTK is more than a railway project but part of the country’s strategy.
After many years of experience in the oil exploitation and production Azerbaijan decided
to move from oil to non-oil sector development. To diversify its economy, its officials
realized that after exploration and exploitation of oil, its transportation, its sale, attracting
of funds to the State Oil Fund, it was high time to invest into non-oil sector. This is
very crucial for the country that was ranked recently 37" by Global Competitiveness
Report 2016-2017 of the World Economic Forum for its sustainable development and
competitiveness features. Even though there are still some challenges on this way, in
general the country seems to be successful on its way towards this direction that has
highlighted in ‘Azerbaijan 2020: Vision into the future’ Development Concept 4 basic
areas: transportation, agriculture, IT and tourism. In the transportation sector, there
has been done plenty of work. For the time being, the country has 5 international and
domestic airports, new renovated central railway station, newly built central bus station
and recently expanded Haydar Aliyev international airport.

As to European and other countries, even though the BTK is not being considered as
a rival for Northern and Southern transportation corridors it is believed that, if facilities
are provided properly, they will prefer the BTK over others due to inconsistency, security,
embargo and sanctions available on those roads. For this to happen, Azerbaijan as well
as the other 2 countries and even those which are across Caspian, like Kazakhstan,
Turkmenistan and others should develop their hard as well as soft infrastructure. It is
believed that the soft infrastructure is difficult to create, because of its nature. Regional
and National Planning should be coordinated; public-private partnerships is a great idea
but it is not that easy to implement and it takes time, and one should be careful of
implementing these instruments without appropriate knowledge, legal and regulatory
framework, etc.

There is a need to cooperate in the multidimensional way and include more states
that are going to benefit from this ongoing regional project. This will also increase
the cooperation within the region and addressing regional challenges for maintaining
regional peace and security. To make this happen and to permit other countries benefit
from the BTK, Azerbaijan has given a concessional loan to Serbia so that the country
could develop its transportation and road infrastructure. There are some more countries,
such as Montenegro, Macedonia, which is also currently considered by Azerbaijan to
be attracted to the continuation of the BTK towards Europe. All of these mean that
Azerbaijan is keen to expand the geographical limits of the BTK and combine it with
European railway roads. Though it is difficult to predict the future challenges of this
region, however, the most important factor that needs to be taken into consideration
on how things will develop in the Eastern Partnership countries, especially the political
developments in Ukraine, may matter a lot. But a dividing line should not be drawn
among the countries, which is unfortunately happening within the region.?®

Future relationship between the regional countries with the Eurasian Union and with
the European Union will pose challenges for the regional projects and their prospects.

For example, if South Caucasus state Armenia follows the Eurasian Union and Georgia
moves more towards the European Union then there will be numerous problems with
various new arrangements. Also there might be some undesired implications for the
region but if nothing of such developments takes place in the near future then peace
can be maintained within the region thus developing cooperation in various ways. Any
radical policy could increase the risk of chaos in the region decreasing the scope of any
regional formation. Though many things depend on the external factors for developing
the regional growth and maintain peace, nonetheless, regional projects need to continue
its progress addressing various challenges for the regional development.

Other possible challenges that need to be addressed while developing the tripartite
projects like BTK are to reduce the customs hassle for increasing the trade and economic
connectivity. At present, border regulations are too stringent and it is necessary to make
them much simpler and faster. Visa processing also has to be much quicker for tourism
and business purposes. Another very important issue that needs to be addressed is
that the smaller cities and towns should be given the focus along with the bigger cities.
Besides, banking procedures which are at present too complicated posing challenges for
smooth trade and commercial activities have to be made simpler and easier to conduct
faster and proper trading and commercial activities. For developing successful regional
projects there will be a need for greater interdependency with one-another and unified
objectives have to be encouraged and common policy needs to be adopted for getting
benefit and progress.

Transport is widely recognized as one of the most important sectors of the EU
economy. The establishment of reliable and alternative routes by which to access markets
in the Eurasian region and promote the development of their supporting infrastructure
is wholly in the EU’s best interests.?® Azerbaijan prefers multilateral programs to bilateral
relations, and defines the scope of its involvement according to those areas in which the
EU and Azerbaijan have mutual interests. Through the development and strengthening
of relations in academic, scientific and technical fields, there is, in the long term, the
possibility of a spillover effect in other areas of potential cooperation between the EU
and Azerbaijan. Closer cooperation with other EU countries in promoting the BTK line
would not only lead to an increase in freight but improve the international reputation
and standing of Azerbaijan. There is no doubt that Azerbaijan is interested in increased
cooperation with the EU and working towards expanding trade between the two parties,
although it still remembers the EU’s initially indifferent approach towards the BTK when
the project was first proposed.

Azerbaijan will need to join the WTO in order to operate within the EU free trade
regime.* The achievement of this goal is contingent upon Azerbaijan’s ability to carry out
some significant reforms aimed at a greater liberalisation of its economy.®' Nevertheless,
extreme changes of this kind, such as those undertaken in Greece, are not recommended
because political and social stability has to be of paramount importance given the tense
geopolitical situation in the region. The economic liberalisation of Azerbaijan should be

performed incrementally and without sacrificing its national interests. Besides, there is
currently no clear or unified political vision for the wholesale liberalisation of the country.
In any case, Azerbaijan has to perform a delicate balancing act caught as it is between
the larger regional powers.

One thing that is certain, however, is that all the countries in the region would benefit
from a BTK operating at full capacity. As the Ministry of Economy and Industry of
Azerbaijan points out, the BTK project would even have knock-on benefits for Russia.
If the BTK project is successful, it would help attract more inland transit from oceanic
transit routes and the extra cargo could be shared with the Tran-Siberia project. Indeed,
the possible synergy between these two projects is of great potential in itself.*? This
again shows that once the BTK becomes operational it will increase cooperation rather
than foster competition between the countries of the region.

It is widely acknowledged that Azerbaijan coped admirably with the financial crisis
of 2008. Azerbaijan’s ability to overcome the global financial crisis — greater than
that of any other post-Soviet country — was fuelled by the following two factors: the
underdevelopment of its financial sector and the domination of the oil and gas sector
within the national economy. Notwithstanding, the diversification of the economy should
be accelerated. If oil prices continue to remain low and a new financial crisis emerges,
it is doubtful that Azerbaijan would be able to weather it as successfully as it did in the
2008 crisis. Actually, the fact that the Azerbaijani manat was devalued twice in 2015
only proves that a new crisis may be looming. The cure for such a crisis is simple: more
private investment in the public sector and more diversification of the economy. But in
order to attract private capital, the country has to first of all establish a suitable legal and
regulatory framework and introduce structural reforms. Some research has shown that
any such reforms are far from welcome in Azerbaijan. Azerbaijan has demonstrated little
interest in developing far-reaching relations with the West, e.g. in the form of extensive
and comprehensive free trade agreements. There is little that the EU, in the form of the
European Union Association Agreement for example, or the US can offer the oil-rich
country.®

However, one should not agree with this position. As it has been previously mentioned,
Azerbaijan is different to, say, Armenia and Georgia in that it actively seeks out partnerships
and cooperation to suit its interests. It is only where any such cooperation, possibly in the
form of an agreement or treaty, is in conflict with its national interests that the Azerbaijani
government will likely choose to go it alone (as it happened at the Riga Summit in
2015%). Nevertheless, objective factors such as low oil prices and the gradual depletion

Therefore, Azerbaijan sent its remarks on the Riga Summit’s
declaration to the EU. The main remark on the declaration’s text was that it didn’t say that the Nagorno-Karabakh con-
flict should be resolved based on international law, in particular, in accordance with the resolutions of the UN Security
Council. In other words, Baku is growing dissatisfied with the lack of progress in resolving the Nagorno-Karabakh
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of natural resources, should force Azerbaijan into implementing the necessary changes.
Indeed, these have already been outlined in Azerbaijan 2020: Vision into the Future.
Revenues from the oil industry have helped boost the country’s economy. Political and
social stability should remain the ultimate priority but the benefits offered by cooperation
with the EU and participation in the WTO should no longer be ignored. All the changes
recommended to Azerbaijan have been under consideration for some time. Nevertheless,
the unfavourable situation with the oil market should galvanise Azerbaijan into effecting
these changes more quickly with the assistance of the EU, which is expressly interested
in improving its relations with Azerbaijan. In this regard, closer cooperation with experts
from EU Member States and accelerating its membership of the WTO would help swiftly
and painlessly introduce the necessary changes (and reduce the negative impact of low
oil prices on the Azerbaijani economy). Azerbaijan is presently pursuing a strategy of
cooperating with different EU countries in the form of bilateral relations.

The role of the Caspian Sea ports

The Caspian Sea is the largest inland sea in the world and is surrounded by five
states: Azerbaijan, Iran, Kazakhstan, Russia, and Turkmenistan. These countries are the
main maritime traders in the Caspian region.* Since Azerbaijan does not have a land
border with any of the Central Asian states, maritime transportation via the Caspian is of
key strategic importance.®* There are ten major ports in the Caspian Sea, not including
the region’s smaller ports. Out of these ports, four belong to Iran (Anzali, Amirabad, Neka,
and Noshahr), three to Russia (Astrakhan, Makhachkala, and Ola), and one each to
Azerbaijan (Baku), Kazakhstan (Aktau) and Turkmenistan (Turkmenbashy).*” The leading
countries in cargo handling are Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan and Iran®. Aktau is Kazakhstan's
major Caspian Sea port. Along with the Port of Turkmenbashy, it is also Azerbaijan’s
gateway to the Central Asian and East Asian markets as part of the TRACECA route
(Transport Corridor Europe-Caucasus-Asia). The development of this port has important
strategic implications for Azerbaijan’s future transport links with Central and East Asia,
particularly with China.®

It is worth reiterating that Azerbaijan has invested heavily in upgrading the logistical
capabilities of its neighbouring countries. For example, on August 14, 2014 a ceremony
for the ,Signing of the Memorandum of Understanding on Aktau — production and
logistics centre“ was held in Baku. It was signed by Azerbaijan Export and Investment
Promotion Foundation (Azpromo), Azersun Holding and the JSC Free Economic Zone
established as part of Aktau Seaport. According to the memorandum, the construction
of the centre would be carried out by Azerbaijan Azersun Holding and would be built at

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and incorporated into Aktau Seaport. According to the Ministry of Economy and Industry
of Azerbaijan, the establishment of the centre would contribute to the development of the
non-oil sector in Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, increase the volume of trade and expand
economic cooperation between the two countries. This objective is important in terms of
the development of transport infrastructure, expanding export and transit opportunities in
the region, and increasing the volume of international freight.*°

It should be noted that a state-of-the-art ferry terminal at Baku Sea Port is already
operational. The port was transferred to Alyat, just south of Baku, and was commissioned
in 2015. It is estimated that its freight capacity will gradually be increased to 25 million
metric tons and 1 million containers per year. The creation of such infrastructure is
contributing to the development of trade and transit links between Asia and Europe along
the Silk Road route, as well as resulting in more efficient use of the transport and transit
potential of the Caspian region.

To exploit the full potential of its relations with other Central Asian countries,
Azerbaijan requires a comprehensive and forward-looking regional strategy.* It would be
beneficial to further develop an institutional framework for establishing regional schemes
of cooperation and lifting the barriers hindering economic activities, especially those
concerning transnational transportation. Although improvements to regional infrastructure
are being made, variations in transport-related legislation and the loose coordination of
cooperation among the respective legislative bodies in the region is decreasing the
effectiveness of the regional transport corridor, causing unnecessary delays in cargo
shipments. Transport related legislation needs to be harmonized and brought into line
and there needs to be much better all-round communication and coordination throughout
the South Caucasus Central Asia corridor in order to increase its efficiency: quite simply,
speediness is the most valuable advantage of any transport corridor. Reducing the
fees for transportation services throughout the corridor and standardizing them to the
maximum possible degree by all the participant states would also make the route more
attractive. Any decrease in income resulting from such a reduction of fees would be
amply offset by the increase in the volume of transported goods.*

The latest developments in sea transport are extremely positive. These include not
only the improvements made to CASPAR (Azerbaijan Caspian Shipping Closed Joint-
Stock Company), but also the development of other sea ports around the Caspian Sea,
such as the expansion of the ports at Turkmenbashy and Aktau, among others. Aktau
sea port has had some problems with its ro-ro terminal, but the expansion of the port
should ensure faster services and increase the attractiveness of its cargo-handling
capabilities.

The successful development of the above-mentioned ports will certainly have a
positive impact on the growth of cargo transportation in the Caspian Sea and proves that
Azerbaijan is on the right track with the development of the Alyat sea port.* To conclude,
the development of sea ports is of pivotal importance in ensuring the full potential of the
region as a major transit hub. A lot of work has already been done, but there is still a

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considerable amount to do. The initiatives of the Azerbaijani government, however, are to
be commended. Recent conferences, such as those held in Baku,*/*¢ Thilisi,*” Ankara*
and Astana,* provide encouraging evidence that Azerbaijan, along with its neighbouring
countries, are moving in the right direction not only in promoting the BTK project, but in
doing all the necessary groundwork to optimize its operation.

Baku International Sea Trade Port hub

Special attention should be paid to the city of Alyat and the sea port which is under

construction there. Two important transport corridors converge in Alyat, i.e. the North—
South and East-West corridors. This is why Alyat was considered the perfect place to
establish a regional hub. The BTK will only strengthen the position of the hub in tandem
with a new airport for Alyat.* The development of inland ports is important for the region.
UNESCAP (United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia Pacific) recognises
this fact, which is why it analysed the various places where a regional hub could be
located in Azerbaijan, such as Astara (near the border with Iran), Sumgayit, Kuba and
others. However, Alyat is widely considered the ideal location for the establishment of a
regional hub.%" On September 22, 2014, part of Baku port’s operations was transferred to
the new port in Alyat. Once construction has been fully completed on the port in Alyat,
the present port in Baku will serve only as a passenger terminal.2 Some experts are
concerned that the planned size and capacity of Alyat port may be too large (the port
could cover a total area of up to 600 ha — in contrast, the area of the port of New York
and New Jersey is around 400 ha).®® The current area of the Alyat port, however, is also
around 400 ha. The port’s existing territory includes not only port infrastructure but also
a logistics zone with all its related infrastructure, etc. A logistics centre of around 115
ha will be developed as part of the port in two stages. The first stage will consist of an
area covering 50 ha, while the second stage will cover an area of 65 ha. Experts believe
that Azerbaijan’s border and inland dry ports, the new International Logistic Centre (ILC)
at Alyat will play a pivotal role in international multimodal transportation and the Euro-
Asian supply chain via Azerbaijan. However, its success in the logistics market will be
dependent on Azerbaijan’s policies towards its border and inland logistics zones. In other

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words, a strong domestic and regional logistics network and logistics market must be
sufficiently developed in order to provide a successful foundation for the Alyat project.
The port will act as a major logistics hub in the Caspian region, serving European and
Asian markets, as well as being part of an extensive international logistics network
linking Europe and Asia. Instead of becoming one node in the supply chain, Alyat ILC
should aim at becoming the major consolidation/distribution centre in the region, serving
the markets of the South Caucasus, Central Asia, Iran, South Russia, and Turkey.

The regional hub of Azerbaijan has to find its place within the international
transportation chain and supply system. There is no doubt that Alyat will play a significant
role in the development of the transit and logistics sectors in Azerbaijan in the nearest
future. To create greater synergy and attract more investment, the creation of a Free
Economic Zone (FEZ) in Alyat should be seriously considered. Besides, it is self-evident
that the development of some form of logistics park or centre as part of the sea port is
crucial and should be established without any further delay.

Prospects for Baku International Sea Trade Port as a free zone

A port is essentially a point where goods are transferred from one mode of transport
to another. In an era of economic globalization, ports are evolving rapidly from being
traditional land/sea interfaces to providers of complete logistics networks. This means
that ports have had to face many challenges due to unpredictable environmental changes
and trends in the shipping, port and logistics industries. Most ports should pay attention
to the following challenges and emerging issues:

- globalization of manufacturing and outsourcing;

- global trends in restructuring logistics networks and repositioning of regional
andjor local distribution centres;

- rapid growth in the volume of seaborne freight, especially containers;

- emerging spoke-hub system in global shipping service;

- increase of transhipment cargo and competition among ports and terminal
operators;

- introduction of mega size containership;

- increasing competition among hub ports;

- emerging global terminal operators and their growing market share;

- one-stop shopping and intermodal transport strategically linking oceans,
railways, roads and inland waterways;

- increasing role of ports in international supply chain management and logistics
network structures;

- increase in productivity and efficiency of ports;

- high cost and constraints for developing port facilities.*

To cope with all these challenges, ports around the world have been trying to develop
their infrastructure, especially container terminals and related facilities, and to expand
hinterland through introducing free trade zones with the aim of developing hub ports and
international logistics centres. In addition, many ports have been carrying out reforms

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such as restructuring port governance, deregulation, and adopting private and public
partnerships.®®

To ensure the success of Alyat port’s free zone, the big picture needs to be thoroughly
considered and strategic planning carefully taken into account.% There is no doubt that
the establishment of FEZ territories would have a beneficial impact on job creation,
exports, foreign exchange, tax revenues, and the transfer of technology, among other
things. It is self-evident that that the establishment of a flexible FEZ in Alyat would reap
enormous benefits. Certainly, the successful development of FEZs in different countries
requires specific local issues to be addressed and policy guidelines to be defined.
There are numerous things that have to be carefully assessed: macroeconomic factors,
location and operational factors, the development and positioning of a Free Trade Zone
(FTZ), mapping and understanding trends in global trade and foreign direct investment,
identifying national development goals, establishing regional development plans and the
related role of the FTZ, undertaking a SWOT (Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities and
Threats) analysis and logical framework analysis, among other things.%

According to a recent analysis of the current state of affairs, Alyat port free zone could
become a cautionary tale of how not to reap the maximum benefits that the favourable
geographical position of the zone provides through poor decision-making. This insight
arises from an analysis of the current situation and subsequent recommendations by the
WB Group on developing special zones. With three decades of developing free zones
behind it, the WB Group clearly believes that the success or failure of a zone is linked
to policy, incentive framework, and how it is located, developed, and managed®. To a
considerable extent, zone initiatives determine their own destiny from the start, with the
establishment of policy frameworks, incentive packages, and various other provisions
and bureaucratic procedures. Several main policy issues commonly related to sub-
optimal zone performance include:

- Uncompetitive fiscal incentives;

- Restrictive controls on zone activity and cumbersome regulations;

- Exclusion of merchandise processed in zones from entry under bilateral and
regional trade agreements.*®

The Alyat port can, of course, be a highly successful project but only if is developed
in close conjunction with other infrastructure projects. Azerbaijan’s broad vision should
include an integrated FEZ development model that encompasses all of its ports,
airports, logistics centres and other strategic transport and non-transport projects.®
This is essential in the light of regional trends: For example, a major development of

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Turkmenbashi port is planned. At the final stage, the whole area of Turkmenbashi port
up to Avaza along the Caspian Sea shoreline will be turned into a Free Economic Zone.®
The port of Poti in Georgia, the ports of Anzali and Amirabad in Iran and the port of Aktau
in Kazakhstan have already obtained free/special economic zone status.“ Aktau Seaport
SEZ is considered one of the most successful examples in the region. lts attractiveness
can be measured by the following details. Firstly, the territory of the Aktau Seaport
Special Economic Zone (SEZ) consists of 6 sub-zones and coastal areas. The total
area of the SEZ is 2,000 ha.®® This is vast by any standards and cannot be compared
to the territory of Alyat seaport's special zone, which consists of only 100 ha (with
the possibility of extending it to 400 ha). The size of a special zone can be of huge
importance. For example, the Anzali free zone stretches within range of Anzali city,
covering approximately 3,200 hectares of land and extending two kilometres from the
coast.®® Secondly, Aktau Seaport SEZ benefits from having clearly stated priorities.
Applicants must fulfil certain requirements so that their products or services comply
with decree 703, approved by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan on May
13, 2009:

- Production of household electrical appliances;

- Manufacture of leather;

- Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products;

- Manufacture of rubber and plastic products;

- Manufacture of other non-metallic mineral products;

- Iron and steel industry;

- Manufacture of fabricated metal products;

- Manufacture of machinery and equipment;

- Production of petrochemical products, as well as related products, related
industries and technologies;

- Warehousing and support activities for transportation;

- Manufacture of basic pharmaceutical products and pharmaceutical preparations;

- Manufacture of electric motors, generators, transformers and electricity
distribution and control apparatus;

- Manufacture of wiring and wiring devices;

- Construction and commissioning of facilities designed specifically for
the implementation of activities in accordance with the design and estimate
documentation.®
This unambiguously states that the main purpose of the zone is to create an industrial

zone for manufacturing. Its well-developed surrounding infrastructure only makes it more
attractive from the perspective of foreign investors. Under current legislation, the Seaport
Aktau SEZ offers a number of tax benefits to make it an even more enticing option for
potential investors: companies are exempt from corporate, land, and property tax. The

SEZ also has its own customs regime which exempts enterprises operating within its
territory from customs duties and non-tariff measures. The Kazakh government provides
the necessary infrastructure, further lowering the cost of doing business in the zone and
allowing companies to immediately get to work. Tax and customs preferences include:

- corporate income tax — 0%;

- land tax — 0%;

- property tax — 0%;

- VAT on imported goods — %;

- customs duties — 0%;

- rent for the land - 0. ®

The advantages of this zone are:

- exemption from taxes and customs duties;

- construction of infrastructure with public funds;

- common customs area with Russia and Belarus;

- favourable geographical location, situated at the intersection of the TRACECA
transport corridor and the North-South access to the Caspian Sea;

- a favourable business climate, protection of investors’ rights;

- full support for projects from start to production.

Most of these advantages could also be introduced in the Alyat special zone, albeit
with even better benefits and preferences. It should be noted that these ports would
benefit more from working as partners rather than competitors. A proper logistics
network requires the development of all its parts; one port cannot generate much income
without another.

The World Bank believes that an FTZ could be established within the territory of
Alyat port (Singapore would be a good case in point).*”

To sum up, joining the WTO is one of the most important factors for the economic
growth of Azerbaijan. But prior to joining the WTO, a successful FEZ could be established
in the country, although Azerbaijan would necessarily need to align its FEZ policy with
WTO rules and regulations. The most important thing is that a new legal framework
on FEZ regulation should be introduced in Azerbaijan without any further delay. This
would help improve the performance of already established special zones and create
opportunities for establishing new zones. This, in turn, would help liberalize Azerbaijan’s
economy and bring it into line with the global market economy.

China’s Belt and Road Initiative and the
importance of Azerbaijan to this initiative

The idea of a revived global New Silk Road has been referred to by the Chinese
President, Xi Jinping. Several years ago he announced that China would accelerate
the construction of the Silk Road Economic Belt and the Maritime Silk Road (officially

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the 21 Century Maritime Silk Route Economic Belt) and strengthen cooperation with
the countries involved, the number of which was initially around 48. The president also
declared that China would undertake some major related projects and commence
construction of the ,One Belt and One Road“ as soon as possible. Xi Jinping won
deserved plaudits for his declaration of China’s readiness to help partner countries with
infrastructure projects, including transportation, electricity and telecommunications. He
announced that China would provide foreign aid and facilitate private capital for those
participating in the construction of the ,One Belt and One Road".

Furthermore, Beijing also disclosed its plans to promote a policy that encourages
Chinese banks to lend money to other countries along the planned route. This was in
addition to what China has already promised its Silk Road partners: USD 1.4 billion for
developing port infrastructure in Sri Lanka, USD 50 billion in infrastructure and energy
deals in Central Asia, and USD 327 million in general aid for railway lines, highways, water
conservancies and power facilities in Afghanistan. Moreover, with the aim of ensuring the
resources to help finance all of this, China established a multilateral financial institution
called the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AlIB). On October 24, 2014, China
officially recognized the bank along with 21 other signatories. Azerbaijan enthusiastically
welcomed these initiatives when it signed the Articles of Agreement that form the legal
basis for the bank on June 29, 2015; in April 20186, it contributed USD 245 million to the
bank (0.2541% of total shares).

Apart from the AlIB, the Chinese President also set a Silk Road Fund with the aim of
directly supporting the construction of the ,One Belt and One Road“. Consequently, on
December 29, 2014, the Chinese government established the fund and pledged USD 40
billion to it. The owners of the fund are the State Administration of Foreign Exchange,
Export Import Bank of China, China Investment Corporation and China Development
Bank. To date, the fund has invested USD 1.65 billion in the Karot hydropower project
and other hydropower projects in the region as part of the China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor (CPEC) ® (owing to the corridor's geographical position, where the Belt and
Road meet, CPEC is expected to include South Asia, Central Asia, the Middle East and
China, and directly benefit about 3 billion people in the whole region), and acquired
9.9% of the Yamal LNG project, a liquefied natural gas project in Sabetta, located
north-east of the Yamal Peninsula, from Novatek® (the fund also signed an MoU with
the Vnesheconombank, the Russian state development bank, and the Russian Direct
Investment Fund, to jointly invest in infrastructure construction and industrial cooperation
projects, especially in the electricity and energy sectors).

Like China, Azerbaijan has invested heavily in its own infrastructure as well that
of the neighbouring countries involved in the development of the railroad project.
Azerbaijan’s SOCAR (State Oil Company of Azerbaijan Republic) plays an important role
in the development of the region and the company has invested vast sums of money in
Georgia, Turkey, Greece, Ukraine and other regional countries.

The Baku-Thbilisi-Kars project is extremely important for China because it will allow

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the movement of goods and passengers in both directions — from China to Europe and
from Europe to China —in a much shorter period, as well as significantly cut transportation
costs. In this regard, Azerbaijan and China share a strong bilateral interest not only when
it comes to energy but also transportation. The recent visit of the Azerbaijani President
to China is clear proof of this.

Azerbaijan is extremely keen to develop bilateral relations with the Caspian littoral
states on the basis of mutual respect and trust. Such cooperation will hopefully enable
the country to link its ports across the sea and integrate the Caspian littoral states into
the New Silk Road. The Caspian Sea is in fact a link in many international and regional
projects and the development of transport corridors. On September 22, 2015, Azerbaijan
commissioned a ferry terminal as part of the first phase of the new Baku International
Trade Sea Port. The President of Azerbaijan declared at a summit of the Caspian littoral
states in Astrakhan that the port’s initial capacity would be 10 million tons and 50,000
containers per year. Upon completion of the third phase of the port, scheduled for
the end of 2018, the port’s capacity will rise to 25 million tons of cargo and 1 million
containers.

When Azerbaijan started to build a new port in Alyat, other Central Asian countries
likewise began planning to regenerate their ports. Azerbaijan is in a very tense geopolitical
position. It is surrounded by two major powers: Iran to the south and Russia to the north.
The route to Europe passes through Turkey, where the political situation is volatile and
tense. The political situation in Georgia, Azerbaijan’s only friendly neighbour, is not as
stable as it is in Azerbaijan. Furthermore, the unresolved conflict with Armenia over
Nagorno-Karabakh and the other occupied territories hinders Azerbaijan from carrying
out some of the changes it would like to make in order to develop and better adapt itself
to the exigencies of the modern world.
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Assessing Iran’s significance
for the Belt and Road Initiative

Introduction

In 2013 Chinese President Xi Jinping announced one of China’s most ambitious for-
eign policy and economic initiatives. He called for the building of a Silk Road Economic
Belt and a 21* Century Maritime Silk Road, collectively referred to as the Belt and Road
Initiative. BRI, as China’s foreign policy spearhead, has aroused the attention of the
countries in the Belt and Road continents. Firstly, because in one way or another China
is proposing these countries to play their own share in the initiative; and secondly, due to
the consideration that has been induced by China that the early bird catches the worm.
That is the reason why either some competition is seen between India and Pakistan, or
the EU countries are concerned about UK’s run in this race.

Meanwhile the Islamic Republic of Iran with a highly discernible geopolitical situation
is seen not only as a target of the Belt and Road Initiative, but also as a ,must-be-
passed-through“ hub of it. Although some countries would attempt to find a constructive-
ly made geopolitical importance through BRI infrastructures and linkages, Iran is already
a geopolitical power.

Since the purpose of this article is to provide a comprehensive view of Iran in the
Belt and Road Initiative, the following research question guides this study: How Iran’s
significance in the Belt and Road Initiative is assessed? In order to find an answer, the
mentioned question is addressed in two parts. In the first part, China’s attention to Iran
is addressed as the initiator of the initiative; and in the second one, Iran’s significance in
this initiative is assessed upon its own potentialities.

The present article mainly argues that Iran is both a target of the Belt and Road In-
itiative and a player; where it is playing its share potentially and practically, respectively.

The Belt and Road Initiative from China’s prism

In 2013 Chinese President Xi Jinping announced one of China’s most ambitious foreign
policy and economic initiatives. He called for the building of a Silk Road Economic Belt
and a 21% Century Maritime Silk Road, collectively referred to as the Belt and Road Initi-
ative?. Since October 2013, China has made efforts to improve relations with neighboring

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countries. The principles of China’s foreign policy interactions with neighbors in the coming
years are ,friendship, sincerity, benefit, and tolerance;* and the Maritime Silk Road (MSR)
is set to become the diplomatic artery or bridge between China and its neighbors®.

BRI, as China’s foreign policy spearhead, has aroused the attention of the countries
in the Belt and Road continents. Firstly, because in one way or another China is proposing
these countries to play their own share in the initiative; and secondly, due to the consid-
eration that has been induced by China that the early bird catches the worm. That is the
reason why either some competition is seen between India and Pakistan or the EU coun-
tries are concerned about UK’s run in this race.

China envisions the creation of infrastructural networks (especially railway and ports)
as well as ,capital convergence and currency integration® in the regions through which the
Silk Road runs (the renminbi is ever more widely used in Mongolia, Kazakhstan, Uzbeki-
stan, Vietnam and Thailand). China has already made major investments in what it deems
to be ,major ports* leading to the European market. One such example is the 10-billion
dollar deep-water port in Crimea, which aimed to create a transit point for Chinese goods
coming to Europe that circumvents Russia. Needless to say, since the Russian annexation
of Crimea, this project has been stalled by the Russian authorities, purportedly for ,envi-
ronmental reasons” (Tiezzi, 2014). The scope of cooperation in the Belt and Road Initiative
is defined in five factors of connectivity: policy communication is an important guarantee;
connectivity of infrastructure is a priority; investment and trade cooperation is an important
content; monetary circulation is an essential support; and understanding between people
is the foundation. (Ge, 2016: 18) Financial integration is yet another important aspect of
implementing the Belt and Road Initiative. Financial cooperation is very important in build-
ing a currency stability system, investment and financing system, and credit information
system in Asia (Guogiang, 2015: 160).

As Su Ge writes in his article ,The Belt and Road Initiative in global perspective®, ,The
Initiative conforms to the trends of multi-polarization, economic globalization, and the infor-
mation age and it will help promote the orderly and free flow of economic factors, efficient
allocation of resources and in-depth integration of markets... In response to the problems
and challenges faced by the world economy, and to seek new impetus for development,
countries need to find new sources of growth, and break the bottlenecks constraining
economic development®. (Ge, 2016: 10)

He strongly argues that ,The China-proposed Belt and Road Initiative is by no means
for the development of China alone, rather it coincides with current world trends and meets
the demands of most countries in the 21 century”.

The implementation of BRI will help promote the coordination of economic policies of
the countries concerned, promote broader and deeper regional cooperation, and create
an open, inclusive, and balanced regional economic cooperation framework with shared
benefits. It will unite the forces of various parties, build connectivity, broaden sources of

as a strategic priority of the Chinese leadership. The Belt and Road Initiative hangs on four interrelated objectives:
Improving regional infrastructure, increasing regional economic policy coordination, removing barriers to trade, and
encouraging cultural ties to build support for the broader project. The blueprint lays out a set of transportation, energy,
and telecommunication infrastructure projects, coupled with plans for increased regional diplomatic coordination,
financial integration, and cultural exchange (Zimmerman, 2015: 7).

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income and reduce expenditure, create new sources of growth, revitalize economies, and
achieve win-win outcome. Therefore, international cooperation to jointly build the Belt
and Road can be regarded as positive exploration of new models of global development
and governance. (Ge, 2016: 10)

China’s attention to Iran

China’s support during Iran’s nuclear deal is not deniable for Iranian policymakers.
Furthermore, China was a good friend for Iran during the sanction days. Therefore,
Iran in its post-JCPOA days tries not only to have a look to the West, but also to keep
a balance in its relations towards the West and the East. China is eagerly pursuing to
strengthen its ties with Iran, but why is Iran so important for China?

As ,Sputnik International” reports, ,lran is not only a prospective supplier of oil and
natural gas, but also the key geostrategic region for the China-led New Silk Road project*
(2016). The mentioned report in ,Sputnik International“ arouses the issue of ,China’s
pivot to the Middle East and most notably Iran® (lbid.).

According to John Garver’s analysis, ,China remains one of Iran’s strongest allies on
the Security Council, and also its most likely supplier of technology and assistance, built
on decades of close economic and military relations”. Sara Hsu also argues that under
the motto of ,noninterference in internal affairs®, China is convincing the international
community of its ties with Iran (2016). The Islamic Republic, and indeed China, construct,
through rhetoric and confidence building measures, a relationship marked by friendship,
trust and cooperation (Joharchi, 2014).

China has always considered Iran as an economic and security pillar in Asia, both
historically and contemporarily. During past time, Iran and China — the main pillars of
the Great Silk Road and the Persian Royal Road (Strathern, 1993: 13), played a very
significant role in connecting trade routes. At recent time also, Iran as a pivotal country in
the region is under China’s special attention. Conceptual explanations for this pivot are
as following: Primarily, China is seeking new security architecture building within which
regional powers are the security providers; Secondly, Iran is the only stable country in
West Asia which can be counted on as a security provider; Thirdly, considering Iran’s
geopolitical situation, it is one of the main pillars for the Belt and Road Initiative.

Its pivotal approach towards Iran has made China shift from limited partnership
(Wuthnow, 2016: 2), to a strategic one (Iran Daily, 2016). China and Iran also co-operate
on the development of Iran’s numerous energy fields and also on the capacity to access
greater resources. Chinese national companies such as Sinopec, CNCP (Chinese
National Petroleum Corporation) and CNOOC (Chinese National Off-shore Oil Corp) are
some of the top firms working with Iran. This interest in energy accumulation and access
is also prevalent in, and key to, wider regional interests in the development of pipelines
to compete with western and Russian-sourced energy transportation lines across the
region. (Paul, 2012).

Iran in the Belt and Road Initiative

»ran and China are two pillars of the New Silk Road, like the two plates of a dumbbell;
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the route is going to connect these two plates,” said Su Ge, President of China Institute
of International Studies*. Therefore, Iran is not only a piece of puzzle for China’s BRI, but
it is also a destination for it.

In a complementary expression, Iran is not only a destination for energy provision,
but is also an access route for connecting to the Middle East and Eurasia. China has
defined six corridors® for the Belt and Road Initiative in three main directions. One of
them is Northern Europe, Russia, Central Asia and China. The second will link the
Mediterranean and the Persian Gulf through West and Central Asia with China, while
the third will connect South Asia, the Indian Ocean, and Southeast Asia with China
(Guogiang, 2015: 158 — 159).

All the three mentioned directions have some relations to Iran. The first one, while
passing Russia and five Central Asian countries, surrounds Iran’s routes which will all find
their way to Iran. In other words, the firstly mentioned direction leads the routes from the
eastern parts of Asia towards Iran’s neighborhood. The second direction, as mentioned
above, links the Mediterranean to the Persian Gulf, the most strategic area in Iran. And
the third direction, upon a maritime connection, leads an access from the Indian Ocean
to Chabahar Port in Iran.

In addition, it is noteworthy quoting a report that was published in Press TV Website.
According to that report, Chabahar Free Trade Zone which is on the coast of the Gulf
of Oman is the closest point of Iran to the Indian Ocean, and Iran has devised serious
plans to turn it into a transit hub for immediate access to markets in the northern parts
of the Indian Ocean and Central Asia (2016). The new Silk Road can also be seen as
the re-articulation of Persian and Chinese specifically, and Asian generally, progress
and success. It builds on the previous, ancient, model of internationalization to compete
in a globalized world. The Belt does not just provide much needed access to markets,
trade opportunities and investment and development. It provides security through
interdependence, and recognition of Iran as a regional super-power (Korybko, 2015).

China’s projects in Iran

»1ehran has been most receptive to Chinese infrastructure projects, hoping it will
help make Iran a key trading hub between Europe and China. Earlier this year, the
first freight train from Eastern China — traveling through Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan
— completed the journey in just fourteen days, compared to forty-five days by sea. Sino-
Iranian trade increased from 4$ billion in 2003 to 52$ billion in 2014, and Tehran hopes
to boost that figure to 600$ billion over the next decade” (Wilson, 2016).

»1he first freight train from China arrived in Tehran in February 2016 in the wake of
China’s One Belt, One Road project which has seen ongoing investment in overland rail
across central Asia. This, plus Iran’s landmark nuclear agreement with the West in 2015,
has paved the way for deals with France and Germany for a much needed modernization

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of the country’s railway network and provided a boost to Chinese-Iranian trade“ (Farchy,
et al., 2016)

China has defined four main infrastructure investment projects in Iran, which are:

1. Tehran — Mashhad Electric Railway Project;

2. Tehran — Qom — Isfahan High Speed Rail Project;

3. Chery Iran Auto Industry Park;

4. Chabahar Port.

In the following section, there are some explanations about the extent of each
project’s implementation.

»1ehran-Mashhad electric railway will cover the 926-kilometer distance between
Tehran and Mashhad in 6 hours with a maximum speed of 200 kilometers per hour.
The project is scheduled to be completed within 48 months. Plans to further develop
the railway through a 15-year period in order to carry 35 million passengers per year
are also being considered“ (Mapna Group, 2016).

»1ehran — Qom —Isfahan High Speed Rail Project has been invested by the Bank of
Industry and Mine through China Export and Credit Insurance Corporation (Sinosure)
and the China Railways Engineering Corporation (CREC). With the implementation of
the 375- kilometer Tehran-Qom-Isfahan express railway which will be completed in
four years the distance will be reduced to 90 minutes® (Iran International, 2015).

As the newest achievement in the implementation of the Belt and Road Initiative,
the Chery Iran Auto Industry Park will make a significant contribution to economic
and trade cooperation between China and Iran (Financial Tribune, 2016). Having
maintained the top Chinese automaker with the highest export for 12 consecutive
years in 2015, Chery accelerates the market expansion in Eastern Europe, Western
Asia and Africa as the Chinese government has implemented ,One Belt and One
Road"” (Silk Road Economic Belt and 21 Century Maritime Silk Road) strategy since
2013 (Hao, 2015).

With regards to Chinese investment in Chabahar Port, although there are no
public figures, the Chinese researchers and policy makers announce that there is
investment in Chabahar Port. In fact, in 2013 China offered Iran 60 million euro for the
port’s construction; then in 2014, a financing process was initiated; in 2016, an oil port
construction contract was signed, with a value of 550 million USD.

Besides all above, Iran is connecting Chabahar Port to neighboring countries and
other provinces inside the country through railway projects, which would lead Iran to a
higher level of gravity in connecting routes. ,On May 23" 2016, the Presidents of Iran
and Afghanistan and the Prime Minister of India signed a trilateral agreement to develop
a transport and trade corridor from India to Afghanistan via the port of Chabahar in
Southeast Iran, while Iran and India also signed a series of bilateral agreements which
include Indian support for the development of the port and a 600-kilometer rail link
to the existing Iranian network at Zahedan® (Railway Gazzette, 2016). Investment in
Chababhar is turning it into Iran’s major deep-water port outside the Strait of Hormuz
that is populated by Gulf States hostile to the Islamic republic. Chabahar would also
allow Afghanistan to break Pakistan’s regional maritime monopoly (Dorsey, a, 2017).
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Iran’s gravity for the Belt and Road Initiative

Iran’s gravity for the Belt and Road Initiative is rooted in its geopolitical moment,
and its security provisions. These two elements work as heavily positive assets in an
assessment of BRI's achievements. Although some countries would attempt to find a
constructively made geopolitical importance through the Belt and Road infrastructures
and linkages, Iran is already a geopolitical power. Iran’s noticeable moment in the Great
Silk Road was also derived from the same elements. In other words, the study of Iran’s
position as a pillar of the Great Silk Road is a proof of its gravity in the modern-time
weight in the Belt and Road Initiative.

Iran in the Great Silk Road

The history of the Silk Road pre-dates the Han Dynasty in practice, as the Persian
Royal Road, which would come to serve as one of the main arteries of the Silk Road,
was established during the Achaemenid Empire (500-330 BCE). The Persian Royal
Road ran from Susa, in North Persia (modern day Iran) to the Mediterranean Sea in Asia
Minor (modern day Turkey) and featured postal stations along the route with fresh horses
for envoys to quickly deliver messages throughout the empire. Herodotus, writing of the
speed and efficiency of the Persian messengers, stated that:

»1here is nothing in the world that travels faster than these Persian couriers. Neither
snow, nor rain, nor heat, nor darkness of night prevents these couriers from completing
their designated stages with utmost speed.“ (mentioned by: Mark, 2014).

Apart from the Persian Royal Route which was developed long before the Great
Silk Road, the Great Silk Road also passed by Iran, connecting the East to the West.
Considering the importance of the Persian Empire and the Persian Royal Route, the
Great Silk Road is highlighted mostly upon the efficiency of connecting the East to
Persia.

As another complementary example, in his book entitled ,The Silk Road (Central
Asia, Afghanistan and Iran)“, Jonathan Tucker has described all the routes passing by
Iran, explaining the main East-West Silk Road across Iran, as well as the Ray-Tabriz Road
and the Rey-Hamadan Road (2015).

While history reveals the vital and undeniable role of Iran in ancient era, Iran’s
geopolitical position has engendered the spirit that it bears during the time. Therefore its
magnitude is not confined to a specific era and does not expire.

Iran’s geopolitical importance

In his research paper for US Army War College in 1966, Colonel Jesse Benjamin
Hollis finely points out the importance of Iran’s geopolitical position for what was later
raised, after 47 years, as the Belt and Road Initiative.

»lran occupies an important position in the area commonly referred to as the Middle
East. It forms a bridgehead on the way to Central Asia, bars the way to India and points
the way to Africa and Europe® (Hollis, 1966).

Iran is the 17" largest country and the 16" most populous country in the world
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(Stratfor, 2011). Iran’s southern coast stretches the length of the Persian Gulf through
the Strait of Hormuz and out into the bay of Oman offering Iran easily exercisable hard
power in the relatively narrow Gulf and Strait of Hormuz (Rice, 2013).

Iran is strategically located in the Middle East, sharing land borders with 15 countries,
and it has maritime accessibility on its northern and southwestern regions. Therefore it is
a country that can play a crucial role in China’s New Silk Road initiative given its access
to extensive delivery routes connecting to the Middle East and Eurasia.

Geo-strategically Iran is a key node of the Silk Road project which runs through the
north of the country that has key access to open seas (Ortega, 2015). According to
Dorsey ,Iran’s strategic advantage is nowhere more evident than in global competition to
shape the future architecture of Eurasia’s energy landscape” (Dorsey, b, 2017).

In his literature entitled ,Iran’s surprisingly strong geopolitical hand®, while describing
Iran as a pivot point for BRI, James M. Dorsey argues that ,with the development of Iran’s
Chabahar port and the undersea Iran-Oman-India pipeline that would potentially create
an alternative Asia-to-Europe energy corridor, Iran is well-positioned to play both ends
against the middle“ (Dorsey, b, 2017). He further explains that Iran can adopt a key role
in the trans-Atlantic community’s effort to strengthen relations with India as an antidote to
the rise of China (Dorsey, b, 2017). In his paper, entitled ,Jran’s strategic position* Steven
Rice concludes that:

»ran holds a position of immense strategic importance for the three major powers in
the world today (the U.S., China, and Russia) as well as a regional importance among
the nations of the Persian Gulf both militarily and geopolitically. It is, in effect, a border
between the interests of East and West that will serve as either a catalyst for war and
use of traditional hard power or as a conduit for economic, political and cultural soft
power”,

Iran as a security provider

Located in a very important geostrategic and geopolitical area, Iran is both a target
of the Belt and Road Initiative and a player. In case of both, Iran’s most important role
is defined in its security provisions, since it is an anchor of peace and stability in the
region. It not only has never initiated a war, but has always played the role of a stability
provider and a model of stability. While our neighboring countries were experiencing
radical problems that were caused by ISIS and Al-Qaida and some other violations such
as the one against Yemen, Iran was the peace anchor of the region.

In order to mention the root causes of Iran’s peace and stability it is noteworthy that
according to its foreign policy principles, the Islamic Republic of Iran is bound to the
rejection of all forms of domination, both the exertion of it and submission to it, as well
as to the maintenance of mutually peaceful relations with all non-belligerent states. Iran
is a democratic country which not only is practicing democracy, but is also promoting
its democracy level. Therefore Iran’s power and assertiveness leads it to active and
purposive partnership for providing international and regional stability and security; and
managing challenges and crises for promoting global peace and security.

In a region where non-state actors or monarchies are noticeably visible, Iran is a
democratic country where presidential elections are done every 4 years. Public policy is
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gradually improving and political participation is widely seen in the country.

Beyond its borders, Iran seeks to enhance its regional and global stature; to promote
its ideals, including Islamic democracy; to expand its bilateral and multilateral relations,
particularly with neighboring Muslim-majority countries and nonaligned states; to reduce
tensions and manage disagreements with other states; to foster peace and security
at both the regional and the international levels through positive engagement; and to
promote international understanding through dialogue and cultural interaction.

Since one of the main challenges which the Belt and Road Initiative is exposed
to, is security issues, the role of a security provider in the region is vital. In case of
both maritime routes and landmass connectivity Iran is definitely considered as a block
against terrorism and radicalism and with promoting its model of stability, Iran plays a
multidimensional role in the region.

Conclusion

As mentioned above, Iran with a highly discernible geopolitical situation is seen not
only as a target of the Belt and Road Initiative, but also as a ,must-be-passed-through”
hub of it. Located in a very important geostrategic and geopolitical area, Iran is both a
target of the Belt and Road Initiative and a player; where it is playing its share potentially
and practically, respectively.

Against the background of big differences in the regional commitment to development
and prosperity, and in the countries’ geopolitical and administrative capacities, Iran’s
importance is highlighted once again for the Belt and Road Initiative. Although some
countries would attempt to find a constructively-made geopolitical importance through
BRI infrastructures and linkages, Iran is already a geopolitical power. The starting point
of its share in the initiative would add value to the prosperity of the region and the better
implementation of the Belt and Road Initiative.

Therefore as a main pillar of BRI, Iran is considering not only its own interests, but
also the security and prosperity of its neighborhood. Consequently a crucial factor that
will determine the success or failure of the Belt and Road Initiative is undoubtedly the
extent of Iran’s dynamism.

Iran’s magnitude is not confined to a specific era and does not expire; but still
strengthens through its dynamism. However, a noticeable hesitation remains that is
derived from Iran’s feeling of being neglected in China’s Belt and Road Initiative. Although
China always talks about win-win achievements for all, in its Belt and Road Initiative, some
skepticism is aroused upon China’s mere attention to strengthen maritime connectivity
and connect China’s Southern Sea to the Mediterranean Sea passing through the Indian
Ocean, as well as find alternative routes for Malacca Strait. While China is focused on
these unilateral goals, Iran feels neglected in the Belt and Road Initiative. A prominent
example in this regard is China’s ignorance about the North-South International Corridor
which builds Iran’s connectivity’s spinal cord.

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The economic aspect of
Bulgaria-China bilateral relations

When analyzing the bilateral relations between the Republic of Bulgaria and the
People’s Republic of China (PRC), one cannot help but get impressed by the traditionally
sound foundations on which these relations rest, beginning with the fact that Bulgaria
was the second world country, after the Soviet Union, to recognize officially the PRC on
October 3, 1949.

Following a brief stagnation in the early 1990s, the political life gradually stepped up,
including on the highest possible level. As far as Bulgaria is concerned, this was only
logical because of the huge potential that the Chinese market was beginning to develop
and the economic prosperity that this Asian state was beginning to enjoy.

In its strife to attract Chinese investments, as well as in its competition with the rest of
the Central and Eastern European countries (CEEC) to attract the attention and the rec-
ognition of Beijing, Bulgaria has always attempted to demonstrate its advantages on the
basis of particular figures. Regardless of the fact whether they demonstrate the proper
criteria for investment on the Bulgarian market in the tax legislation, or the availability of
cheap raw materials and of cheap but fairly well qualified labor force, the problem, which
has not even been defined as such, is that there are some differences in the approaches
to communication, to the negotiations, and to building trust and confidence between the
two nations.

Last year, the Chinese foreign direct investments managed to reach a record level,
getting to the tune of $ 200 billion. The European Union continues to be a priority des-
tination for the Chinese investors. In 2016, the Chinese foreign direct investments in the
EU amounted to over 35 billion euro, which was 77% higher when compared to 2015. On
the basis of its completed transactions, amounting to 11 billion euro, Germany is said
to be the largest recipient of investment, holding 31% of the total Chinese investments
in Europe.

The first meeting between the Chinese and the CEEC heads of government was held
in 2012. This meeting has become part and parcel of the ,,16+1“ cooperation platform
and, as such, has been playing an integral part in the management and the encour-
agement of this partnership for the purpose of speeding up economic development
(along with the humanitarian relations). Bilateral trade has been on the ascendant and
bilateral investment has been spreading over an increasing number of sectors. In 2014,
the volume of trade between China and the CEEC exceeded $ 60 billion representing
an almost 50% increase when compared to 2010. The Chinese direct investments in the
Central and Eastern European countries have reached $ 5 billion thus providing signif-
icant employment and development opportunities to the local population. The Chinese
Prime Minister, Li Kegiang has officially announced the establishment of an investment
fund for the purpose of funding CEEC projects.

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The negotiation of memoranda, as well as Bulgaria’s announcing its willingness to
actively participate in the ,,16+1“ platform, as well as in the Belt and Road Initiative, are
considered to be a precondition for the improvement of bilateral economic relations.

The ,16+1“ initiative has already been properly institutionalized. Basing itself on the
sectoral cooperation between the participating countries, Bulgaria has managed to posi-
tion itself as coordinator in the agricultural sector. An Agricultural Cooperation Promoting
Center between China and the countries of Central and Eastern Europe was set up in
Sofia in 2014 for the purpose of strengthening bilateral and multilateral cooperation be-
tween China and the CEEC in the area of agriculture and foods by means of identifying
and selecting some key areas for these countries, as well as by encouraging effective
interaction between the Bulgarian and the Chinese economic entities. This coopera-
tion promoting center constitutes, in effect, a platform for planning and fostering real
cooperation between real people in the area of agriculture, such as associations and
companies, the harvesting and the production processing enterprises, food, beverages
and agricultural machines producers, as well as traders and investors in the said sectors.

It is agriculture that turned out to be the economic sector in which Bulgaria has the
potential to develop medium-sized and even large businesses with Chinese companies
on a mutually advantageous basis. Bulgarian agriculture is a traditionally well-developed
economic sector; it is well-regulated and also well-disciplined. The Bulgarian agricultural
produce is top quality (on a global level, too) and, therefore, sells very well. In actual fact,
agriculture is an economic sector which, if promoted and managed properly, in addition
to the current exports to China (including alfalfa and rose oil in the main), this sector
could attract from the Celestial Empire large investors having the resources, the spirit,
and the discipline which, if transferred to Bulgaria, could create added value to the two
countries. This, in turn, could further expand the capacity, the markets, and the Chinese
influence in Europe. Currently, however, there is an underlying problem that prevents
the Chinese companies from developing agricultural business in Bulgaria; this problem
involves some fears based on the lack of sufficient information, as well as mistrust.
Therefore, the already existing mechanism, i.e. the Agricultural Cooperation Promoting
Center, which was set up under the ,16+1“ cooperation platform, should concentrate, in
the first place, on raising awareness, and then — on building trust and confidence among
the individual participating entities from the two countries.

Outsourcing is yet another economic sector that could attract Chinese investment.
Currently, this is a sector of enormous potential; firstly, because it is underdeveloped;
and secondly, because of Bulgaria’s advantages as an EU Member State. A reasonable
future working option could involve the following: a Chinese (or a non-EU) company
willing to put its production on the European market could bring along to Bulgaria its raw
material(s) or semi-finished products, it could process these in this country to the final
product, and then sell the final product on the EU market, without any customs duties
or any other constraints.

We could cite here a successful outsourcing example involving the Chinese SVA
(Shang Guang Dian): in 2008, the first year when it really started operating, the company
earned a profit exceeding $ 12 million provided that less than 50% of the total number of
orders had been finalized. The SVA sold the finished products in France and Spain. This
example is meant to demonstrate the advantages that Bulgaria has had since its acces-
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sion to the EU because, when the SVA first registered in Bulgaria in 1996, the company
did not really operate here in the course of more than 10 years as it could not avail itself
of the advantages which Bulgaria has been having following its accession to the EU.
The particular success in this case involves a wise combination of the Chinese and the
Bulgarian cheap labor, on one hand, and selling the final products in the European Union
where the purchasing power should not be underestimated. There is here, however, an
additional beneficial factor that should be of major significance to every investor: this is
the derogation from the EU production quotas as the final products were not imported to
the European Union directly from China.

The very fact that a number of world renowned companies, such as HP, Coca-Cola,
IBM, Google, SAP, Microsoft, etc. have outsourced some of their production processes
to Bulgaria is yet another proof of the qualified work force and the suitable business
conditions that this country has to offer.

Tourism and the Bulgarian spa resorts constitute another promising sector. Due to
Bulgaria’s excellent geographical features, this sector is yet to grow. In 2017, the Bulgar-
ian Ministry of Tourism set up a Tourist Information Center in Shanghai for the purpose
of targeting the Chinese tourist market as an element of the further development of the
Bulgarian tourist sector, which has been provided for in the National Strategy for Sustain-
able Tourism Growth in the Republic of Bulgaria 2014-2030, as well as for the purpose
of organizing, in this country, ,New Silk Road"” related initiatives.

The Belt and Road Initiative, which is perceived not only as an infrastructure project
but also as a platform for inter-cultural communication and exchange of experience and
expertize, has undoubtedly the potential, as well as the impetus, to produce a positive
effect on the relations between Bulgaria and China. The Chinese culture and history, the
Chinese traditional medicine, the Chinese martial arts, and the Chinese philosophy are
of interest to all Bulgarians. Therefore, the improvement of the cultural understanding (by
means of reducing the differences) is bound to contribute to the economic aspect of the
two countries’ bilateral relations.

Conclusion

Currently, Bulgaria is in a stage of development that offers a lot of opportunities
for partnership with China, as well as with a number of other countries. Therefore, it is
important to maintain proper coordination under the ,16+1“ platform because this plat-
form covers a particular region including a number of varied sub-regions that have to
be targeted by means of varied plans and action. The policy lines of the ruling political
parties should be marked by continuity and sagacity so that they could prevent repelling
the potential investors. The visa issuance process, intended for the potential investors,
should be also simplified and generally improved and this should be adopted as an in-
tegral element of the already mentioned policies. As far as the investors are concerned,
they should be well prepared in advance so that they could avail themselves of the local
partners’ assistance that offers added value to the particular investors’ activities.

The media should also be positive in covering the investments made or expected to
be made on the local market as such coverages could have a ,snow ball* effect, mean-
ing that they could attract future investors to the particular country. Currently, Bulgaria is
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in ,the happy medium® and, should this country be able to preserve its economic stability,
to conduct the right policies, and to gain, at the same time, new expert skills, knowledge
and additional experience, it could become again a leading country in this region.

Both Bulgaria and China have particular positive qualities that the opposite party
does not possess. Identifying the right way for the two countries to share their mutual
advantages is going to depend on the governments, the businesses and the people of
the two countries. History, however, has taught China that everything that is worth the
effort is bound to happen at the right time, on the right place, and given the right people.
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The Bulgarian tourist sector in
the context of the Belt and Road Initiative

In the context of the dynamic development of the Chinese Belt and Road Initiative,
which should be interpreted not only as an economic and infrastructural project but also
as a platform for understanding and improving the cultural (people-to-people) relations,
the tourist sector is going to play an ever more significant role.

This sector accounts for some 10% of the world GDP ($ 7.6 trillion) and, in addition,
every 11" job position has to do, in one way or another, with it. In 2016, the global num-
ber of tourists was 1.235 billion people and this number is expected to rise to 1.4 billion
by 2020. The data available indicate that the trend of the number of tourists since 1995
has been on the ascendant. Their number over the next 13 years is expected to reach
1.8 billion people.

The tourist sector has to take into consideration the following information:

- The affordable airline tickets and globalization have seemingly reduced the long
distances for travellers;

- The individual countries — as a brand, are already competing on a global, rather
than on a local level;

- »,The Silk Road“, which has an enormous potential, has already been placed on
the agenda.

From a marketing perspective, we have to note that you can buy a tourist product but
it is the tourist experience that you are going to cherish in your memory. This experience
is sort of specific aggregation of cultures, people, and geographic realities. In the con-
text of modern tourism, quality is firstly achieved in relation to the product; this quality
is then attached to the performance of the relevant service; and only then do we get to
the higher quality level of the experience itself. It was not accidental that Henry Miller,
the writer, used to say that a tourist destination is never simply a place; it is a new way
of looking at things. The expert community is unanimous in saying that ,The Silk Road*
has been one of the most important routes in human history over the centuries. This road
is often connected with iconic celebrities, such as Alexander the Great, Dzhan Tszyan,
and Marco Pollo.

The resurrection of ,The Silk Road” in the form of the Belt and Road Initiative which
runs across over more than 60 countries has the ambition to create a connecting rail-
way and highway network, gas pipelines, and logistics zones from China to Europe. The
potential market that is going to be of a covered type is going to encompass more than
half of the world population, 75% of the known energy reserves, and 40% of the world
GDP. This information is sufficient to just outline the gigantic size of this civilization proj-
ect which is considered to be the Chinese response to civilization. In this context, Dr.

Over 30 countries, among these Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bangladesh, China,
Croatia, Egypt, Georgia, Greece, Iran, Iraq, Israel, Spain, ltaly, Romania, Russia, Turkey
and, of course, Bulgaria situated along the Silk Road have been working on this project
by means of exchanging experience and good practices in the tourist sector, including
by trying to answer the question as to how we could increase the contribution of tourism
in order to attain the UNO Sustainable Development Goals. Bulgaria has also been very
active in this regard which could be attested by the fact that this country played host to
the Second International Workshop entitled ,Along the Western Silk Road” which was
held on July 26-27 this year in Sofia. This event was organized jointly by the Bulgarian
Ministry of Tourism and the World Tourism Organization of the United Nations (UNWTO).
It was an element of the much wider tourism promoting initiative entitled ,Along the West-
ern Silk Road*, and is also a joint cooperation project between UNWTO and DG GROW
(the Internal Market, Industry, Entrepreneurship and SMESs’ General Directorate of the
European Commission). It is aimed at resurrecting the heritage existing along the Silk
Road, which can be also found across Europe. From this perspective, the tourist sector
could largely contribute to the attainment of the 17 Goals, among these the provision of
new jobs, poverty reduction, gender equality, innovations, infrastructure, etc. However,
in order that this could really happen, the tourist sector has to be properly managed.
Owing to the efforts put forth by the UNWTO, a Silk Road Action Plan was mapped
out in 2010 during a conference held in the town of Samarkand in Uzbekistan. This plan
was formulated on the basis of three key elements. The first element was marketing and
promotion. According to the Forbes Magazine, ,The Silk Road” initiative is, in effect, a
brand which is as recognizable as are Coca Cola and Disney. On the other hand, the
UNWTO enquiries indicate that, currently, it is among the most widely discussed tourist
routes. The second element involves capacity building and capacity managing. This ele-
ment is aimed at facilitating the businesses in their decision-making and strategic plan-
ning on the basis of organizing individual fora, such as the Silk Road countries’ ministers’
meetings and the meetings of target or working groups. There is yet another factor here
deserving due attention; it involves the offering of training courses for the tourist sector in
the Silk Road context. The third element involves the set of travelling facilities, including
visa formalities and the provision of direct flights between the individual countries.
The initial analysis has indicated that Bulgaria has been doing fairly well chiefly be-
cause of its strengths which are as follows:
- a relatively good geographic location;
- highly competitive in terms of prices;
- relatively high level of security;
- good opportunities for the development of traditional products in a traditional
environment;
- profound satisfaction with the essential elements of the experience as a tourist
destination;
- availability of large amounts of (unorganized) information on the development
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of tourism, etc.

The weaknesses of the Bulgarian tourist sector include:

- pronounced seasonality of tourism;

- formation of the national competitive advantage on the basis of extensive
utilization of tourist resources and low factor costs;

- low average occupancy rate;

- low average income per tourist a day

- dwindling length of stay;

- insufficient institutional capacity, etc.

There was an option that Bulgaria managed to avail itself of. These are Bulgaria’s re-
lations with influential international tourist organizations enabling this country to actively
participate in the global development of tourism in order to be able to position itself as a
tourist destination, as well as to provide support to its tourist sector.

The current visa regimes, however, along with the travelling facilitation, indicate that
there is still a lot to be done to this end. Bulgaria should also avail itself of the opportunity
to take part in the formulation, as well as to participate in the already existing platforms,
for example, in the Silk Road Events and Heritage Map. Currently, Bulgaria is taking part
in this platform with its custom called ,Surva“.

If we analyze the Chinese tourists, we could arrive at the conclusion that a package
of cultural, culinary and shopping tourism is going to do a good job, by satisfying, at
the same time, the business requirements of a couple of sectors, including the travel
agencies and airline companies, the hotels, the guiding companies, the restaurants, the
souvenir shops, and the tourist companies (provided that the groups of tourists are large
enough), etc.

The political elite, together with the experts in the Bulgarian tourist sector, should
be aware of the fact that we need to develop ,a tourism* targeted at markets that have
not been on our priority list thus far. We need to take into consideration the size and the
growth rate of these markets because the latter could turn them into a global factor in
the management of the tourist sector. This has been stipulated in the Strategy for Sus-
tainable Development of Bulgarian Tourism in the Period 2014-2030 that was adopted
by the Council of Ministers in 2014 for the purpose of codifying the vision, the strategic
objectives, the priorities, and the activities that are going to promote the sustainable
development and management schemes in the tourist sector. However, the updated
version of this strategy, which was published by the Ministry of Transport, Information
Technologies and Communications in 2017, indicates a rather ambiguous intention on
the Bulgarian part to attract Chinese tourists. When analyzing Bulgaria’s latest activities
to this end, we could arrive at the conclusion that, in actual fact, the impetus is still there
as the measures and the steps taken have been both active and systematic.

Bulgaria has been organizing special information tours for Chinese tour operators
and the Chinese media since 2012. In May, 2014, Shao Qiwei — Chairman of the China
National Tourism Administration (with the rank of minister), visited Bulgaria where he
signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Ministry of Economy and Energy for
the purpose of deepening cooperation in the area of tourism. The new Chair of the said
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administration, Li Jinzao, also paid a visit to Bulgaria on 28-31 March, 2015. In the period
June 18-20, 2015, the Bulgarian Minister of Tourism, Nikolina Angelkova, took part in the
7" International Meeting on Tourism entitled ,Along the Silk Road®, as well as in the 1*
Meeting of Ministers of the Countries Participating in the ,Economic Belt along the Silk
Road*, which was held in the city of Sian. A Memorandum of Understanding was signed
between the Bulgarian Ministry of Tourism and the China National Tourism Administra-
tion. In 2014, some 16 000 Chinese citizens visited Bulgaria. On May 18-21, 2016, Ms.
Angelkova visited China again in order to take part in the 1* World Conference on the
Development of Tourism. In September, 2017, a Tourist Information Center was opened
in Shanghai for the purpose of establishing links between Bulgarian and Chinese tour
operators, as well as for promoting the Bulgarian opportunities for tourism on the huge
Chinese market.

Another positive event involves the possibility for a Chinese company belonging to
the Hainan Airlines to be granted a concession of the Plovdiv Airport. This is going to add
value to the third element of the Silk Road Action Plan as it has envisaged the launching
of direct flights between Bulgaria and China. The cost is estimated at 79 million euro and
about 30 million out of these are going to be invested in the construction of a cargo and
passenger terminal. The Chinese plan envisages that over 1 million passengers will be
able to travel via the Plovdiv Airport every year.

Conclusion

Bulgaria has already declared its willingness to take an active part, via its tourist
sector, in the Belt and Road Initiative, as well as in the ,16+1“ cooperation platform
between China and the countries of Central and Eastern Europe. The steps already
taken have been in the right direction regardless of the weaknesses of the Bulgarian
tourist sector, which have already been taken into consideration. The improvement and
the simplification of the visa issuance procedures for the Chinese tourists are also going
to have a positive impact on the tourists coming to this country. All this is going to be
further promoted by the introduction of direct flights irrespective of the fact whether this
is going to be the Sofia or the Plovdiv airport. All the above will be in line with Art. 9, ltem
12 of the Guidelines for Deepening the ,16+1“ Cooperation which were adopted in Riga.

Therefore, the statement made as a result of the meeting held in June, 2017, be-
tween the Bulgarian Minister of Tourism, Ms. Angelkova, and her Romanian colleague,
H.E. Mr. lon Galea, that Bulgaria and Romania could successfully offer a common tourist
product to the consumers of faraway countries, is absolutely true. Bulgaria in itself is
not sufficiently big, nor has it been recognized as a brand by the Chinese tourists. How-
ever, if we come up together with a package of two or more countries, this is going to
be a win-win situation for everybody involved. What matters most in this case is that we
should not lose the momentum in our relations with China, which has been gathered as
a result of the Chinese Belt and Road Initiative and ,16+1“ cooperation platform. Or, we
could well use Confucius’ words that it does not matter how slowly you go as long as
you do not stop.

Ladies and gentlemen,

It gives me great pleasure to present to you the Bulgarian-Chinese Business Devel-
opment Association and Trakia Economic Zone, the model of public-private partnership
in the second largest city of Bulgaria, Plovdiv, and how Bulgaria and Plovdiv in particular
with its geographical location between Europe and Asia can become a strategic partner
in the global Belt and Road Initiative. Undoubtedly the active inclusion of Bulgaria in the
~Project of the Century“, as announced by President Xi Jinping, of connecting China
with the world through ancient trade routes, thus meeting the economic challenges and
promoting globalization, will bring immense transformations to our economy, education,
diplomacy, culture as part of an international connectivity on the New Silk Road of more
than 4.4 billion people — 63% of the world’s population generating 29% of GDP.

Allow me first of all on behalf of Mr Zdravko Dimitrov, the Governor of Plovdiv region,
to invite all of you to attend the Third working meeting of the governors of provinces and
regions within the cooperation framework China - Central and Eastern European Coun-
tries (China-CEEC) 16+1, which has become an integral part of the Belt and Road Ini-
tiative (BRI) of regional cooperation. The meeting will be held in Plovdiv on October 19,
2017 and is the only event in the framework of the 16+1 cooperation in Bulgaria this year.
| am the main organizer and moderator of the panel ,Innovation and Industrial Zones*.
The other two panels will discuss topics on ,Tourism and Culture” and ,Agriculture”.

According to the World Bank, against the backdrop of real results and investment
from other countries where Chinese direct investment is reported to have jumped from
$145 billion in 2015 to nearly $200 billion in 2016, China’s direct investment in 2016 in the
EU has risen by 76% to 35.1 billion euros, while Bulgarian exports to China have fallen
by 19.6%, from $612.4 million in 2015 to 479.7 in 2016. According to Bulgarian National
Bank data, Chinese investments in Bulgaria for 2015 were the tiny 2.9 million euros. The
volume of Chinese investments in Bulgaria in 2016 is negative: minus 3.3 million euros. In
comparison, between 2011 and 2015, the annual Chinese investments in Bulgaria were
in the range of 40-50 million euros per year. All this requires a more active participation
of our country in international initiatives such as the BRI.

The opening up of China to the outside world began in 1978 as a pilot economic
reform from several coastal provinces and regions and it was these regions that sparked
China’s economic boom and laid the foundations of what China is today. That is why
special attention should be paid to the regional cooperation in the Belt and Road Initia-
tive whereby the unknown potential of the new regions like the Black Sea region should

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be explored and the opportunities it provides should be used to contribute to this global
initiative. And it is the regional government and nongovernment organizations, and mainly
the public-private partnerships that will be leading and strategic partners for the devel-
opment of the BRI.

The Bulgarian-Chinese Business Development Association /[BCBDA/ is one of these
partners and with its accumulated experience it turns out to be a strategic partner in the
Black Sea region cooperation within the BRI. The BCBDA was established in 2010 as a
non-governmental organization in order to deepen the cooperation between Bulgaria and
China in all spheres of life — economy (investment, trade), tourism, education, culture,
science, sports, etc. At its core are companies that are national leaders such as Sienit
Holding, KCM 2000, Respect Consult, Galaxy Property Group, Biofresh and others.

Thanks to its activity, the BCBDA won the respect of both Bulgarian and Chinese
state, municipal and business circles. The BCBDA is an organizer and participant in
the important bilateral forums by working closely with the Bulgarian government, the
municipalities, the Embassy of the People’s Republic of China in Bulgaria, the Embassy
of the Republic of Bulgaria in Beijing, the Consulate General of Bulgaria in Shanghai,
the Confucius Institute, the Chinese Xinhua News Agency, the UNWTO, the European
Commission and recently — the Diplomatic Institute to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of Bulgaria.

The first overseas event of the BCBDA was the forum ,Invest in Bulgaria“ orga-
nized in Shanghai in 2012 with the assistance of the Consulate General, where | was
consul general to Shanghai (2011-2015), the Ministry of Economy, Energy and Tourism
(MEET) of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Invest Bulgaria Agency (IBA). The event was
supported by Mrs Menda Stoyanova, the Vice Chairwoman of the National Assembly
of Bulgaria and more than 600 representatives of the government, the business and
tourism agencies, and it was a big success. That is why | suggested organizing another
forum but this time in Bulgaria — in Plovdiv where the BCBDA is stationed. The President
of the Republic of Bulgaria personally greeted the participants in the First Bulgarian
forum on investment and trade ,Discover and Invest in Bulgaria“. More than 150 Chinese
businessmen and travel agencies took part, and the good joint organization of the event
by the Plovdiv Municipality, the Consulate General to Shanghai, the MEET and IBA laid
the beginning of lasting contacts of strategic partnership of this region with China at the
launch of the 16+1 regional initiative, which is now an integral part of China’s largest
initiative in the 21° century — the BRI.

The first contracts were signed by BCBDA with the Chinese Council for the Promo-
tion of International Trade (CCPIT Shenzhen, Shanghai and Ningbo). The BCBDA was
highly honored to become a co-founder of the Union for Investment and Trade Promotion
,Silk Road”“ in Shenzhen.

In 2013, the first lectures were organized with representatives of the Institute for In-
ternational Studies in Shanghai and Tongzi University at the University of Sofia and the
University of Plovdiv. The first contacts between the Jiaotong University and the Agrar-
ian University of Plovdiv were initiated. The Association works with Chinese language
teachers and students studying Chinese language in Plovdiy, as well as with Chinese
students who study in Bulgaria. With the help of the BCBDA, the French Language
School in Plovdiv became the first language school in Bulgaria, which opened in 2014
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a class with an intensive study of Chinese language in language school programs. The
BCBDA promotes cooperation between Bulgarian and Chinese universities and supports
the project ,European Education in Bulgaria®. In 2015, the Shanghai Academy of Social
Sciences was a guest of BCBDA and the University of Plovdiv. On 13 November, 2017,
a Bulgarian-Chinese Center for Vocational Training between the University of Plovdiv
and the Polytechnic of Shenzhen in the field of telecommunications and information
technology was officially opened.

The BCBDA is a partner of the largest industrial zone of Bulgaria — Trakia Economic
Zone (TEZ), developed by Sienit Holding, KCM 2000, 9 municipalities, 2 clusters and
the Plovdiv Regional Administration. TEZ was the first one of its kind in Bulgaria actively
supported by the government decision of February 27, 2015 of the regional Council for
the Plovdiv region development.

Nowadays, TEZ has turned into the largest economic project in Bulgaria. It occupies
10,700,000 m2 and, since its start in the industrial zone Maritza in 1995, it has attracted
by now over 1 billion euro of investment from more than 100 investors (80 being from
abroad) and has opened more than 12,000 new working places. Besides developing in-
dustrial zones, the TEZ has also developed the Education and High-tech Park in Plovdiv,
Industrial Zone and High-tech Park Center ,Trakia“ and Agro Center in Kaloyanovo, and
is now working on a new project in Kalekovetz.

Part of TEZ is the Euro-China Economic Development Area (ECEDA), which sup-
ports with concrete action the Chinese government’s strategic plan for the New Silk
Road, or the Belt and Road Initiative. On 23 October, 2013, a Chinese parliamentary
delegation headed by the Vice President of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative
Committee, Du Qinlin met with BCBDA and visited TEZ.

The BCBDA is the initiator of the twinning of Plovdiv, the second largest city in
Bulgaria and the oldest living city in Europe, with the youngest Chinese Megapolis of
Shenzhen, located near Hong Kong. There, in 1980, China’s first special economic zone
was founded and from a 30,000-person fishing village, it has transformed by now into a
20-million megapolis. Shenzhen is a center and symbol of the Chinese economic mira-
cle driven by high technology. Here is the ,home* of Huawei and ZTE, the leading electric
car manufacturer ,BYD". With the support of the Municipality of Shenzhen, CCPIT Shen-
zhen, BCBDA and the Municipality of Plovdiv, the mayor of Shenzhen, Mr. Xu Jin paid an
official visit to Plovdiv in March, 2014 and the twinning agreement was signed, and at the
same time the Bulgarian-Chinese Business Forum ,Plovdiv - Shenzhen: Cooperation and
Investments 2014“ and the exhibition ,Made in Shenzhen“ were held.

From June to September 2014, the Shenzhen Municipality sent on a working visit to
Plovdiv Mr. Derek Fang, who with the help of BCBDA and the Plovdiv Municipality, deep-
ened the relations between the two cities. It was for the first time in bilateral relations that
a Chinese municipal employee worked for several months in Bulgaria.

The BCBDA took part in the Bulgarian-Chinese Business forum ,Bulgaria — expand
your business” organized by the Invest Bulgaria Agency, the Embassy of the Republic of
Bulgaria in Beijing and the Consulate General in Shanghai. It was held on November 6,
2014 in Beijing and on November 11, 2014 in Shanghai.

Following the twinning agreement of the two cities on 19 November, 2014, the Munic-
ipality of Plovdiv opened its first foreign office in Shenzhen in partnership with the Bul-
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garian-Chinese Business Development Association. In 2015 another office was opened
in Beijing with Chief Representative Mr Krastio Belev which has been developing the
relations in North East China (mainly with Beijing and Tianjing, the first sister municipality
since 1990 of the Plovdiv region).

As initiated by BCBDA on November 17, 2014, Mr Stoyanov, Deputy Mayor of Plovdiv
took part in a conference — round table of sister cities, and met with the Schenzhen
mayor, Mr Xu Jing. He promoted Plovdiv as the European capital of Culture in 2019 and
as a top tourist destination as mentioned in the special guide publication Lonely Planet
having ranked Plovdiv as one of the top 10 best cities in the world that has to be visited
in 2015. On the same day the Plovdiv University and the Medical University of Plovdiv
became members of the Universities’ league of Shenzhen sister cities.

As initiated by BCBDA, Plovdiv Municipality and Mr Derek Fang, a 12-member dele-
gation of representatives of the municipal administration and travel agencies from Shen-
zhen, Guangzhou and Zhuhai took part at the Fifth International Tour Operators Meeting
held in Plovdiv from November 26, 2014 till December 1, 2014. The event was organized
by the Plovdiv Municipality via its Municipal Enterprize ,Tourism*, the Ministry of Tourism
and the Association of the Bulgarian tour operators and tourist agencies. It aimed to
promote Bulgaria as the all-year tourist destination. Bulgarian Minister of Tourism, Mrs
Nikolina Angelkova, greeted all the guests.

Every year since 2014 in Belgrade, the BCBDA has been taking part in the business
forums that accompany the meetings of heads of government of China and the Central
and Eastern Europe countries in the 16+1 format. At the initiative of BCBDA, a delegation
headed by Mr. Zdravko Dimitrov took part in the 4™ Summit of the leaders of 16+1 which
took place in Suzhou City, PRC in November 2015, where Bulgaria was among the first
five CEE countries that signed a Memorandum of Promoting the Belt and Road Initiative.

Representatives of the Association took part in the panels and discussions where
they presented the Trakia economic zone and its part, the ,Euro-China Economic De-
velopment Area“ also in Riga in 2016, and participation is planned for 2017 in Budapest.

Every year the BCBDA traditionally meets with delegations from Ningbo Municipality
— the organizer of the yearly International Exhibition 16+1 in Ningbo starting June 8, after
the signing of the Belgrade agreement during the Summit of the ministers from China
and CEE countries 16+1. With the cooperation of the Consulate General in Shanghai,
the BCBDA participated in the opening of the first pavilion of Bulgarian goods in Ningbo
in June 2015.

In November 2015, a 25-minute 5-channel Shenzhen TV movie was broadcasted.
BCBDA Public Relations Director Katya Staykova organized the filming of an advertising
film about Plovdiv and the Rose Valley, viewed by millions of Chinese and financed by
the Chinese side. In June, two Shenzhen Media Group TV teams photographed for a
week attractions in Plovdiv which was elected as Europe’s cultural capital in 2019.

On November 2, 2015, at the initiative of the Association, the President of the Poly-
technic University of Shenzhen signed contracts for cooperation with the Technical Uni-
versity of Sofia and the Plovdiv University.

In July, 2016 we organized for the first time a visit of 25 Chinese students from the
Shenzhen Polytechnic to Plovdiv. Their hosts were the Plovdiv University and the Plovdiv
branch of the Technical University - Sofia.
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For the forth consecutive year we organized a business delegation for the high-tech
fair in Shenzhen, which is held every November.

In 2015, BCBDA was the main partner of the General Consulate in Shanghai in orga-
nizing ,Days of Bulgarian Culture® in the city center.

In 2016, BCBDA signed a Memorandum of Cooperation with the Center for the Pro-
motion of Agricultural Cooperation between China and the Central and Eastern Europe-
an Countries set up under the Ministry of Agriculture and Food on the basis of the agree-
ment signed in October, 2015 based on the Memorandum of Understanding between
the Agriculture Ministries of Bulgaria and China. On November 24, 2017, the first 16+1
logistics center and pavilion for e-commerce with agricultural and other commodities will
be jointly opened in TEZ to develop multilateral cooperation and trade between China
and the CEE countries by connecting ports, warehouses, and logistics centers in the
16+1 framework and via the platforms B2B, B2C, G2B2B2C.

In 2016, | was invited as an expert in the organization of the First meeting of the
mayors of the capitals of China and the CEE countries, and prepared the political decla-
ration of the meeting, which was accepted by all the participating countries. In 2017, the
whole BCBDA team took active part in the organization of the Third working meeting of
the district governors 16+1, and was able to present projects for cooperation in tourism,
culture, education, construction of new production.

Undoubtedly, new opportunities through the BCBDA for cooperation with China will
be opened after the implementation of the project to build a ,16+1 Modern Agricultural
Demonstration Park® at the Agrarian University in Plovdiv.

The Association has proved to be a reliable mediator between Chinese and Bulgar-
ian institutions and companies. Its partners have access to high quality services related
to legal, investment, commercial and brokerage services in China and Bulgaria thanks to
the contract with Deheng, the 4" largest international law firm in China.

The experience gained in recent years in developing cooperation with China enables
me to give the following recommendations to the Chinese government in order to
strengthen cooperation in the Black Sea region within the BRI:

Bulgaria, as a country that has established diplomatic relations with the PRC since
1949, needs a decent place as a strategic partner of China in the Balkans. Only with
such a status can our country be the engine of the Belt and Road Initiative in the Black
Sea region and be placed in the focus of Chinese investment partner companies and of
active tourist exchange.

For the success of the Belt and Road Initiative in the Black Sea region, a more active
cooperation is needed with local organizations such as the Association of Municipalities
in the Republic of Bulgaria, with EU structures such as the European Committee of the
Regions and the European Association of Historic Towns and Regions, the Association of
European Border Regions, the Assembly of European Regions, the Council of European
Municipalities and Regions, the Conference of Peripheral Maritime Regions, and with
regional ones like the Organization for Black Sea Economic Cooperation in order to
identify common priorities and ways for more effective interaction between the BSEC
and the Black Sea Trade and Cooperation Bank, the European Investment Bank, the
World Bank.

The development of Black Sea cooperation in the Belt and Road Initiative has many
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issues to solve.

Among the most important factors for active cooperation is the fact that Bulgaria is
not yet a member of Schengen.

Undoubtedly, one of the most important issues is the lack of adequate infrastructure
to meet the growing need for fast communications — direct and rapid transportation of
goods and tourists and businessmen by land, air and sea. In this respect, Bulgaria is
quite lagging behind in the Black Sea region. Since the launch of the first railway line
from Chongging to Europe in 2011, for 6 years our country has not yet been included in
any international infrastructure network on the New Silk Road. We do not have a direct
airlink. Therefore, the Belt and Road Initiative, with the construction of new railway lines
and express customs treatment and document processing will open new opportunities
for Bulgaria and for bilateral cooperation in this regard. The construction of a new direct
railway link between Bulgaria and China, the inclusion of Bulgaria in the emerging express
railway Belgrade-Budapest and other international corridors will create new opportunities
for business — both fast export of Chinese goods to the Balkan countries and fast export
of Bulgarian goods to the Chinese market. Such export already exists from China to 15
cities in 10 countries in Europe — from Yiwu to Spain and London (1.2017), to Germany,
with more than 1700 train compositions travelling between China and Europe. China
Railway Express is becoming more and more important as China Belt and Road on Rail.

For the development of economic ties in the Belt and Road Initiative, it is important
to prioritize cooperation in building up the traditional industries of each country and
emphasizing the symbols and the brand of local products. For example, for Bulgaria, this
is the rose oil and rose products, and our country is known as the rose country in China.
The economies of most Black Sea countries have one of the lowest cost of production
and present a region of organic products, and are complementary to China's main
consumer of these commaodities. With increased living standards in China and increased
consumption of food, beverages and wines, the Chinese government is interested in
speeding up the import procedures for agricultural products. Regrettably, we must admit
that although Bulgaria has recognized the PRC as early as 1949, it has been very late
— only since 2011, after the announcement of the 16+1 initiative, that the Ministry of
Agriculture, Food and Forestry /MAFF/ of the Republic of Bulgaria has begun to apply
for approval of imports of Bulgarian agricultural products to China, which takes time to
inspect by the General Administration for Quality Control, Inspection and Quarantine of
the PRC. This has been an untapped potential for years, and the connectivity created
in the BRI will trigger this untapped potential. To date, a total of 28 applications have
been submitted, with only four of them approved and they include only exports of maize,
sunflower, fish and fish products, alfalfa. The MAFF and the Center for the Promotion
of Agricultural Cooperation between China and the CEE countries should be more quick
in submitting the necessary documentation and lists of the export license companies.
The inclusion of a maximum of Bulgarian products and Bulgarian producers is in the
interest of our economy and of consumers in China for the consumption of pure organic
high quality products. The issue of importing fresh fruit from Bulgaria to China has not
yet been resolved and this is traditional fruit at competitive prices such as cherries,
plums, peaches. In 2017, however, the Bulgarian oil-bearing Rose Damascena was not
included in the MAFF's list of imported foodstuff in the PRC. So, resolving this issue is
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imperative. This situation also places Chinese investors in the Black Sea region in a
state of impossibility to expand their export business of agricultural goods from Bulgaria.

Therefore, in the framework of the Belt and Road Initiative it would be good to sign
a Memorandum of Understanding between the countries to step up cooperation on
sanitary and phytosanitary issues by rapidly approving country export certificates for
China, which is often mutually beneficial to all sides along the Silk Road.

This sector of cooperation would develop in close interaction with institutes and
development centers and with the introduction of high-tech equipment — drones,
unmanned tractors, mechanics and harvesting. A good practice for the development of
the Black Sea cooperation and country exports is the opening of pavilions of well-known
goods of the 16+1 countries as part of the BRI, culture pavilions with the promotion
of the goods of twinned towns, Days of Culture of the Countries on the Silk Road,
bilateral exchanges and initiatives such as that under the ,Young farmers between the
EU and China“ (jointly for the European Union and China), with visits to innovative farms,
research institutes and universities, cooperatives, as well as state institutions related to
the agro-sector.

Another priority issue regarding the Black Sea region within the BRI is the funding
for the introduction of new, more productive equipment, both in agriculture and in any
production. In this respect, it is relying on EU projects funding, the EIB and the Black Sea
Bank for Cooperation. In Bulgaria, there is still no finacing from the Bank of China, Exim
Bank, ICBC, the Asian Development Bank, the Asian Infrastructure Development Bank,
the New Development Bank and the Chinese Ministry of Finance.

It should be noted here that all Chinese investors in agriculture and other sectors
benefit from European subsidy funding as registered local legal entities in the EU. At the
same time, the access of Bulgarian legal entities to the Chinese market and Chinese
financing is not the same as it is for Chinese legal entities in Europe. Therefore, |
sincerely hope that an initiative such as the BRI will create, in perspective, equal access,
reciprocity and equal treatment of all legal entities in China.

Digitization of visa applications, e.g. filling-in visa applications, electronic visa
application and 24-hour visas, facilitated business visa treatment, and even the
introduction of e-visas ,Silk Road” are crucial issues for the development of the Black Sea
cooperation region as a new destination ,On the Silk Road". Only with such an initiative
the tourist flow could be increased and the visibility of Bulgaria as a complementary
tourist destination in the international cooperation framework could be encouraged. This
question should be raised for consideration at the next EU-China Summit and good
results can be achieved during the EU Presidency of Bulgaria in 2018.

Enhancement of educational exchange is also needed, along with the use of
opportunities to obtain for one year an MA and PhD degree at Bulgarian universities
recognized in the EU. In China, this takes at least 2-3 years.

Expansion of cultural exchange is the most difficult area of cooperation due to the
lack of sufficient funding in the economies of the Black Sea region countries. | am
honored to have given recommendations for the bilateral opening of cultural centers,
and the opening of China’s first 16+1 cultural center on November, 23, 2017 in Sofia is a
challenge for Bulgaria to find funding for such a center in Beijing, which will undoubtedly
play a major role in promoting cultural ties on the New Silk Road.

And hereby | would like to answer the question of the labor shortage to Mrs. Long
Jing, my long-time friend from the Shanghai Institutes for International Studies, with
whom we jointly organized the first meetings with the Diplomatic Institute and the first
visit to Bulgaria of the SIIS delegation led by Prof. Jan Jiemien, brother of Yang Jiechi.
Bulgaria can meet investors and solve the shortage of labor only with the introduction of
innovative management methods (ERP systems) and automated robotic production. EU
surveys show that 79% of companies that have introduced at least one innovation since
2011 have increased their turnover by 25% by 2014. Quality robots are being produced
in Plovdiv and are exported to China, and China already has experience in relation to
the introduction of robotic production in Southern China, which increased productivity by
250% and reduced production bad quality by 80%.

And finally, | would like to reiterate BCBDAs will to continue working actively for the
further development of the relations along the BRI and be a strategic partner in the Black
Sea region. | take this chance to invite all of you to work together to increase the visibility
of Bulgaria along the BRI in the Black Sea region. | also sincerely hope that Bulgaria will
host sucessfully the EU presidency in 2018 and one of the next 16+1 meetings of the
heads of state, and will be a dignified strategic partner within the Belt and Road Initiative.

in later times, helping shape what we call today the ,European civilization®.

| believe we should always try to rediscover the Black Sea, even today, by re-in-
venting it is as a sea of peace, cooperation, dialogue and understanding, not a sea
of conflict and division.

In this respect the history of the Black Sea has a lot to teach us: when some
months back | was strolling through the important museum of Varna, | came upon a
room dedicated to the League or Alliance that was formed by a number of city-states
on the Western Black Sea coast at the beginning of the second century A.D., called
the ,Hexapolis®. Six cities in what is present day Romania and Bulgaria cooperated
by offering trading preferences and other privileges to each other, by electing their
respective representatives to the ,Pontic Commons®, where laws and decisions were
made and agreed upon.

Just imagine what my Organization is trying to achieve today, that is, to establish
cooperation, dialogue and collective management of the issues we face today in the
Black Sea region — all this already existed almost 2,000 years ago.

So ours, your mission, to make this sea a region of peace and cooperation is
today even more relevant and timely.

Let us learn from the history of the Black Sea, in order to form its present and
future, we can only profit from this exercise!

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“Nature and history of the monetary unions”

SUMMARY

Following the establishment of the Eurozone in early 1999, the interest in the
development of monetary unions was somewhat revived. The Economic and Monetary
Union of the EU has become the best developed multinational union, with unique
characteristics, and has turned into a model for regional economic and monetary
alliances. In order to be able to understand the Eurozone better, we have to be familiar
with the nature and the history of the monetary unions. Some of these unions are
no longer on the world map; others have been functioning until present day, and still
others are in the process of being designed in various regions of the world. The
prognostications for the future development of the Eurozone vary between two
extremes — the possibility that the Eurozone is going to disintegrate quickly; and the
possibility that the latest world economic and financial crisis is going to give impetus to
some reforms, which could effectively accomplish the current economic and currency
union and turn it into an economic, fiscal, financial, and political union between the EU
Member States in a finished state.

The book offers a definition of the monetary union concept, along with an analysis
of the place of monetary unions within the varied degrees of economic integration
and the different types of exchange rate regimes. It then introduces some of the
most popular national and multinational monetary unions, including the ones that still
exist today. It also offers a description of the monetary fragmentation in the course
of disintegration of a number of states and unions in the wake of World War Il. In
addition, the book concentrates on some ideas for the establishment of different types
of monetary unions, which have been non-existent thus far, and provides some other
examples of monetary unions, monetary alliances and monetary action.

Special attention has been paid to the development of the Economic and Monetary
Union of the EU, as well as to the specific characteristics of the Eurozone which have
turned it into a precedent in the world history of money. The Euro, in terms of facts
and figures, as well as its global role, have also received their due attention. The
deficiencies in the Euro initial design have not been saved, either, but the prospects for
its future development have found their place in the focus of analysis. The book renders
an account of the ideas of the European institutions, as well as of the suggestions
of some analyzers concerning the future building-up and accomplishment of the
Economic and Monetary Union of the EU.

The analysis of the Eurozone-related issues is also important in view of Bulgaria’s
necessity to prepare for the adoption of the single European currency. The Bulgarian
speedy integration into the EU Economic and Monetary Union has become even more
relevant and necessary following the beginning of the debate about a multi-speed
Europe, a two-gear Europe or the European Union being divided into a periphery and
a core.

SUMMARY

The Western Balkan countries, with the exception of Croatia which joined the EU
on July 1, 2013, seem to be far from their EU membership. Irrespective of the fact
that the prospects for their accession seem to be really practicable, the problems and
the crises that the EU has had to face over the past few years, the initiated debate
about the future of Europe, and the Western Balkans’ situation have been delaying the
European integration of the countries in this region.

The book on the prospects for the adoption of the Euro by the Western Balkan
countries is the second one in a row, which aims to arouse a discussion about the
role of the EU Economic and Monetary Union. This book could be also considered to
be a peculiar contribution to the Bulgarian Presidency of the Council of the European
Union which will take place in the first half of 2018. Because this book raises important
questions related to the European integration of the Western Balkans, which integration
is a top priority of the Bulgarian Presidency.

The book was written by university lecturers and undergraduate students of the
European Studies Department of the ‘Kliment Ohridski“ University of Sofia. And the
particular piece of research is aimed at outlining the prospects for the Western Balkan
countries to adopt the Euro by using the standard approach, i.e. by firstly acceding
to the EU and then integrating into the Eurozone. The book also touches upon the
approach of unilateral Euroization, as well as upon the method of informal Euroization.

Chapter One concentrates on the Western Balkan countries’ prospects to accede
to the EU by paying attention to the particularities of the processes of stabilization,
association and EU accession. Chapter Two focuses on the particular steps that the
countries wishing to first accede to the EU should take and only then join the EU
Economic and Monetary Union, without the right to derogation. Chapter Three offers
an analysis of the significance of the Euro for the Western Balkan countries and of the
different types of Euroization in this region. The last chapter, Chapter Four, outlines
the prospects for the Western Balkan countries to integrate into the EU Economic and
Monetary Union and adopt the Euro according to the standard approach, and in line
with the provisions of the Community acquis.

Some Western Balkan countries (such as Kosovo and Montenegro) have already
adopted a regime of unilateral Euroization; another one (Bosnia and Herzegovina) has
a currency board and its exchange rate has been fixed to the Euro; while the level of
informal Euroization in the rest of the Western Balkan countries is very high. However,
the adoption of the Euro by adhering to the standard requirements of the Community
acquis is quite a different process. It is this process that the Western Balkan countries
have to adhere to; however, this process has to be thoroughly analyzed and studied
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in advance.
